Black and
Benson were urrested by United States authorities,
Black was ceshiered and imprisoned by sentenge of
oourt martial, Heuson was also imprisoned., Tay-
lor tied to Canada, thus eluding arrest by the Unlted
Beates officers and civil authorities, an indictment
having been found against him in the United States
District Court lor the Biate of Kentucky. Tuaylor
wis considered the chilef conspirator and concoctor
of the entire scleme of Irnud. He remained
in Canada during the remainder of the war. Tay-

Terrific Lightuing and Hail Storm In Boston
and Vicinity—Freaks of the Lightning and
Huil=Girent Desirnction of Glass=Extras
ondioary Hailstonew=IIouses Set on Fire

and Masts Sbivered=—Suwrects nod KEailroads
Flooded. '

(From the Boaton Advertiser, June 21.)

A thuader storm of ternble fury fell upon the eiry

esterday afternoon and erented 4 decided sensatlon.

e lightning fashes played with a rapidity and viy-
idness which, with the awful detonations, carried
pale terror to the timid and startled even
@i, Huge drops of rain began to fall at about a
quurter past three o'clock, and soon afierwards the
pavements and roofs were lively with bounding hunll-
stones ns large 88 schioolboys’ murbles. HBetween
four and five o'clock the sky was obscured and
the heavens were darkened by ashy clouds, In which
the lightning Asshed, forked & -Rugged, while
the thunder reverberated as i the bawtie on the

luins of henven was belng fought agmin with the
mproved ardllery of modern vimes. In the next
hour the electric storm Jdied gradually away, bug
the denso &mmm& sull hung over the earth and
hastened wne darkness of evenlug.

The unusual size of the baistones and the con-
tinuous movement ol the electric fuul were enougn
to assure every one while the storm was lu progress
that great damage must have been caused by the
extraordinary aetivity of the elements, and when

the  storm  had  In  syme degree  subsided
such was discovered to be the case. While
the lightning etr in very many pl by far

L nees,
the larger destruction resuiied from the fall of the
hatl, which broke every pane of glass in every sky-
Iight 1n the city, by which means doods of rain wers
admitted to the interlors of thousands of residences
and business bulldings, wilose contents were there-
by greatly injured. The photographers of the city
suipred more especially, for none are so valnerable
to fhe attacks of the elements s they. Two hun-
dred and three panes of gluss were dashed from the
broad upper hghis of Mr. Whipple, and others suf-
fered in as conslderable a proportion. 'The
destruction of skylights was o universal that

It I8 scarcely necessury to  particularize.  But
the damuge was (mmense, and though of
that  Indefinite nature wolch prevents the

ngEregate from belng asceitalned, yet 1L must be
thousands on thousands of doligrs.  Never before in
Ehis city withun recent years hus there been such a
demand for the services of the man whose usuaily
svolded cry I8 “‘giass-pul-een’ —accent on the last
#yliable—as will meet that individusl 08 he saliies
forth with bis gtock of glass and putty this morning,
The rupture of so many skyilghts yesterdsy was,
moreover, Instrmmental 1o some most unweleome
revelutions; for many of the worthy people who
went to their house-tops 1o improvise some sort of a
covering for their households, were brought face
to fuce with the fact thal repairs are needed which
they wot not of before. o some puris  of
the ety the hall was inehes deap In the streets, 1t
fell o rast, nud the Siz¢ ol the stones wis wonder-
ful. **As big as hen eggs’ wus the most commaon
deseription; but that was & little naglnative, per-
hips. Now and then one might have been seen thut
was 80 large.  Some of them were of gueer and dis-
torted shapes, snd lovked as if they were chips from
gome leeberg which Boreas might have Hreed and
shattered luto fragmen's over the city. The size of
the stones wis best realized by those who were un-
luckily hit by them and o whom the guestion Wil
yon have an lee '7 will henceforth have & new sig-
nificanee.

The ways and works of the celestial fluid upon the
earih are not so0 easily chronicled.  Scemingly, the
lghinlugs were never so active and o omuoipresent
betore.  While the storm was raging there was an
alerm of fire from box 244, at the corner of Washing-
ton and Tremont streels, the cause of wileh cangot
be stated. Another alarm that followed it, from box
two, was given at the North End, About five o'clock
the lghtmng sfruck the house of Mrs. Margaret
Bassett, 43 Cirter street.  The electric futd passed
from the chimney to the bell wire and thence into the
cellar. Somne e alterward the family discovered
that the house was on 1re, and the alarm was given.
The bulding was not mneh damaged. One of the
really reimarkable things done by the foid was In
Chnrles streei.  Two leavy two-wheeled carts were
passing through the street, when suddenly, and
without hurw to eliher of the divers, the iron tires
of the wheels of one were expanded and thrown from
the felloes, und on the other a box was loosened and
tne axle set on fire. A house on Waltham streei
had the roof completely lifted off. A lad employed
in the American Union Teiegraph oflice wus knocked
senseless on Federal street, but no loss of life was
heard of during the evening.

A bark In the course of constroction at Simpson's
dry dook, during the storm, straioed her hawser,
which is five luches thick, and it parted; she rolled

THE STORM IN CAMBRIDGE.

During the heavy thunder storm yesterday after-
noon several lLouses, tress and chunneys wers
struck by bgntalng, and more or less damaged. The
storm secined to havebeen the most evere in Cum-
bridgeport, more particulariy on the southerty side
of Mam street, towards the river, In this section
five or £lx buildings were visited by the lightniog.
A house on Western avenue, gccnpivd by three fami-
lea, was consulerably damaged. he electric
flukd entered the house ut the beli-pull
and traversiug along the wire uutld it rnunheli
the bell, it furned | upside down and then

ssed through 8 partition into & front room, where

t wholly demolisiied a clock, and ripping the plas-

tering from the wail 1t padsed through tnto the next
house, und from thence through the side of the
building, tearing the boarding away for several feet,
Anotler stroke, shortly ager the frst one, siruck
the same bullding on one corner, causing aboul fs
much damage a8 was done in the firat instance.
None of the Inmates were In the shghtest n-
ured. A shed on the coal wharf of Holmes & Rugg,

ver m:rea‘.'%I wida  aldo.  struck, cansing an
alarm of fre to be mven ot the time
wnen @& perfect deluge of 1ain  was  fabing.
A house on Short street and aunother on Somerset
street were nlso struck, but not materinlly demaged.
Trees and chimneys In the same neighborhood feit
the force of the electric current.  In Old Cambridge
some little stir, enough to cause a partial alarm of
fire, wa3s created at the printing office of Weleh,
Bigelow & Co,, the lightping playing unpleasant
freaks  with  the  telegraph  wire connected
with the flre alurm. One of the female ope-
ratives was so mueh aftcied with nervous
excitement as to canse a eerles of fi18, which
were only checked by the ald of medical assistance,
Two {oung' hoys—Charies Kernan, aged seven, and
Frank Hampson, aged nine years—were knocied
down and stinned when witiin abbut twenty leet
of & treée which was shattered on Mam street, near
Ellery. The emect urun the boys appeared at firat
(uite serious, vomiting and t.ammmr{ raving lead-
ing those who picked ibem- up to belleve recovery
duuht:‘lu!. Late last evening both were much im-

oveil.
Pl'm East Cambridge the storm was light compared
with other portions of the city. We only hear of two
places where any da wasa done, both being
clumneys. lIn hton the lightning skuck the
slaughier house of Btephen Brooks, damaging it con-
siderably, und stunning eeven men who were At
work In the oullding. ng the storm hallstones,
many of thein us large as pigeons’ eggs, fell in pro-
fusion, ﬁmgﬂu to fruit trees, fower gar-
dens and skylights, @& horse cars plled shelr tips
without material mteruminn. although many of the
horses were frighteped almost beyond locomotion.

The record of the “oldest Inhabltant’ can produecn
no fngtance of a storm of greater severity. AU alate
hour lugt evening the storm of the afternocon was
produced with nearly the same severily, alihough
wu have heard of no further injury.

inated the venerable Dr. Isaac Fertis a8 lemporary
chairman and Mr, J. Warner temporary secretary,
These gentlemen were, of course, UDRNIMOUKY
elected and entered st once apon Lheir labors,  Dr,
Ferris, upon assnming his poslilon on the platform,
made a few brief bul appropriate remuarks, in the
vourse of which he said that be hiad been watehing,

RUTGERS COLLEGE

Grand Display of Intellect, Wealth and Fashion—
Eloguent Oration by Judge Bradley—Dr.
McoCosh's Opinion of Other Colleges.

The celebration of the one bundredth anulversary
of the opening of the Kuigers College took place
yesterday, in the First Reformed chareh, New Bruns-
wick, N.J. The day was moat ansplcious, and &
large concourse of the friends and alumnt of the
institution was in attendance. It was really a gala
day forthe students and ex-graduates of tne College,
and rarcly bas s more brilliant array of wealth and
fashion asgembled wiuny celebration in the eity.

At gleven o'clock A, M. the wlumni and students
assembled on the college ground, and at noon they
murched towards the First Reformed church, pre-
veded by the College band, which discoursed some
stirring patriotic atrs on the way.
