terj to Snuyten UuyvlL A oullthead ol stone should
then be built, with piers ruu.ing into the bay. These
yMra should bo partja.lv of .stone and partially iron

ylinderx, similar to tuose on the Harlem river bridge.
Owing to the cheapness or stone million-* of tons of
tt could be had from the Palisadea, and easy or being
transported. On this bulkhead line sho ild be built
tone warehouses, occupying fifty reet, with some

on.y the shipping, but ihe railroad interest, if the
proposed line of wharves were constructed and
aligned to the exclusive u-e Tor unloading and
transhipment, of freight of canal boats, barges,
atcamcid'aud crait eugigcd In domestic commerce.
This long range cou.d he ina<le a convenient and
apuciou* mart and depot lor the products of the
countiy. This arrangement would awtle man>
vexed questions, remove the source of complaint by
private whaif owners of Qnrcinuner.itlvc rates
and «n.mry to propei ty. It would provide
other locations for the hay, straw, feed ami other
bargee which now monopolize the berths and pile
the public streets and water lronta with heaps of
bulky goods. It would Rave the present wharves
lor the use of large vessels, whose ladings will bear
vharges for wharf accommodations somewhai pro
portiouate with the rates o. other ports. Additional
facilities couid be extcucleJ to the railroad, shipping
and public by erecting over this line of con-
titiuou* wharves au iron way sufficiently
ievaud to permit under it, through the

Apeping^, the passage of ligluers, barges and
jiuiall sailing vessels, likewise steamers aud
lerryboais, by tilting the upper ex r-tnlty of the
tuiioke stacks.

Mayor; because the proposition to ventilate the tunnelsand provide them Willi steps at street corners,
In order to lacltltute travel, proceeded from Ilie

acting not only for the )>ost interestsof tbe travelling
publ.c, but for that or the residents along the line of
Park avenue, among whom are many of his personal
and political friends. The horse cars now run to the
entrance or the tunnel at Thirty-fourth street. The
tracks are finished from the other end of the tunnel
out towards Harlem, and reauy for passenger traffic.
The tracks must either be counccted by transit
through the tuuuel or by rails over its
top. The H£Rald, as well its many other
newspapers or the city, has sirenuously
Insisted upon more railroad accommodations, ami
iius particularly urged the Fourth Avenue Unlitoad
intension. it is supposed that Mr. Vanderbilt can
supply riding facilities to at least. -25,000 more passengersper day than the Third Avenue Railroad
Uompany are able to do in tlto present situation of
their travel. Even if it could be conveniently possibleto the health of passengers to take them
through the tunnel, their transit is rogarded by the
police to lie a unsafe operation. The tunnel Is
light blocks long. au<l, from its darkness, might
afford a convenient rendezvous lor thieves and ptekitoclcets,wlip could more easily beset small cars
liau the large ones now used. The plan proposed
iVBi to cut au opening in the tunnel at each Dl< ck;
to surround these openings with evergreens, so that
the openings would be hidden from observation; to
nit the steps, inconvenient aud ornamental manner,
Jy which passengers could ascend and descend; to
lurronnd the space with ornamental lamps aud rating,and then to keep a policeman at each flight,
night and day, in order to guard passengers and
secure neighbors from annoyances and nuisances.
The Mayor believes (as did the President or the

eDgth, and eight and a halt Inches in dlame,er,and contained carbonic add gas, used In tho
Manufacture of soda w.iier. According to the t' Hitinonyof Mr. Horaiio Allen, the owner of the
i/.ooctH, he had used this tank for the past three years
at his country resiueuce for making soda water, and
he never employed more than ordinary care In handlingit. Iu fact the explosion was most unexpected.Die pressure on th etank was about three hundred
pounds, just one-half or the registered pressure.I'ftr- jury returned a verdict ol accidental death, and
Hr.

assault uud battery, a club not being a sharp and
dangerous weapon in the meaning of the statute.

testimony op officer bukek.
Will,aui Hurke, the complainant, was then examined,and proceeded to give hm account of the transaction.He testified that on the night of the 2d of

June he saw Varley standing with two others lu
front of 3us 1'earl street, fifteen minutes berore
twelve o'clok; Joun McCarthy was oue of them; he
had his club under ins arm; one of the mentHeruan)mode the remark, "There Is the son of a b h
that tent Mangiu up;" Vaileysaiu, "Let us send
hint down," or, "take him down;" his club was
taken fi oiu uuder his arm; he was taken by the collaref bis coat and pulled backwards towards the
window; Varley kicked him lu the side, at the same
time swearing, and he fell a pain as If he was
pricked with a pin; he was positive that he was
beat around the shoulders with a club; he was lying
on his back uud drew his pistol; Varley caught hold
or the barrel of the pistol, assisted by McCarthy:
Varley twisted it so that (he muzzle 01 It
pointed at the oil'cer's breast; McCarthy
hit Burke on the arm with his baud; the
odlcer ilnatly bucc ed'd in cocking the pistol
and tired, varley having hold of the barrel at
the time; the oillcer mod again, and the three ineu
went into the door, which was boned; lie called l'or
h»lp and oitlcer.-i came to his assistance.

'ilte witness was cross-examined at length, and
ueu.eu mat nernan was running away w .en u«
(liuikc) deliberately shot him.

OTHlilt EVIDENCE.
OUlcers Ryan and Irving icstilleil that they heard

the shots lired, a >d upon reaching too sc ene o: itie
occurrence they saw burke standing bleeding, having110 ciub; there was a nun lying 011 die sidewalk,
who afterward* proved to be Herman.

Waterman, who atieudeii iiurke, dt scribed his condition,and said that lit) found only slight marks of
violence upon Ills person. The accused (Variey)
gave a very different statement ot the atlair. He
said that lie was standing wall .McCarthy aud Heruanlnrront ol the latter's premises, when the officer
came up and said, "Oct away from here;" Hernan
repll.d, ' ! ilve nere and woni'tgo away;'tite officer
drew his clut> and advanced 011 Hernan, who pta up
his arm and cuught hold of the weapon; they both
netted theclub ami got down, whoreupou the ofli er
drew tne pistol and flred; he (Variey) took hold of
the pistol and kept the lnu/.zle off, Uurke having
turned it upon his (Vurley's) breast; the olllcer bred
U again and the deceased was then standing upou
the iront sup of the door; Variey said u> the oiiicer,
"Don't shoot,'' and he said, "1 will shoot you;"
lie saw the olllcer eoaie afterwards within six
feet and lire, tne ball Milking Ills linger; Varieycaught no'(J ol Hernan, who trembled and
fell. Two witnesses who happened to be passing at
the time were examined by the defence, one 01 wltooi
heard the words, "bupposo a man's business K<*. p
him out?" and tae other that he heard two or three
blows ol a duo, a souiHe and theu a shot, hurke
was recalled aud denied having spoken to (he men
first.
