Imposing Military Funeral=The Commander
of the Malakeflf Laid in His Girnve—Generanl
Alexandrovitch HKbruloff~The Church and
War Office—Memory of the *Mighty Dend’’=
American and Englisk Tributes=What a Rus-
slan Workwman Snid.

8T, I"ETRRSBURG, Juné 8, 1870,
Yesterday witnessed an imposing ceremony in St.
Petersburg—the funeral of oue of the most distin-
guished soldiers of Russia, the man who coms
manded the Malakof and 4 great part of the other
defences of Sebastopol during the famous slege:
and who besides had distinguished himeelf on the
vauncasus, Contral Asia and Hungary—Lieatenant
General Stephan Alexandroviteh Khrulom,
At tén o'clock in the morning the corpse was con-
veyed from Nicholas strect, where General Ehroloff
bad lived & pumber of years, to the Church of St
Sergius.
The cofMin was ornamenied with gold, and
crowned with roses.  On the Ud was laid his helmes,
A large proceaslon of generals, admirals aod sol-
diers followed the remains ol the gallant dead. The
chiurch was crowded wikh people, among whoum
stoad couspleuons tie Grand Duke Nlctiolas, brother
of the Emperor,

THR BUENE,
1 cannot Ao better than take the description of the
funeral given in the Russtan lunguage, printed in
the Erchang: Gazetle (Birjeveya Redomostt), and
written by the well known political aod military
author, General Rosuslof Fadeyel:—

FUNERAL.

Yesterday in the Cathedral of St, Berglus the lnst
gservices of the Church were performed over the re-
mans of Stephen Alexandrovitch Khruioff, in the
presence of the Grand Duke Nicholas, the brothers in
arms and frends of the deceased, one of the
renowned defenders of Scbastopol.  Admiral
Pussphiof pioced a  orowu ol  lourels on
the coMn,  Father Palisadof In a looching
and heartfelt  sermon described  the  qualities
of tie deceg=ed, and related how without Knowing
im bhe had come to respect the departed hero, Liv-
Ing abroad, as he did, durng the Wme of Lhe Cri-
mean campalgn, he met continuaily to the journals
the nawme of rulow, and always In connection
with sowe feat of arms redounding to the honor of
Russia. From the chuich the body was conveyed
with military honors to the Moscow Raliroad sta-
tion, Every Russinn knows who Khrnlol was, and
40 doed every military man outside of Russia.
Ehruloff was the Hector of the new Troy—Sebasto-
pol. Fearless men, iron-hearted warrlors, who
guarded with their bodies the unfortided ety agalnss
Lhe attacks of the unied west of Europe; iHusirious
warriors—alas | but few of them have remaincd o
give the last homors to a brother o ArLiS-—
rocognized him as the frst among them-
aelves—that I8, the first among the Orst,

In the late General Khruloff were indeed united all
the qualities of a great soldler—a just view of the
poaitlon, gquick juugment, ready decislon, and chat
consclentiousness widoh never allowed a soldier Lo
ve saeritleed in vain. He was alwuys corvefol of his
subordinates and in war thought less ol himself than
of others, His soldlers loved him, belleved in hlm,
and always followed him everywhere to the last
man. Buccess attended Khrulofl wherever he went.
In Hungary, where he began Lo scquire fame: in
Cenrral Asla, on the Danabe, 1o Sebastopol, and last
in Poland, where by his firmpess he mainfained
order in g time of genecal hegiwtion. It is not yet
the rime to give a tull blography of General Khrutoff,
The memoirs which he bas leit wil in time throw
much lght on the milinry questions of our time, &y
well 48 apon the course of mlitary science o Kuassii.

ORATIONS,

When the coffin was placed (o the rallvoad cara
number of speeches were made. First spoke Gen-
eral Toharnayett, the conqueror of Tashkent and
the hevo of Central Asin, Then Mr. Alabin, an old
eomrade of the deceased.

Mr
Ralston, of the Dritish Mussum, Loodon, now a
guest among us, though never having seen the gen-
eral, was one of lus admirers and mwle a speech ex-
pressing what he fele.

witch seeks utterance whether 1 will or not.

Khruloir was a warrior, aud a lussian warrlor of
the stamp we nsed to know. In him was tne spirit
of that Knssisn army founded by Peter the Groad,
and brought to perfection by sSuvoroffl—an army
which never lost confidence in itself under command
of lenders who hwil grown up in 8 ranks, and
therefore understood it,  The llustrious deceased
Wwas aman who understood the Russian soldier to
perffection, Between him ana his soldlérs, wnerever
ihey might be—in the barracks, I camp, on the
hattie feld, there was always an undersiauding and
aympathy. The soldlers were always sure that their

eneral wes mindful of their wants, and if ft shrould

necessary would pertslhuwith them,  Who'of the
men of Sebastopol does not rewcmber the battde cry
of our leader, “After me, benefaciors’ OMcers hud
in Mm a model. His example was aschool. He was
not a mwan of theories pleked up here ana there,  His
commands were briel and clear.  Neither success
nor defeat could amect hig calm end unvannted
aplrit. He always remained the game childiike, kind.
nearted man, taking everythiog upon himselt, ana
ever ready for sucrifice; but he never let the reins of

authority drop from  his  bands, Conduoet-

Massachusetts.

The Chiness Labor Movement a Probable Suec-
coss in New England—A General Smashing
Up of the Crispins Ingvitable—Arrival

of the Orientals and Their U
Recoption by the Workingmen.

Norra ADAMS, Masd., June 28, 1870,

The introduction of Chinese Inbor Into the manu-
facturiug districis of the New England and other
Stated [s no longer & theory. The Initlatory expert-
ment, which has just been Inaugurated in tnls turif-
tiest of the thrifty towns in the norihwestern corner
of Massachusetts, although now In its lufancy, scems
to be a grand success already. ‘The arrival of
seventy-five Orlentals here for the purpose of engag-
ing in the shoemaeking business, together with a few
attendant incidents of thelr coming, has already
been published in the HERALD; but there ure varlous
snd important recent facts connected with thelr
emigration hither whioh, at this particular time, are
of vital interest to nll classes of American cltizens.
It 18, of course, reasonalbie 10 Assume that ir the
experiment of epplying Chinese labor to manufac-
turtug (s the success wilch it nuw promises to be, it
will not only create a small revolution throughout the
country, but will nlso be the means of introducing
an entirely new elementinto the soclal and political
cirele, Furthermore, 1t will bé the death of all protec-
tive labor organizations, and, it 1s to be hoped, end for
ever the unfortunate antagonistic feeling hetween the
employers and employed which has beea so rapidly
growlng during the past few years. These last re-
murks may seem a litile wild, but they ars supporied
by the fact that tils handful of sevenly-five John
Chinamen have already created such s pank in the
ranks of the Bt. Orispin shoemakers that the power-
ful urganization has begun to cromble, In view of
this terror among the Knighta of Urispin other labor
associations are beglaning to get shaky, and, a4 a
consequence, thelr indignation towards the moffen-
glve and Industriouns Orientals s very freely ex-
pressed,

HOW THE CHINKSE SHOBMAKERS HAPPENED TO COME
HERE.

The introduction of Chinese labor here was not a
studled or premeditated enterprise. It was the result
of the sudden determination of & shrewd, energetle
and comprehenslve Yankee—s= man who had for
several years suffered by the dictation and annoy-
ances of the Crispin shoemakers ; one who was gen-
erous to them to a fault, bat one whose temper,
like the camel’s back, could not stand up under the
last burden. This man, a8 I8 weil known,
8 Mr. C T. BSampson. Although In the
prime of Nfe he 15 still the ploneer shoe
manufacturer of North Adams, one of the leading
cltigens in enterprise and publle spirit, has plenty ot
money and knows how to make more, and, in short,
1n the demooratic acceptation of the term, is a true
and practleal Christlan, and & genalne, untarnished
brick. As far back ns two years ago this Mr, Sampson
began 1o have tronble In his establishment on ao-
count of the exlatence of the Crispin organization.
It commenced in what was known as the “Bottom-
er's Room," and was chiefly conflned to that depart-
ment through all the diMcolty., At this time Mr,
Sampson belteved that his employés (n this room
dld not belong to the Protective Criapln order, but
he soon found that he had been decelved in s re.
spect. Finding that thelr attachment to the Crispins
Wwus known to Mr. Sampson they commenced their
annoyauces by the unreasonable demand for the

mame price for singie soled shoes as they were re-
eeiving for the double soled, 'This Mr, Sampson was
obliged to yield to or allow his establishinent to re-
main idie, Scon after this he began to find that his
work was beiug ﬂltfme&dmd several cases of shoes
which he had sold 1o custoiners bégan to come
back to him. Knowing that this would ruin his
reputation he at once discharged his whole force and
lured gnother, employing, however, none but Cris-
pine. All'went weH for s few days, and then the work
was slignted . and goods began Lo be returned,
Mr. Bampson then called s foreinan (who wasa
Crispin) and asked hun if he could not get the men
to pay more aiteution to the guallly ol their work.
The forewan told kim that e could not—ihat the
Crispln organization would not allow . Mr. Samp-
s0n's customers then censed ordering, and his busi.
uess began to be dull, as a natural consequeuce, He
did not wish to close up s place on sccount of the
slacking of business resuling from the poor labor
wiieh the Crispins had ordered, so one duy he called
tne bottomers togethier and toid them the position
tney had praced nnn in, and asked Livem i they were
wiliing 10 subnlt 10 & reduction of ten per cent until
business was beiter. AL the time of Ins interview
with them they seemed 10 00k [avorably upon hia
position, but sald 1bey could wive no decided

gnswer until there had been a general meeiing
of the North Adams Crispins. ‘Fuls was called
thiat same nigut, aud it was declded that no re-
duction wouldd be tolerated, and Mr., Bampson
wis ko inforised the next morning.

The men
weat to work and wereé perfectly delighted with
cverything. In wlew days they were walted upon
by & committee of the North Adams Crispins, and
invited to urtend n meeting which had bheen called
10 consider the fact of their presence here while so
many ol thelr brother Crisps were here idle, Inktead
of vne there were four meetings upon Iour succes-
#lve eveniogs, aud very lively ones they were too,
The result of these dellberations, as muy be antls
cipatid, was the return of the North Brookfieid
workmen o their homes. On the morning of their
deparinre Mr. Sampson waited upon them ot the
Berksturs House, and expressed Lls regret al the
termination of the happy business relations wibich
Iud exisied batween them, adding that he supposed
they were consclentlous in their action, and that
they believed 1t to be & useful prowection tothem.

sort 14 unprecedented, and the orders for them come
chiefty from the North.

The col are divided into rows. Directly to
the right of the spring I8 Bpring row: further east-
ward, with a contlouous piszEa, shaded wirth besu-
tiful vines and trees, Is Virginia row; at right angles
with this, and crossing the lawn in the middie, is
Bouth Carolng row; heading the egstern extremity
of the lawn i3 Baghelors' row; on tue porth side of
the lawn, begzinning neavest the spring, is Alabama
row; next which 18 Loulsiana row, and then Para-
dise row, this long chain of cotinges winding up
wrlt.h’liammure 10w, perhaps the most charming
of all.

Shoddy now holds high carnival over the cotton
planter and forwer siaveholder. Indecd, 100" lug ut
the assembled company, now comparatively smail to
whal it will be In a weck or two, and judging from
theoiders for cottages, there s evory reason to be-
Heve that the gunests leom the Northern side of Mason
and Idxon's lme will largely predominate at the
White Sulphur this seasop. Iut in this there is a
consolation leit io the Southerner, that few differ-
ing politleslly in opinion with him will preseut
themseives—Lilie Northern visilors at these springs are
chledy sympathetle with lts more natural patrons.

ut, after all, 1t can traly.be said that the visitors

om the North, the Soath, the East and the West
meet here on common ground, and though individ-
uals may hold to diflerent shades of oploion when at
home, yet when here everyhody endeavors to pro-
muote his own happiness by contributing to the hap-
piness ol others.

In a palitical point of view Yherve 18 no place more
fimous than the White Sulphur., Here, in ante
Dl Aaya, the leaders of the whig and democratic
