The particulars regarding one of thg moed auda-
clous transactions, prejudicial to the health and
well-being of the city, has jus: bien unearthed by o
HERALD reporter, the mere coptemplation of which
sends a shudder to she heart.

The city of New York has, perchance, escaped &
plague within the paat week, and, although uncon-
setous of it, the putrid mouster of smalipox has been
introduced . luto our midst, under the wost curtond
and deplorable clroumstances, the nature of whioh
should be lnmediately and thoroughly iuvestigated
bythe Hoard of Health, Bome ime since the wife
of Edward Stone, n commercial traveller, during
bis ahsepce from the city, was stricken down with
the moat virulens type of smallpoX, and was at once
taken to the Bmallpox Iospital on Blackwell'd
Inland for treatment. The lady was very benutiful
and veiy charitable, It was through charity that
she caught theé fatal disease. Under the skilful care
of the phystcinns of Lhe hoapital the lady soon be-
came convalesoent. On Sunday, the 19th fnst., she
Wwas 80 far recovered as (o be able to write to her
husband ; but while doing so she Incautlously sat
near an open window, thereby laking a slight cold,
which immediately produced o relapse, and she dled
the following Tacsday.

According to the regulations both of the Board of
Health and those governing the disposition of pa-
tienta at the smallpox Hospital, a person dying with
this disease must be burled on DBlackwell'syIsland.
Mrs. Btone was accordingly buried in the grahwyurd
attached to this wstitution, and that, too, wl
little delay a8 18 genernlly manifested in the Anal ol

osition of cases of this nature. Soon after her in-
P«mmm her husband returned and learned of her
death and burlal, Being very much attached to her
his grief wasd intense, but whe thought of her being
Lurted In uncousecruted grouud aud in what was
but littie better Lhah & pauper's robing was the
sharpest thorn in the crown which the grim messen-
ger nad placed on his brow.

THE SLAUGHTER HOUSE CASE IN WEW OALEANS.

Rights of Citizens Under the Fourteenth
A d Mecharge of C. A. Weed,
[From the New Orleans Plcayune, June 24.]

This morning Judge Dureil rendered his declsion
in e Weed hubess gorpus case. 1t I8 impossible, ut
this lute hour, to glve the full text of the decision,
but the suvsiance ef It was as follows :—

He beid that the charge of conspiracy was not well
founded, nasmuch #s Mr, Weeld was pursuing, in
conjuiletion with the highest law oilicer of the
State, his rights in the courts of the Btates, Those
rights, e stated, had been deflned not only vy the
Jower courts of Lhe State, but I the Supreme Court
of the State. The lmrprurmmwe ur providence, the
legality or Illoﬁirlu of the issuing of the injunction
by the Eighth Diatriot Court, conid not be copsidered
10 determining the question belore nim. The prose-
cutor's sult, ne sold, was a sull for damages, It he
Ias suMered.  1f the State conrt ahnlﬂi"l decide
:uﬁgnm lim he conld appeal to the Supreme Court of
tire State, and should that decision be adverse he
could carry the cas: to he Bupreme Court of tha
Unlted States oo a writ of error,

Mr, Weed, he assertod, could not possibly be held
Lo be a conspirator ugniust any right, clvil or polis
tcil, of the prosecuior; e had only sought to en-
force hls supposcd rlnhu ol property (nhrough the
moediom of thie law as admloistered 1n our courts of
Justice, He wss particasr o say thal the oplojum
he wus delivering aid not 1n any way cail in question
orconiiet with the very able opition recently de-

tvitved by Jstice Brodley, Under this docision the
