A
very ulmﬁla and truthful monswer might be
given to this question, smd Dr. Blakely, by referring
yon to the forty-(fth Pealm, for we find theve Hia
uncompromising hatred of evil and wickedneas, and
His overpowering love of purity and goodness, Tne

lory of Christ—the conformivy to His Father's wiil
o every pour of His life was one great cause of
this Joy. The consclons possession of God's love,
the exercise of affection, and the glorlous anticipa-
tion of the future enjoyment which awaited Him in
heaven with those He loved and labored with
while upon earth were the chiel eauses of this love
