Judgs Davls, of New York, ulider a suspension of
the rules, took from the Speaker's tah'e to day the
bill to amend the naturalization lawa, aud the House
coneuited Tn {hé Senate amendments by a two thirds
vote, It now goes to the President for his sigoature,
Thia bill wae introduced in the House by Judge Davls,
bur was amended In the Senate by having what was
coysiderad 1ta most arbitrary features siricken out,
It stul retains those eections which are intended to
punish election franls committed under the cover of
naturalleatlon papers. The State courts are allowed
to lssue naturnlization papers sa heretofore, but
the United States courts areauthorized (o appolnt
Epecial agents who ate to supecvise all voies gast
upon the strength of natnrallzation papers and to
overbiaul the papers themselves.  Where thece agents
declde that the papers ave frandulent, or have been
obfalned under false pretences, the votes rast by
those holding them are to be thrown out, The Liil
is to apply to all cities of 20,000 (nhabitants and up-
wards, thongh 1t is'specially lutended for New York
city, 'This 12 regarded by the republicans as the eli-
max of & #erics of meaknres, beginuing with the Ar-
teenth amendment, which are to cripple the
demoernts  and  sugment  the power of the
republivan  party. The bill 10 enforce ihe
fifteenih  amendment was a pari  of this
legigation, The measurve which pasked to-day

The Becretary of War aisapproved of the
verdict of the eourt, and lustead of directing them
to the pr lings, dissolved the court
and dishonorably dismissed Colonel Belger., It is
due both to  Mr. Stanton and Colonel Belger to say
that Mr. Stantou afterwards regretted the severity
of his actlon aud sald be would be glad
to see Colonel Belger restored to the arny.
Colonel Belger made no efort, unttl his accounts
were all setiled ab the Troasury, through emi-
nent connsel, for relnstatement. The Freslient,
aftor a careful examinatlion, revoked the order
of dismissal, but the passage of cerlain laws
In reference to the Quartermasters’ Department ren-
dered the revocatlon ineffeetual. Colonel Belger ap-
plied toCongress, and the Commities on Mililary
Affairs, by a vole of flve against four, decided that
the appointing power lay with the President alone.

oplaton that the depression was owiig to the infe-
rior quality of the wood used In the pins, the |atiep
being of cheatnut,
