the beanties as they come and go away every little

Suddenly,as the mother ceased her reproaches, ber son
drew lorth a pistol ana exclaiming, "Mother, dear,
I'm going to kill myseir," placed the muzzie
to his head and flred. Be tell to the floor and In a
lew niiuutes was no more. The mother, shocked
und horrified, tell upou ihe Inanimate loim of uir
son, weeping and mourning as though her heart
wouM break. 'Hie life which her reproaches had
sucniiced would not come back for her sobs ami
tears, and in vaui she called JrauticaUy ior her »ou
ot speak but oue word, one little word to her agalu.
it was a curious act of a rash, wild youth, apparentlydisproportioued entirely to the cuum. The
deiaiis ol the oiUer case of suicide 1 have been unubioto gather, out J am toid it was a cutious atTuir.

She told her master that she did not like the place
a bit, and her master quieted her fears by promising
not to remain there long.

But why will perhaps101 ever remain shrouded In mystery, unless, po*s.bly,the cause may be found on the other side ofthe Atlantic.
