The flnaneial position of the Starabonl market

it was at the onset of the panic ; for with the increasinguncertainty as to the ultimate results of
the pending conflict between France and Prussia
gold tends to become more scarce every day,
people are more cautious aud credit ie graduallydiminishing. Many failures mast followif this state of aflair* continues,
and with Bueh a prospect before us

general trade must necessarily sutler. What is
worse ia that nobody can tell how fkr the evil may
go. At present we are suffering only from the
cnects 01 a general panto.etreats bad enough, as
many already are ruined by it, and others And
themselves suddenly deprived of one-tbird of their
fortunes, laid out in government and other
national securities. All look round with anxietyand inquire what the result would do If these
European complications were to extend as far as
the Last, and should Turkey herself bo drawn In
the vortex.
As yet no such eventuality seems In any wayImminent, as the Sultan's government ha* wiselyfollowed the example of the other cabinets of

Europe and declared her positive neutrality.
The Viceroy of Egypt baa offered 20.000

breech-loaders to tne Sultan aud also a

corps of 30,000 Egyptian troops for th«
camp of Rustchuk. This oiler has been accepted,
and unless some untoward event occurs we shall
soon have the Kgyptian contingent bore. Money
the Viceroy does not promise ; probably ho has
none to give. He is very popular just at present:
and all the efforts of his enemies to bring u!>out
an angry feeling against him ou tuc part <>l the
Sultan have failed.

Russian intrigues are very rife in riorvii in favor
of a panslavish movement. Tim reeling may certainlybe very popular at Belgrade, TTut, it Ik not
so among the Bulgarians, who cordially delo t
Russia, whatever philo-liussiaus may say. Tail,
however, does not obviate the necessity of
preparing for future difficulties in case of complicationsin these parts. Consequently we
now see a great aotivity at the arseual and at
the Board of War barracks, which are actively
being prepared for the reception of large bodies
of troops. In fact, the whole of the licet is being
manned and prepared for sea, and the eight ironcladsanchored in the Bosuhorus are ready for a
cruise and look very efficient and imposing.
Along the Danube au army of observation has
been formed and placed under the direct commandof old Omar Pacha, and will consist of
80,000 men, while another corp* of 20,000 men is
under orders for the Greek frontiers.

All these naval and military preparations
tell heavily ou the resources of the
Treasury, already very low, and should
they continue the Minister of Finance, hadlk
Pacha, will Arid himself at his wits' ends to procure
the ways and means. You inuy iiusgine how he
Is likely t>. fare in the (lalatu money market should
he have to apply for any temporary loan, when I
state that private individuals arc refused small
temporary loans at fifleeu per ccntajtainst deposit
of securities, such us consols at thuty, though
their quoted piice is forty-two.

All matters connected jvith reorganization
improvements naturally suffer from the present
state of affairs, and wo hear nothing now about
railways or steam companies. Army contractors
are the busy men in the field now. Home 290
mitrailleuses have been already ordered, and the
wants of the artillery will not stop there.
There is also a chance now tor some of your

a number of minor fixtures, held in the midland
and northern counties, interspersed. At Brightou
the experienced sportsman always looks out for
squalls, and, even if the weather elsewhere or previouslyhas been of the most beautiful description,
fortUles himself with his umbrella or his waterproof,or both. Even if the rain does not comn
down in buckets, there ia nearly always a mist
hanging over the hills so denRe as to defy the longestvision. and the finest Voigtlamler and the
oldest turfite cannot make out the colors of the
jackets until the horses are within a cjnarter of a

mile from home. Htrange to cay, on tnis occasion
there was very little to complain of, for there was
not a drop of rain, the mist was only partial and
the atmosphere was extremely pleasant. The attendance,however, was very poor, and was composedto a large extent of the St. John's
Wood and Pimlico Risterhcod, who at this
season always assemble in Immense force
at the grent bathing place anxious to pick
up a tittle color for the winter campaign, as well

quoted at the comparatively short price of 100 to
8 for the St. Leger. It waB in his race for the
Champagne Stakes on Tuesday that all his hopes
of carrying the great northern three-year old
stake to Doncaster waH dissipated. He bad three
opponentsMr. Cr&nford's four-year-old mare
Heather Bell; Sir Joseph Hawley's four-year old
horse Rosicructan, and Mr. Graham's well-known
three-year old Sabinus. There were some fears on

the part of the stable about King o' Scots' fore
legs, which have always been dicky, and which
ran a greater risk than usual from the
course being down hill. They were therefore
somewhat hesitating in their support of him,
while the public, on seeing his legs wrapped
up in bandages, were also somewhat

I suspicions. The consequence was that he started
onlj a slightly better favorite than Rosicrucian,
the two figuring at seventy to forty and seventyfiveto lorty respectively; but tho chances of
Sabinns and Heather Bell were considered so

hopeless that five to oue was laid against each.
Mr. Graham's horse could not make the semblanceof a fight when Ttosicrucian challenged
him, and the favorite was also hopelessly "out of
it" at the foot of the hill, having, indeed, as was
afterwards ascertained, broken down. The race

then seemed to be at the mercy of Sir Joseph
Hawley's horse, but Chaloner, giving Heather Bell
a dig with the spurs as they approached the poet,
brought her on level terms with Rosicrucian. The
struggle which ensued was one of the most raag!uifieent ever witnessed on an Kngli*h racecourse;
for while the animals fought it oat with a des|
pur.tU resolution the jockeys assisted them with
ail their strength and all their skill. Heather Boll
and Chaloner, however, always had slightly the

i best of it, and Rosicrucian and Wells were jnst
beaten by the shortest of head*.
The ra<.e w»n followed bv a bit of sharp practiceon the part of one of the "swells." which

shows that "blue blood" is not inconsistent with
the possession of a line eye to business. King ro
Scots did not. betray anv symptoms of having
broken down till after he liad passed the post, a

part of the course at which the horses cannotbe »ecn by the members of the
ring, but <an by the occupants of the
steward's stand. Immediately after the
race Sir Charles Legard turned round and shouted"forty fifties against King o' Scots".for the
St. Leger, of course. "Done," t ried Bob l^ee, the
bookmaker, aud down went the bet. But an enterprisingbrother ot the pencil having beeo to see
the state of affairs remarking "You're done, Bob:
the King has broken down," Lee had to lay
2,000 to 30 and 2,000 to "2t> "to get out."

Wir Charles Legard is a highly popular follower
of the sport on which hn has "wanted his substance"to xnch an extent thathe issaid to be "hard
up," though tin still keepsa few horses in training,
it may be with assistance. No one, therefore,
grudged him the couple of races secured for him
this week bv hi* four year old Border Knight, who
has proved himself one of the best auimaW of that
age in Kngland. He was made favorite for the
Brighton stakes, which he won, ridden by Custauce,after an interesting race with l.ord St.
Vincent's representative, Violet: but the field mis
far from being a good one. Next day, however.in the Brighton Cup he opened the eves of
spectators by fairly beating one of the best three
year olds of the sea«on, l&nnington, at the very
post. The result was wholly due to the magnificenthorsemanship ofCnstance, whose powerful
