TIio !5Iotlioilist Book Coucern iu
Trouble Once More.

The Private Deposits Stolen from the Safes.
Tlia Loss Estimated at Over 8100,000.

A Scene of Wreck and Spoliation.
Reticence of Officials.

A great dejl or commotion was obs»rvab!<5 yesterdaymorning among the black-coateil gcutlemen
who occupy oillces on the upper floors of No. 805
Broadway. At an early hour there was hurrying to
and Iro along the galleries, whispering In tho rear
offices and in tue Trout ones, especially in the rooms
of the Board of Mission*, where varying expressionsof excitement, and consternation chased each
other over faces usually bland and complaceut. It
was discovered

TUB GREAT SAFE*
had been robbed, and property variously estimated
at from $100,000 to $i5J,ooo carried away. On enteringthe room at that time a scene of great confusionpresented liseir. The floor was thickly strewn
with papers, large leather wallets aud bill books
were S' uttered uboul, and here and there a tin box,
forced open and emptied of lu content ', lay In the
position in which It had been carelessly thrown.
Among the many papers thrown about the room
Were fonud to be a lar<?e number of

No clue to the perpetrator or perpetrators or the
rot)l>ery seemed to present Itso'f to any of the reverendsecretaries, who, a;ter a series of consultation,iliiully seat to police headquarters for detoctives.Ou examination tho safes were found to be
emptied of everything of negotiable value, lnclnd-
ln« a service of silver plate belonging to the Kev.
Mr. Depew, aud other articled of silverware, the

Not only silverware was left in this place of supposedsecurity, but money and bouds lu large

amounts. Some small wallets containing the saviluffs or a lifetime of frugality and cconomy by

of fortunate and fashionable prelates. Such of the
t>oud« no were registered were quietly thrown on the
floor, nnl those which were payable to bearer wore
Id variably removed.

It will be undoubtedly a considerable time before auy
exact estimate of the loss can be made out, as

some of the valuables placed on deposit were so depositedIn boxes and other receptacles )>y clergymenand persous who are absent us missionaries,
coiportcnrs, special agents and on their midsummer
vacations. Many of these gentlemen ore now In
Europe or distant states, and it Is understood that
as a general rule no record was leit by them with
the Concern as to tho value of the deposits severally
made by them. When the full damage is ascertained,of course, the amount abstracted may bo
found to be less than Is now supposed, but the figuresgiven above were the estimates of some of ths
officials of the Hook Concern yesterday.

SOLEMN ECCLESIASTICAL PAGEANT.

A solemn eocloslastlcal reception w.is yesterday
accorded to the Most Uoverend Archbishop McOloskey,oa tue occasion of his return iroiu lUe lloiy
City. A more Imposiug religious pageant lias s' Idouibeen witnessed wlihln the hallowed wall* of St.
Patrick's Cathedral. Tlie sacred edlllce was crowded
to the very doors; and, while the feelings of the Immenseassemblage devoutly hariuour/.ed with too
ol>lect and the surrounding circumstances which
marked the event, the welcome was unmistakably
Hlncere. It will be remembered that Archbishop
McClOrtkey, in attending the Ecumenical Council,
took a somewhat prominent part In the various discussionsand attracted considerable atieutiou by his
profound and erudite theological views ou tho subjectsbrought forward. Ills return to Now York had
been anxiously awaited for some time. Prior

was unanimously resolved to give htm a grau<l receptionm the cathedral. That the most Bjingjtno
expectations of tho prelate's ardent and affectionate
admirers wo.o completely realized the magnificent
display of yesterday thoroughly demonstrated.
Characterized by all tho grandeur and religious
pomp which ever mark tho ceremonies peculiar to
the Roman Catholic Church, tho reception to the
Archbishop yesterday was an event that could not
have failed to make a lasting impression upon those
who attended It. Admission was by ticket, and
although the hour named for the reception was
twelve o'clock, tho cathedral was ailed fully two
hours before that time. The interior of the edifice
presented quite a brilliant appearance, and when all
the seats had been occupied tho mass of
people In the rear moved up the ulslea,

about 150. dellled to either sides of the altar, when
verslclen were sung by the Vicar General ami respondedto by the choir. 1'ravers were then oifcred,
and the March from Alitalia, by JUeiideistiohn, wart
Riven ill splendid style. Hie Te Dettm, by Lambelatt,
In 1> major. Including the Te Qloriosi, soprano solo,
wan also suntf. with lull orchestral accompaniment.

There were
there venerable patriarchs representing ehurehes oi'
theeaillesi days<>f i;iuistiHutty. lucre were there
prelates renowned for their learning, and for their
eioiiuemv-, lor tiii-ir pii t ., lor their Icwitloti t.» ihe-
cause ofChriHl. 'i'Oere were there doctors and colites
hois, men who had sufl rod and lieurinir upon their
persona scars and wounds walch had been inflicted
upon them.
