Africa, which work was inserted in the Annates
Mariiunen. and subsequently in a separate form
under the title, of "A Nautical Description of the
Coast Line between Senegal and the Kquator." A
short while atter Ins nomination as captain ol u ve
sei (September 17, l»<44) he wti« appointed Governor
of the French possessions in Senegal, from whence
ne returned to France during 1847. receiving, two
years later, as a reward for ins -.ervic* s, tiie dignity
ol commander of tiic L'-i?luii of Honor. .Named
Hear Admiral (August 12, 18j4), he rook j>iir» in
tne Crimean expedition, under the orders oi Ad-
mtrnl llumelin. Ai (he conclusion of trial war
lie was entrusted with the post ol Maritime
Prefect a; < herbonnr, from whence he wm
promoted (March 4. lhtil) to the saiii'^ position at
Toulon, but not before lie had been named Vice Ad-
mirat (July P. isoo) and had been in command ol the
Mediterranean squadron, (in the r>tit of August,
1863, Bouet-vVillauino/. was raised to 1 tic dignity of
Senator, and u-ed all ills powers to get the marine
artillery completely remodelled, but the commission
appointed to report on tiiesnbjecr rejected tils pro-
po.-ltion.

Wbut Bauland Can Do for Wur.Uhtl She
Has Done In Earope, Ail* and Africa.From
Waterloo (o the iadian Matlulo* aod }lai>
data.

Kurope is In a bia o we, a great Kuropean Power,
with Kuropeau duties now confessed, are utterly unpreparedfor those coutests tutu which we may at
auy day be draw n. Nevertheless, It is 110 exaggeration,but the simple truth, to say that Tor nearly a
quarter or u century.that Is, lor a period as loug as
mat o( the great Kr u h Hevol:itlou ami Its wars.
we have beeu busied without intermission on those
very preparations whi h are s ill supposed to be
wanting. It wasi:i January, 1S47, that the llrst note of
ulariu was sounded by the famous letter of the lute
Dune of Wellington. Twelve months afterwards
came a uew revolution in Paris; then uie
great Sikh wars, thcu the war in the Crimea, tlieu
the Indian raunlty, and, later still, the Aovssiniun
campaign. Thus, under impulse utter impulse, we
have lor nearly five and-twenty years together been
laboring to complete those preparations for winch it.
Is now said we may look in vain, flow far is thai
suyiugtruo? The answer Is not the least wonderfuipart of the story, and. that we may give it distinctly,weshull place a fen* broad figure* before the
reader's eye. In the year 1845, just before our preparationsDcgan, we had, as an old return before us
states, an army of some ona hundred thousand men.
As i lie army. However, In fli >se days did not, for
statistical purposes, comprise artillery or engineers,
which were provided lor under separate estimate-',
we must make a little addition to the total. It will
not be much, for the entire strength of the urtillery
in tbat year was but 7,mo, and Mat or tiie engineers
l.JHf. We may my. therefore, that England possessedfor service in India, in the colonies and at
home an.iut one hundred itud twenty thousand
troops, all told.
Now for the comparison. At thi« moment wc possessclose upon 600,OOJ men. Looktug to home Rervice

aione we had in iS4;>, according to tin* Duke 01
Wellington's reckoning, a,i available L»o«ty or 6.000
men. We nave uow at least 400,00a. Of artillery,
instead of 7,ooo. we have upward* or 50,000 at home
and abroad, the regular artillery alone being nearly
:S0,000 strong. In short, if we lake 90,000 as the
strength of the regular army at home, and men add
the numbers ot the uinttia, volunteers and other
reserve forces, we hlull find that at ihe present momentwe have within theso Islands a larger military
force than that with which Prussia, four years ano,
entered tin* list against. Austria, consolidated Germany,and raised herself to that eminence which
has provoked the present war. ir, tlien, ail thl* prodigiousincrease has actually besu uchiev -d by our
twenty-five years'preparation, how can we be said
to be unprepared? We answer that ii we have got
the men, and, indeed, the material of war,
we have got nothing else, or that machinery
which makes an effective army out of
a multitude of men we have hardly a
trace, our tnllitia is nearly 100,000 strong, not
merely on paper, but on parade. Our volunteers,
with the Impulse which this new alarm will give to
the movement, may be reckoned at liuO.OOO. These

0,000 men are there, and they are as good men as
the Prussians who won the battles or Wissembourg
and Wo Till. They have Men, indeed. :<lui"sr a
much service, for tnose Germans of the first line
were young conscripts enrolled since the campaign
of Sadowa. But the Germans had 11 complete liilii|tary organization, while we have none. Every regimentof those young troops had Its full and sufficient
complement of skilled and disciplined oilleers,
trained to service on the best and most rigorous of
systems. Kvery regiment had it? own brigade,
every brigade Its division, and all tnese divisions
and brigades their full quotas of commtinders, with
commissariat, lio-pltal and al! other services in
perfect efficiency. Kioni the General-in-Chief to
the lowesi drummer-boy every man knew his
place In that mighty army, and every mau
was louiid in it. HciQ lies tllf dillereace
between England and Germany. Our fiillltiii
is noi halt officered, and of its few otilcers
not hair are trained, our volunteer officers
have no knowledge but what, in spue m difficulties,they have contrived io pick up themselves.
For neither iorce is there anything like staff, administration.commissariat or other support*. The resultIs that on the tlrst alarm we perceive the tieficiency.and, instead of relying upon iln-, enormous
imisH or nailonal strength, we hastily pour a few
thousand men into the line.

Letter Iron a Frenchman In I'nria to u

Friend in UIm^ow.
We (filasgow Uetnd) have been favored by the

comuiuuicatiou of lite following letter, which probablyindicate!* a stale of feeuug extremely general
in Paris:.

Paris, August l'j, i8:o.
I received yours, and I was sure you would sympathizelor the uiUiortuucs Just failing upon France.

It is our own fault; w e have seen it, aud it win turn
to mir benefit. France was accused to be the aggressor.W hat has taken place proves ttie contrary.
We were not at ail prepared to make war; but,
receiving aa Insult iioiu Prussia, the country
started, and could not bear it. oar government
assured ns tnat we weie ready, and irotn tins all tint
mischief. The l'r.isaians and ul.led Germans have
three coips of army, uuuioertug one million soldiers,
and Fiance has scarcely b.eu able >et to bring to
her froulicrs o00,UtH> men. lu the beginning of the
action we had uot mat number by iar; und now.
perhaps to-uay, there is a gn. lu baiile iougin, wheru
Ihe Freut.ii lorces are iiO.OoO and tlio Prussian*
860*000. Mfeowaidtt Uiai we are even like that,
bui uot when tuey are six or eight tunes our number.The trench nat.on is uol accustomed to loou
battles, aud the last checks to our brave troops h ive
created a > ertam pain .uot oi tear; but it. showed
us clearly that we were uot prepared lor tut*
campaign so boldly beyuu, und that tiie
enemy was I11 full power against us. i he latilr anil
blame were thrown against our government, an i it
is easy to iuuif Ou the rage.plenty ot men voluntarilywishing to go and hglrtth'e enemy, and m*
proYiaious Uj t»rm tJvpui. The arrangements were
not ready to supply a large ar.uy with arms, amtuiiliitton,Ac., aud ibe pru&ilaus were solluig the
Kronen territory. i
I^There have been twoday3 In Paris when I thought
the government wonid be upset; but, fortunately,
calmness has prevailed utter the excitement, slid
everybody understands they must all be united with
one thought.that is, turn out the enemy from
France. A change of Mmtstrv has been
made. Laws have been voted to enlist all
men nearly up to thirty-five years of agu.
We may have another check yer, because it
Is not possible 10 send to our irontiers all those new
soldiers before two weeks; but they will be in nine
to repulse tlie 1 rosslans ami pursue tlietn exhausted
into their own territory. Prussia lias brought lorwiirdall she ha<! ami France has ouly brought what
was ready: so you are sure to see circuinstances
turning to our ad vantage in u few days, even if we
wcro to lose another battle, llut what we shall
never recover arc the lives of the so many thousand
brave fellows who have fal;en and will fall \ei.
Paris is quiet now: It is even dull. The only excite
nicnt is ou the boulevards to hear of tlic news and
details of events, but there is a great calmness,
and if no extraordinary event comes we shall pass
the crisis. Every day, however, something new is
expected irom the seat of war or from foreign coun
tries. We dve lu a slate of continual anxiety.
