" in a Horrible Form.

Ho Dmhes His Head Upon the Stome Floor of
His Cell, Uning a Chair to “*Dive’” From—
His Purposs Frustrated—Thy Mur-
derer Undonbtedly Insane—
History of His Case.

NEwutRa, N, Y., Sept. 2, 1870,

At poon to-day the citlzens of NewlLWrg wore
gtartled by the rumor that Robert Butfum, the mur-
derer of John L. Seaverns, had attempted to commit
salcude in his cell. ‘The following are the

FACTS IN THE CASE:—

Shortly before noon some of the prisoners in the
Newburg Jall, looking through the grated acor of
Buffum's ¢ell, saw the murderer in the very act
of a most extraordinary attempt to commit
suleide, Hia modus operand? waa as followsi—
Standing on a char he dlved down on the stone
floor ol hia cell, striking on the top of hia hend.
This act was performed elght or ten times helore
the Jjaller could open the ccll door and stop
the performance, After each plunge Bulum
remalped for a few moments as f sunoed,
amd then reviviog he would get on the
chalr agaln anod dash himse to the Moor.
When the door was opened geveral of the prisopers
rughed in (they enjoying thé freedom of o corrldor
into which Buflum’s cell opens) and selzed the muar-
derer. e strogzled with all his remaining sirength,
but was at length overpowered and hold down on
his bed by thres of the strongest of (he prisoners,
The cell presented

A MORBIBLE EPECTACLE.

The floor was covered with bleod [rom the Lerrible
wounds on the prisoner’s head. Biood wias spat-
tered about on the walls of the eell and the prison-
er's clothies were saturated with the crimson fuid,
The cell looked more ltke & s'sughter pon than one
of the cholce apartments in (he Newbure jatl, While
dashing Dbis head pgainst the Qoor the murderer
Fulled

“The Masons are coming after me; they are going
to cut me up alive; I must get away fromthem;
they will eut me up into Inch-pleces,” &o,

Dr. Edward E. Lee was called, spd on
muking en examination found several deep
culs In  the scalp, but mnot necessarily  dan-
gerons wounds unless  ervaipelas should saper-
vene. The reason the skull was not fractured
by these repeated divings was that the gcalp was
unusually thick—nearly an 1och in thickness,

Under Dr. Lee's
directions he was removed [rom his cell to a large
roon on the second foor of the Coort House (Lhe
jaul being avuated in the basement of the balding),
where he could get plenty of fresh air; he was lal
