Plotorial Sketches in Paris in Time of

War—Art Progresi—Popular Ime
pediments—The *“‘Phantom of
the Rhine” — Life and
Hope and Light,

_ PARIS, Angust 20, 1870,
rne most remarkable artistic works which
have as yot been inspired by the war with Prus-
gis are Gustave Doré's phantom army rising by
moonlight on the borders of the Rhine to en-
courage the successors of the republic on their
road towsrde gloomy Ehrenbreitstein, and Car-
peanx’s statueite, representing a warlike female—
*La Patrie’’—in the act of calling patriots around
ber, while she bounds forward, weapon in hand,
sfter the savage contemplation of a defeat, from
the top of a battery belching forth a torrent of
deadly fire. But there are tableanx everwhere in
real life, and unte no artist is it given to repro-
duce them on canvas s rapidly as they pass be-
fore his observing eye. The grand, the ideal,
the¢ hideous und sublime are blended inharmo-
niously on the stage of life in France and on the
ticlds of death around us.

Then there are acenes and sensations which the
brush and pencil are inadequate to express. The
bumble pen alone can tell all the vague dreariness
of dejection and anxiety of the latter days; the
pubdued hum smong thousands mwoving forward
no obe knew whither, but all under the pressure
of suspense; the bresthless expectation and mute
mquiry from all eyes addressed to every passer by.
Bocial forms have all been forgotten, everything
like etiquette banished from the family of citizens
exchanging their impressions without prior intro-
duction or consideration of rank. At length
General Palikao cautiously made it known that
things looked better, and yet no one darst utter
the word ‘‘victory.”” That announcement came
trom the Epglieh papers. The French, they eaid,
bad gained a victory while retreating, apd this
was followed soon by the publicity of Marshal
Buaunine's telegram to hiz young wife—a line only,
but, in its concise brevity, & poem:—"'I and my
wephews sre debou! (up on our legs); battle
gained."

BOMERE AND BORROWFUL.

Nota shout of joy bas yet welcomed this and
subsequent intellizence eqoully comforting to
Parisians; for the invaders are marching ever for-
waris, and all the nerve, moscle, senses and spirit
of the capital are swarming round the belt of Lu-
bece, the bulky goodly matron now letfing out her
bulwarks emblazoned by & Dbrilliant zone of
thund ering cannons which will proclaim  her
motto—Flucluat nec mergitur; *Boating bot not
sunk.” Fluctual, thongh blown by storms within ,
fuctwat, though held at bay the keenest brains in
the Old World, those of Otto-Edward-Leopold de
Bismarck Schoenhausen; flucfuat, though it takes
every one of her menin arms to defend her;
Juctuat, becange the pilots bave slept so long;
{lua:um. becanse the steeraman no looger holds

he belm, but not wergilur natil every stooe has
Kiven way, every wall been shaken to atoms; every
man, woman and child bave darted the last
missile on her invaders, and all the thrones of
Europe have been mined by that picrate of po-
tassium called republic, the last explosion kept
by Paris in reserve.

It in & pictare in itself to behold visitors mixing
with workmen amopg the earthworke; ladies, in
gilk aud velvet, passing their gloved hands over
the mozzles of heavy pounnders, and looking
through the tubes as if they were only amplified
epers glasees.

EAD BCENES.

These fortifications are melancholy towards the
Bois de Boulogue, where the gilt gates have been
torn nx and plantations around rooted from the
ground.

Ope or two, dressed us
French officers in the navy, succeeded yesterday
in arresting the progress of the works by sssur-
ing the men that they could rest, for marioe troops
were coming to relieve them.

The esupposed officers were
betrayed, bowever, and walked off to

prison. It cannot be denied that the system of
scoutling is & very perfect organization as carried
on in Prussia, and unto this s due the rare and
almost nnexampled boldness of the march of the
enemy o8 far as they bave now advanced on
French territory. The general opinion of & Prus-
sian is that lus foe must be watched, surprised
and crushed; totully opposite is that of the
Frenchman, whose opinions are never in his head,
bot located somewhere in Lis bosom, & part that
over {aces the en in fall daylight.

'I'his divergence of convictions led the Prussian
on to viclory at Wissembourg and, Froschweiller
and the French to total defeat there; a loss, how-
ever, which looks so moch the Thermopyle
that MacMahon's troops wiri have wurvived are
contributing fifty centime pieces for the purchase
of a sword of honor 8, be presented to him as &
memorial of his on that fatal day.

ART IN TIME OF WIR,

English Opinion of Modern Civillzation.
[From the London Builder, Angust 20.]

War at all times, whether it be for the most
ri%hlanm canse or the most indefensible, is a
calamity. Who knows the limits of sach 8 war as
that now commenced, and the loss civilization and
mankind will sustain by its occurrence ! 1t is the
daty of all 1o speak forth truly, without any subtle
rescrve, at the present moment, t loss may
not the savagery of man and the barbarism of war
entail opon the universe? Who knows not that
history, in the conrse of war, is ever and ever re-
penting itself? Who kmows not that thirst of
power and despotiam are never careful to diseri-
minate, and that to preserve su epemy's monu-
menta would only be to enrich her st the expense
of her assailsut? This is the war view of the
question. The very same oourse of astion that
was prosecuted in the days of Alexander and
Ciesar was carried out cenmturies later; and the
same warlike exceases a8 were perpetrated in
the Middle Ages were balf &
century since, and are still likely to be imitated,
if & European war ensue. The prospect for archi-
tecture and ‘the other arts im, therafore, at the
present mman&: rather dinungin%om for us
all. It is not that forts, bastions and barracks
may be tumbled, and towns and citics undergo
wreck and ruin. Much more than this. A
this inevitable destruction and terror the finest

may an
eternal stigma upon nation that gave them
birth. War is a foe to civilization, and whenever
architecture and art cease to pro{ren. mankind
must retro, ,for nothing in nature can stand
still, Look upon the question in any way we
may, it is clear that war is not only inimical to
man’s best interests, but subversive of the very
foundations of society. We are not specking of
the war as members of the Peace Bociety, but we
are simply viewing it in a rational way.

In viewing the war in an architectural aspect,
and eliminating for the moment Great Britain
from the field, still we capnot but feel the most
grave concern for nll the interests involved and
jeopardized on the Continent. If public institu-
tioue, librarier, colleges, churches and schools

assed unscathea through the storm, and if even
m the pablic forum the national galleries. mu-
egums and public statues remained unmoved and
uppiilaged, suflicient iojury, notwithstanding,
would be otherwise accomplished by the con-
tirnance of the war. The whole mechanmsm of
society would have been unhinged, and a moral,
iotellectual, and commercial collapse would show
itself in every channel of the countries at war.
Who supposes, or can reasonably suppose, that
injury would mot overtake the pational monu-
ments or inatitutions of s nation at war with
another? Would Prussia, in her present mood,
if her legions got fooling or entry juto
Paris, withhold from the work of devastation?
The exclamstion that Bluocher was reported
to hsve made while walking through Lon-
don, locking into the wealthy silveramiths’
ehops, would be hesrd, mayhap, on the
Boulevard des Italiens :—'‘Mein Goti ! what a ¢ity
to snck ! Added to the danger tbatalways ex-
ists from the recorrence of & war and its con-
tinvance to the injury and destruction of art and
monaments, there is this second evil: War has
ever the banetul eflect of weaning or scaring sto-
dents ana workmen from their legitimate and
lionorable pursuits. And the patron and em-
ployer are, if not affected in the same manner,

nearly opposite Waverley place and 1o the midst of

BOMETHING OF ITS PAST,

It was the first Umnitanan church buollt in New
York, and under the minlstry and management of
Dr. Dewey was one of the most fashionable placea
of worahlp 1n the city. Atthat time it bad ample
surrounds of green trees and ghrubbery; but in the
course of years it became )ammed in by the conrse
of aptown bullding, and finally [ts congregation,
moving with the tide of travaol, Jert it to Its fate.

In Dr. Dewey's time it had o large and wealthy
patrenage, The furnlture, organ, cholr, commu-
nion table and pastoral contributions were all ov &
rich and Jiberal scale. The pastor was in the prime
of nis trained and varied iutellect, and under the
#peil of his glowing clogucnee o the pulpit sal many
a Sunday morning and evening some of ibe oldest
and worthiest cltizens of New York.

THE FIRST THEATRICAL ENTERPRISE

About this 1ime an Enghshman named Mr. Davis,
of Drury Lape theatre, came to this conntry and
hired the old chureh for the purpose of turning it
ioto a vandeviile theatre. There came with him a
lady, who was familiarly known here o few years
ago, named Miss Lucy Rushtop. Both went to work
on the limited meaps (o their mutoal possession
amd contrived to make a tolerabiy fair show on the
opening night., Lucy furnished the theatrical saud
l)avis the bnsiness brains of the concern; baot it
became Noally necessary that sume one should fur-
nisi the siuews of war, It being known at the time
thit the theatre as a pecuntary specolation was a fail-
ure, and that in spite of this 1t wasstill kept runaing,

If this course were always pursued, and this
same view taken of public questions, by public
merf who hold sway and have a voice in ihe af-
fairs of the nation of which they are subjects,
they would be supported by a mutual reciprocity
of common interest on the part of the people that
would end in pesce. An ern of peace ie always
an era of improvement; not a slavich peace, 4
inert h?niesnda. but a state of wholesome, manly
walchfolness, bespeaking a conscions rectitude in
our ultimate resolves. Under such a state of
feeling material progress mnst be made. Civili-
zation must exist, and no fear need be enter-
tained that the brain and brow sweat of several
generations bas fallen in vain, and that the bar-
barism of man will destroy in & week the art
treasures and architectural trinmphs of ceuturics.

‘This s the gist of the contract as origi-
nally execnted in 1565, Under the specifications as
above it will be observed that the contract calis for
the wWork to be done exactly as we now are doing it,
and the Lteral performance of which I8 so greatly
berated by the public press.  About four years shnee
certain parties became lmpressed with the idea that
the busines2 might be done in & mnoch belter man

ner aud with vastly less cause ol offence, After re-
peated consultations witk members and ofMcers of

the Metropolitan Board of Health, laying before them
certain lmproved apparatius sml methods for rapldly
removing from the publie eye and Dostriis the ma-
terial broughe to the doek In sueh an offensive state,
it was fipally determined to make the experiment,

moved, So with bntchers' offul and all other refuse
paterial from maurkets and various places. Nothiug
was aillowep to acecomolate or taint whe ak-
mosphere from ike jooment it was reccived
at  the dock. Everything was placed io
gteam ught tauks, und not only removed from
gight, but so contined in such ught tanks tnat from
il moment, all gasea being consuimed by combus-
tion, it became both 1 ive and useful, Meme
bors of the Metropolitan Bourd of Health and jts
ofMeers frequently visitea us and eritleally examined
every delall, and thewr unnual report will show that
Ihey were well satisfied tnat the methodr adopted
by us had removed one of (he rgrcmeu diienlvies in
caring lor the proper health of the city. Health au-
tnorities from other cities, where the same difealry
Wi cx‘perlﬂcfwed in tnking care of offal, refuse and
dead abimals, not unfrequently visited our works
iu company with members and officers of the Board
of Healllh, and the universal opinion was Lhat of as-
tonishmenrand spprobation as W the process and
manuer .-yﬂamluc onr business.

The number of ves-
peld belng inwdeqoate, the material remains upon
ihe dock 1or 8 day or two, or 18 dumped overbuird,
Very little appears to be carried to Larien lsland,

THZ SOCIAL EWIL IN COURT.

Board of Health Kulea DNecluared Inoperative
nnd Illegnl=A Nuomber of Cypriams Ar-
ruigned and Discharged.

From the Bt, Lonis Republican, August 26.]

Twenty-five or thirty casen of waomen who were
arrested und-r the Board of Health rnles, pre-
pared for the enforcement of the social evil ordi-
nance, came up for hearing before Mr. Justice
Schoener at the Police Court yesterday. The
charges are composed of two classes —thoss in
violating the ordinance No. 7,30, approved by
the City Council on the th of Jnly,ﬁ&?ﬂ. and
secondly, those in opposition to police rules that
have been passed by the Board of Health., Major
Metiinness, after s sickness of two weeks, took his
aceustomed seat as City Attorney. ‘The following
demoiselles were arraigned frst:—

June Wheatley, Livzie Camphell, Emily Davis,
Viola tireene, Haitie Evans, Eliza Jones, Emma
Johnson, Jane Gourd, Kate Lewis, Lizzie Jones,
Ceila Coleman, Elleta Alexander and Lizzie Hop-
king. The charge in these cases was violating
section three of the Board of Health Police rules,
providing that no member of the demi-monde
“'shall ride in an open carriage, or in any manner
make undue display of her person in the day time
in any public place in the cltP'. nor shall such stop
at_or visit drinking saloous.’

Loun Delsonta, Mollie Crane, Annie Williams and
Jennie  Wilhams  were arraigned on a
charge of violating section two of the
same rules. The section prohibita the demni-
monde class of women ‘“‘standing or a
Eearing at the open door or window of any bawdy

ouse or house of assignation within this city;

tary measure and not as a part of the police regu.
latfons. He believed the first three police rules
of the Board of Health were inoperative and void.

The defendants were accordingly discharged.

VIOLATING THE ORDINANCE.

Rahina Wilson, Barena Wilson, Rachel Johnson
and Mollie Davis were charged with violating the
third section of the city ordinance No. 7,330,
which is as follows :—

The said Board of Health shall divide the cily
into districts, and for each district appolnt a
regular physician, whose duty it shall be to visit
at Jeast once & week each of the houses of ill fame
and rooms nsed or occupied by prostitutes located
in his district. A list of these, together with o
list of all prostitutes and their places of living,
shall be farnighed to him by the Board of Health
for his sole uge and inspection, Soch physician
shall there carelully inquire into the mnﬂary con-
dition of the prostitute, and. if necessary, subject
them to an examination ; ghall make all necessary
orders apd give all proper directions for their
sanitary mansgement. He may order the
removal of any of the inmates to the hospilsl,
and in cases where there is danger of infection
he shall order =uch removal or such action as
gball remove such danger. He ghall furnish
weekly a full report of his action and of
the condigon of all gneh houses and their inmates
to said board of health, The kecper or per-
gon in charge of every such Lounse or room shall
pay to such physician the sum of one dollar for
each snch inmate weekly, which money shall be
delivered to the clerk of the Board of Health, sub-
{eut to the oraer of said Board, Any person vig-

ating or disobeying the order of such physician,
er obstructing, hinderiag or preventin I:Kn from
discharging his dnties, shitll be deemed guilty of

& misdemeanor, and be fined not less than twenty-
t‘v dollars, provided that any person may, with
three days, in writing, after it« issue appeal from
any order of said physician to the Board of Health,
which shall therenpon grant a heariog to such
person, and its action thereon shall be final in the
premises, and disobedience of any order therein
made be punishable asin this section provided. |

The counsel for the defence said those were dif-
ferent from the cases coming up under the Board
of Health rules. The question of the validity of
the ordinance itself would come up. A portion
of the ordinance he believed to be valid; other
rm-i_.inus he thought neither the Couneil nor the
egislature had a right to pass, He moved a dis-
missal of the cases.

This the justice declined to do, but took them
under advisement until Saturday.
