Y50 Chambers Prorogued—Great Fire in Ant-
werp=—Mutiny on Board an Amerienn Ship,
BrUBSELS, Bept. 29, 1870,

Tho Belgian Chambera have been prorogued. The
government, with the view of nreventing tho spread
of tae rinderpest, has forbidden the holding of fairs
and cattle markets.

A great fire 13 now (noon) raging in the clty of
Antwerp. The sugar house of the Messrs, Meens
Brothera and several adjoining buildings have been
destroyed thus far.

The crew of the American ship Ellzabeth Hamll-
ton, Captain White, whioh left Antwerp a few daya
ago for New York, hecame mutinous for some cause
which has not yet transpired. The second oMoer
‘was mortally wounded in attempting to gubaue the
mutiny. The vessel was immediately put back to
this port, and, on arriving to-day, the ringleaders
were turned over to the police.

WASHINGTON.

The Reward for the Dlscovery of the
Lincoln Assassins—Consolidation of the
Divistons of the Treasury Depart-
ment—Abolitlon of Slavery in
Coba—Transportation of
Bonded Merchandise.

The litigation concerning the rival claima to the
§20,000 reward offered by the Washington clty Cor-
poration for the capture of the Lincoln assassing-
tion cousplrators s not yet ended. For the past two
duys It has been before the General Term of the
District Bupreme Court here on appeal from the
Bpecial Term, the question being on the right of dl-
vislon of the reward. Tho helrs of the late Lewis
Baker, the notorious government detective under
Stanton, and two others are the plaloiids, while the
defendants are thirty-nloe in number, including
Captuin Doberty amil tho soldiers making tho
capture of Booth ana Harold; FPrentiss M. Clark, a
oitizen, who claums to have given the information
and devised the plan which resulted in the capture
of Mra, Burrals and FPayue, and Mossra,
A. @ Allen and W. M. Kirby, who cluin
to have  given the firt clue a8 to
the direction taken by Booth ana others, It was
clalmed by counsel in the court below that the cors
porstion had no suthority to oifer this reward, and
consequently tho bill should be dismissed, and also
that the parties claiming this reward did oothing
more than, as good cliizens, they should have done,
The case was appealed to the General Term aml was
taken up yesterday. It 18 contended for the soldlers
that the ofticers and soldiers are nob prevented from
malntaning tius action, although it bas been held
that & publio oMicer, whose duty it was Lo apprebend
offenders, might récover rewards offered for the ap-
prenension of such offenders; that il this rule should
be applied to this case it might affect Baker, but not
the soldlers. They were not detegtlves; they were
not pald for this service, nor was It part of
thelr duty as soldiers of the United States to asslst
In the capture of oflenders agaiust the law. They
were officers and soldlera of the Unltea States, and
not of the city of Washington, and the city of Wash-
Ington can take no advantage of the fact of their
belng omcera of the general government. The cliy
of Wushington has not interposed that piea, and if
it were correct as a proposition of law It would
have no application to this case under the present
state of pleadings, and the only ground on which
the clain of these parties can be rejecied, apper.
talning to this branch of the case, 15 that the con-
tract 18 agalost public policy. The law-making
power of tha United States, having ordered payment
to be made upon & like contract with the same par-
tles for the same service, bas decided conclusively
that it 1s not against publie polloy. Under this law
the rewards offered by the President aund Secretary of
War—viz., $15,000—have been distributed, jthe pariles
he represents receiving their respective shares. On
the other side, the counsel for Mr. Prentiss M.
Olark, who claims to have originated the plan which
led to the capture of Mra, Burratt and Payne, main.
taln that persons in the pollce or detective service of
the United States and oMcers and soldlers detalled
for such mervice cannot recover any part of the
reward offered by the clty of Washington for infor-
mation which led to the eapture of the conspirators,
and cite several authoritles in support of whis pro-
viston.

Practical Workings of the Law for the Trans=
pertation of Bonded Goods.

The regulations for the transportation of mer-
chandise without appralsement, under the act of
July 14, 1870, which were lssued yesterday, were
prepared by a speclal agent of the Treasury Depart-
ment, whose large experience in customs matters
reeommended him for ihis unportant daty. What
may be the result of the new system, designed, as it

s weill xnown, 1o wake from New York aad ono er-

two other important commerclal citles a jportion of
thelr trade, a far trial alone can determine. The law
itaell s very stringent, as every one knows the cus-
loms laws must be If the government expects to de-
rive s Just revenue from that source, and if the regu-
latlons aro consldered by the merchants of the cities
proposed to be beneflted as llkely to make the trans-
portation of thelr goods withont appralsement more
expensiye than under the oid gystem they cannot
complain. In the first place, Becretary Boatwell
directed that in making the regulations everything
should be allowed that would facilttate the ship-
ment of goods with the least posaible delay, and that
notning shoold be imposed bat what the plain in-
terests of the revenue required for the enforcement
of the law, It was announced some time since that
rallroad companiea would be required to furnlsh
fron cars, but Secretary Bontwell direeted that no
such provision ehould be admitted into the regula-
tions, the commod raliread box cars, known as freighc
cars, only being required. As has already been
stated o these despatches, the law requires the ap-
poinsment of thirteen appraisers, atan annual salary
of three thousand dollars each, and also such nom-
ber of welghers, gaugers, measurers and luspectors
A8 may be necessary to exccuta the provisions of the
act. Take, for instance, the port of Norfolk, enume-
rated in the lst, There have not been duties enongh
collected at that polnt for many months to pay the
wages of an inspector.  Loalsville, Evansville and,
In fact, more than one half the places to he provided
with additional customs ofcers, have not avalled
themselves of ‘the privilege of shipping goods In
bond, What, then, becomes of the popular ldea thac
New York is to be relieved of one-half of s gold
transactions on account of the operations of the new
system, which, lnstead of facllitating the transmis-
slon and delivery of goods, must necessarlly be
attended with more delay thon ever? That the prac-
tical workings of the law may be demonstrated
beyond question, Becretary Bouvwell has wisely pro-
vided that, In aadition to the returns required to be
gent to the Treasury Department, lke rotarns
must be transmitted to the Burean of Statistics
within five days after the end of each
month, end wlen no transactions have oocurred
connected with the Immediate transportation
of merchandise under the act creatlng the
gystem, that also must be reported to the same bu-
roau. These statistica will be published monthly and
the amount of revenue derived set forth against the
expenses of the government in carrying out the law,
In this way, it 14 contended, Congress will soon be
familiarized with the cost of the scheme, and judge
whether It I8 consmstent with an economnical adminis.
tration of the laws. Again, Interminable dificulties
are apprehended In the transportation of goods not
to be compared with the vexatious delays com-

plained of heretofore, It is thought by those best ace
qualoted  with  the requirements ol the
new regulations and the former methods

of tmporting and transporting goods that they
will be found utterly impracticable, and that
the only remedy will be to concentrate the force at
the s principal ports of entry, establish bonded
warenouses, [where the goods can be promptiy taken
and examined, and then let them be forwarded in
bond Lo thelr destination snd the dutles pald to the
collector of that port,

PRACTICAL CHARITY.

The Hebrew Orphan Asylum—A Practical
System of Valuable Imstruction,

‘‘And If thy brother be waxen poor, and fallen in
decay with thee, then thou shals relleve him, yea,
though he be & stranger ana a sojourner, that he
may live with theo." These words, found In Levitl.
Cus kxv,, 85, constitute the fundamental rule by
which the munagement of the Hebrew Orphan Asy-
lum of this citv 18 guided in 1ta good and noble work
of charity. The Asylum Is situsted on Beventy-
seventh street and Tnird avenue, In & large bullding,
eracted in 1863, at & cost of about fort;-uve thousand
dollars, upon ground donated by she city for that
purpose, and 1s owned and managed by the Hebrew
Bunevolent and Orpban Asylum Soclety of the Cly
of Now York.

THE NISTORY OF THIA AOCIETY

shows how great and beneficent charities often grow
from small begionings, 1t was on the 8th of April,
1822, corresponding with the Mo alo year 6,682, that
ten gentlomen of the Jewish faith orgunized the
“Hebrew Benevolent Soclety of the Clty of New
York,” Mr, Daniel Juckson belng chosen its first
preaident, In the second article of their byllaws
they declared their objects fo be “to relieve the sick,
succor the poor, support and comfort the widow,
clotne, cducate and maintain the orphan.' These
objects were to be attalned by the cstablishment of
8 well regulated aystem of relief to the poor and
needy, by founding and maintaning so asylum for
Jewish orphans, and by establishing and supporting
B home for the aged and indigent.” The Arst two
Of these three purposes have boen fully carried out;
thre last, however, has not yet been reached, butll 1s
not lost slght of.

In 1833 the soclety applled to the Leglalature for a
charter and a spectal act for that purpose was intro-
duced by Mordecal Myers, a member of the Assem-
bly from New York, and passed on the Sth aay of
February, and this charter was finally accepled by
the aoclety on the 11th of March of that year.

In January 1848, & "“‘German Hebrew Benevolent
Soclety™ was organtzed and also recelved a charter
from the Legisiature, This sgoclety proposed the
erection of s hospltal and appropriated §1,600
lowards It, but the plan falled at the Hme. Soom,
however, an agitation comm 1 for the
tion of the two socleties, and It was at last consum-
mated in April, 1850, when 1t was declared by a
unanimous vote that the hospltal fund now belong-
ing to the *“German Hebrew Benevolent Bocteiy"
shall be appropriated for the establishment of an
orphan asylum and home for aged and Indigent
Jews. This was the beginning of the present
asylum.

On April 12, 1880, the Legislatore passed a supple-
meetary act to the charter of incorporation, suthoer-
Izlog the soclety to hold real and personal property
of the annual income of not exceeding $16,000! glv
ing the eorporation all the powers and aulhority
conferred upon the New York Juvenile Asylum by
the several scts passed o 1851, 1853 and 1854: ems
powerlng courts, magistrates and police justicss of
the city to commit auring thelr minority Jewish
children to the care and custody of the soclety, and
also authorizing the eity of New York to convey
land to the society, In fee or otherwise, for an asy-
lum. And on the 18th of February, 1870, another
aot was passed changiog the name of the corpora-
tion to ‘*The Hebrew Benevolent and Orphan Asy-
lum Soclety of the City of New York.”
