TEE SHENANDOAH FLOOD.

Incidents of the Disastrous Delngc.Fur¬
ther Particulars of the Loss of

Life and Property.

Richmond, Oct. 4, 1870.
A special from Staunton to-night gives additional

particulars of the destruction by the flood In the
Shenandoah Valley of mllla, bridges and dwellings.
It says a negro man in the employ,
ment of James A. Patterson, of Rockingham
county, attempted to rescue his wife and
child who had been swept into the river by riding
on a horse. He succeeded In getting thcia on the
horse's back and atarted back, but botli wife and
child were again carried off, and it was with great
difficulty and peril that he again reached the
bank.
The stage from the lower valley, which ha* jnst

arrived, reports the destruction on the Shenandoah
as fearful, not a bridge on the main road being left
standing, and only two mills. The mill and resi¬
dence of Noah Kite, of Page county, wore swept off,
and all Of his family downed.*~Xflef the floo^ had somewhat abated a negro
named Ben Green while rowing Mrs. Hawkins across
the river fell from the boat and was drowned. His
body has not bca recovered. Mrs. Hawkins then
took the oars ami rowci Ueracll Wl1 <;hti'trcu
the tnrbld stream.
Houses over half a mile rrom th< VlvSptfore swept

off. and in several localities large numbers of cattle
were carried away by the flood. Houses, wltu
their entire furniture, were seen floating down the
river, and Mrs. Shaff and live children, who
Uve oa an Island In the Shenandoah were on tUe
point of being swept off, the water already being In
the second story of the dwelling. They cried plte-
ously for help, which was heard by two young men,
who procured a canoe and at the imminent itst of
their lives rescued them.

The very means of dall/ subsistence hftyo been
swept >way from thoustiudj} yI people in a few
ndnrs. o'.rops, mills and aiunials are destroyedalong trie wilier courses In many of our fan B,,a
best countlttfc Starvation slates thousands In ',ui
tacc unless prdu'Pt assistance and supplies are furnlslied. Our owh people again, as in the past, will
help each other as fiwjt and as liberally as possible,and probably no appeal will be heard coming from
the sufferers themsclves>' Years or great trial and
endurauce have taught thetoi to bear calamity with¬
out complaint. But I know that even small sum.-, of
money, promptly expended iu the purchase of pro¬
visions for the poor amoug the sufferers, will greatlymitigate the immediate effects of tins fearful ca¬
lamity. llio oo.ect of this letter la to suggestnow contributions made here can bo Immedi¬
ately applied to the relief of these people. Let such
organizations as the Mercantile Exchanges, Board
of Trade, Hold and Stock Exchange, Ac., designate
some one or more of your leading bauking houses
ms a depository of funds contributed. 1 nave no
doubt some of them would cheerfully consent to
receive and transmit the funds. Let uii such
deposits be made to the credit of Ullbert C. Walker,
Governor of Virginia, wnose large and generous
heart and high position would insure the prompt
ana proper application of the charily. The Legis¬
lature has Just met at Richmond. Governor v\ atker
can organize committees of members from i he de¬
vastated counties, who would at once throughtheir boards of supervisors in the counties be able

Of all the worka of Dickens tho most

dimcult, we opine, to put on tho stage in an

effective form la "Barnaby Rudge." In It the great
novelist grasps a grand subject, the Intoxication of
an entire people over a chimera, the nonscnsloal
bugbear of papal plotd and conspiracies. The his¬
tory of the terrible London riots, caused by a man
who nowadays would be safely lodged In an asylum
before he could do any harm, was never told with
such a fearful, lifelike coloring as that whim
Dickens ha* thrown around the grand central cha«
rac ters of tils story. The-e characters arc also
Dcouliarly Interesting in thoir conception and de¬
lineation, and, with two exceptions, are extreme y
dill cult to bo properly represented on tho
stage. Tiiose two exceptions are tho cha¬
racters of Ham Tappertlt and the antiquated
coquette Mlggs. They were the features of tho cant
at Alius Kd win's theatre last night. Mr. Stuart Kob-
rton played the otic and Miss Mary St'iart :tie other.
Mr. Itonson made a decided hit as the bold 'pren¬
tice, and it gave him lull scope Tor his brilliant tal¬
ent* as a comedian.

Iij the act or 1802 provision is rnaae
for tho enumeration of the sections where the
census shall by found to have been Improperly
taken. Ucneralfy It Is fonnd to be better to allow
supplementary returns to be made. This Is particu¬
larly the case tn tho cities where families arc now

returning from the sea shore and the country.
Wherever application for authority to renu-
mrrato has been made tho Census Office
has instructed the marshals not to be Influ¬
enced by popular disappointment or dissatisfaction
at the results, inasmuch as the expectations formed
had been In so many cases shown to be unfounded
and unreasonable, but to make a personal Investiga¬
tion into the facts before renortlng.
(<«Idi Homo to Vote.A House Order Re¬

voked.
In my despatches some days ago there appeared

an order from Judge Otto, Chief Hecretary of the In¬
terior, instructing the heads of bureaus to allow
clerks to go home and vote, deducting the time they
were absent from their usual thirty days' leave In
the year. This order gave considerable offence to
the clerks, as such an order had never been before
issued, and was not now In tho other departments;
and yesterday Judge Otto verbally notified the seve¬
ral heads of bureaus In fifs department that the
order iu relation to deductions for absence would not
be enforced. It ts said that tills retraction Is made
in obedien 0 to au order from tho President upon
the circumstances being made known to him by
Senator Cameron. It was evidently a very harsh
order, ami the President has done perfectly right in
directing Its prompt revocation.

Protertloa for Trade Marks.
Itnt a *inail number of applications to secure pro¬

tection for trade marks under tho act of Congress of
Jaly 8, 1870, have been made, although it w.is be
lioved at the time tho law was passed that there
would be quite a ru^h for the l.muauce of inch pro¬
tection. Why this ncglect on the part of parties
using trade marks occurs Is somewhat surprising,
but it is supposed that tlio character of the law has
not come to be gencru'.ly understood, and that as it
becomes more generally kaowa advauuge wil> be
takeu of its provisions.

Tobacco lie* Mlaaijt*.
Representations having b« en made to the Com¬

missioner of Internal Hevenuo that some muoiif.ic-
turcrs of plug tobacco have been u*.ng small kegs
so entirely covered with hoops as to render It im¬
practicable to attach the stamps to the aides of these
kegs according to the mode prescribed In regula¬
tions, scries five, number eight, and that, conse¬

quently, thcr have, with the knowledge and consent
of the local revenue officers, stamped each keg
upon 0110 of its hea is ; and, farther, It
having been represented that several seizures

the home department was r< ad. In wtoch it wan re¬
gretted that the department nad not been able lo
send a larger numoer of young men into tho field.
Twelve missionaries had been returned and eightecin
sent out during I he vear, the fields <>r labor In
eluding Kast and West Turkey, Ceylon, China anil
Japan. The two organizations, the eastern and
we-iiern, for elevating t,uo condition of women had
been very successful.
Rev. Iir. Clark read a v>>ry Interesting report on

Missions, in which It was stated tliat the most pow¬
erful results of missionary labor were not apparent:
that a great extent of country was being leavened
by Protestant truth; that though the revolution was
silont It was surely going on, and Christianity was
acting as a solvent to tho ancient superstitions. No
Hgures could measure the facts. The work during
tlie past, year had been largely ono of preparation,
yet mere had been encouraging results in turee direc¬
tions.the education of nativo ministers, the ettorts
to reach women, utid the growth of native churches.
There are withn the Jurisdiction of the Board
1,005 native missionaries, of which il» are pastors,:'/27 preachers and the remainder teachers. 'I tiny
hold the same relative position that the same class
o! people do at home. Some of the graduates of
tin- theological schools have a Ingu reputation, and
there are many oratora among them of nigh merit.
Korty-Ilve young men completed tneir educations'
course last year, und tiie Dumber now in school* of
tialuiug Is nearly equal to the number in seminaries
belonging to the constituency of the Hoard. A few
are taught Knglish, but they are mainly trained Mi
work In heir native tongue. An educated u., tlve
agency Is the great reliance.
opportunities are multiplying for Christian work

among women. The benefit of the example 01
home, as illustrated In missionaries' families, is
being appreciated by the I'.oard. some members of
which have doubted, at time*, the propriety of
sending out married missionaries. t me example of |
the power of Christianity to elevate woman, as >>«cn '.
in the mix-douary's wife, is worth a thousand ser¬
mons.
Single women have been a power in this field.
