Thfl nutnmn meeting of the American Jockey Club
commenced yesterday at Jerouie Park, and will bo
ontlnucd on alternate week days until Saturday,

the 15tli last. The occasion is one of unusual interest
In the sporting and fashionable world. Great pre¬
parations have been mane to render this meeting
tno most attractive of the kind that has ever taken
place in tne United states, a larger number of
horses has been entered for these races than was
ever seen at any of the previt us meetings, and the
ladies were prepared to appear In all the mag-
n Hi ence of the new tall fashions. But
the opening diy proved unpropitlou for the splen-
did display that was expected. and ladles and gen¬
tlemen alike wore disappointed. A chilling wind
blew from the northeast, and the weather all day
was cloudy cold, raw and d mp. in ti,e morning
the exceedingly unfavorable condition of the
weather created a very general luiprcs-don that the
inauguration of the fall meeting would l.o post¬
poned until to-day: but, though the sty was over-
cast with threatening clouds, the Impending ndn
storm kept oil. and the races were run us had been
announced.

The American .lockey ciub has speedily attained
the exalted position of exemplar of tne turf. As a
sporting organization It lias nosuperlor In the world.
No royal races in Kngland or on the Continent of
knrop© are conducted with more propriety or
attended by a fin. r ela.-s of people than are those at
Hie eleaaut racing ground In Jerome l'ark. Not at
the celebrated meetings 01 the Derby, the Oaks,
ihe st. Leger or the Goodwood, in Kugland,
nor at the imperial races at Chantllly,
and l.ongchainps, in Prance, nor at any of the finest
tracks In Germany has there been ever witnessed a
more interesting and splendid scene tnan can be
enjoyed in our own midst by the citizens or New
York. Jerome Park is unequalled anywhere as a
racing ground, its natural advantages are elso-
where unsurpassed. Situate at a convenient dis¬
tance from the city, being easy or access by ran or
road, it is ou occasions like the present a general
rendezvous for lovers of natural scenery and
an exciting sport. Though the g uh^ring yesterday
was comparatively limited in numbers, it presented
a lavorable and suggestive contrast to the crowds
usually seen at races in other parts of the worid. I
The highly respectable character of the company
confirmed the prevalent opinion that horse racing
is with Americans a pastime Which Is loved for the
sport itseli and not for the greed of gain. Ail the |
arrangements were prepared and carried out in the
most . i-atisfactory manner. Tue company was

exceedingly select, and nothing transpired to
mar the pleasure 01 those who were pre-
sent. It is true that ihe unfavorable state
of the weatner prevented manj persons from
attending, and the display or laslilon was
not so great as It would otherwise have been; but
there was a fair representation or the fair sex oil the
ground ana the racing was excellent.
The scene from tne grand stand was beautiful and

unique. The smooth track, with Its sraeeful curves;
the elegant clun house opposite, standing on a fa¬
vored natural knoll, and the background of stately
trees, combined to form a landscape such as no other
race course in Christendom can present. To the
rignt and left, behind the enclosure of the track,
groups or carriages were arranged, and on the ris¬
ing around to the lelt of the quarierstietch, and
Just outside the limits of the l'ark, the rising
ground through which Central avenue is cut, was
covered with a croud or apecta'ors, who enjoyed a
free view of all the races.
The scene at the club house was animated an 1 in¬

teresting in the extreme, stylish establishments
were driven up in quick succession to the door, and
gentlemen and ladies of wealth and rashion
showing every evidence or culture and retlne'
merit, alighted and took up their positions on
the balcony, which commands a flue view of
'he homestretch and the winning post. Several
thousands or spectators had arrived berore the hour
appointed ror the racing to commence. Just before
the llrst race came off the sun peeped out Iroin be¬
hind the dun, heavy clouds, and warmth and bright¬
ness thus temporarily Imparted added much" to
the pleasure oi the people, wuo were now
looking with Interest to the inauguration
oi these autumn races. Meanwhile members of tne
club, with their families, kept coming, and the
hporting men tvlthlu the quarterstretch enclosure
In rront or ilie grand stand Here busy cauvassing the
characteristics of the horses and booking their bets.

THE RACE.
Th leaps were very prettily arranged, being all

in view from the club house ana the grand stand.
1 he horses were started from the foot of the bluff
under the club house, and they ran til a southerly
direction along the fractional track. About mid¬
way of the regular judge's stand and the startingplace ou the nactional course was the llrst leap,which was a fence topped with brush. Thin the
hordes moved up to at a fair racing pace, HiddyMaloue leading, Oystertnan, Jr., second, with Tls¬
dale close up. Leaving this the horses ran to I he
end of the fractional track and wheeling to tho leit
Jumped the lenoe Into the field. Oystertnan. Jr.,and Hiddy Malone made the jump together,but the latter struck the top rail and
lell, throwing her rider heavily to the
ground. The marc got up immediately, but
the ruler lay for some seconds before he moved.

Theu followed a jump over
tlie loot-bridge loading into Ihe homeslret/h. which
was a small affair. Tho next obstacle that uys-terman met with was a fence topped with
brush, near the southern terminus of the
Inside track. lie then crossed the track
and mounted the hill leading to the picnic grounds,which, after circling round to its crown, he jumped
over a stone wall, anil descending Hie ro»ks veryslowly and carefully, llnaby camc lo a Halt and re¬
fused to go any lurtuer. Ills rider, 11. Welch, had
all he could do to g.-t liiin to start and go down the
hill. He, however, came down leisurely and cross¬
ing the track tan into the souin held and jumped a
stone wall which stood in its centre. This was tne
last jump in the fields. He then rau out on the reg¬ular race course at the toot of the bluff, look the

turn and 'he last on the homestretch at

And if the Tribune
says we must, irrigate, we will follow Its example
and all go and water our stock, as Wall street rail¬
road farmers do their stock. The philosopher pro¬
bably learned his theory of irrigation during the
draft rlota, wheu he had the hot water apparatus
arranged to Irrigate the crowd that surrounded the
TrtOune llulldiim. Upon btateu Island, surrounded
as you are by water of all kinds.aud sometimes of
too many kinds.and, mists and fogs, you do not
care for irrigation so much. Deep ploughing gives
good tillage and Irrigation gives good crops. The
secret of the value of orantre county milk ana but¬

The German forces advancing on Pa fin have had a

Milium,
Koederer and Viorzenay have received due atten¬
tion, and Hiiemis has been 111 jubilee, for it seems
that the invaders pay for ti.eir wine, and consume
all that they can get.
The Prussian papers give an Interesting acconnt

of kome of the balloons sent up by tbe French garri¬
son in Metis. One was thus inscribed in the French
language:."Aerostatic postal despatch. Seventh
balloon. Metz, September 10. Tne tlnuer of this
balloon is respectfully solicited to take the accom¬
panying letters to the nearest post oihce.''
The German soldiers, on their way through France

At sonic
plucks the men or the Bavarian and Baden regi¬
ments attend mass in great numbers, prayer-book
in hand. AlAncy on the 11th of September the
German regimental bands played tin* chorals, ami
their division chaplains assisted the local priests in
celebrating service.

The 8t. Petersburg Journal says:.The govern¬

ment of the French republic pushes patriotism too
inr whenrit refuses to sacriflce to a now indispensa¬
ble peace tne fortresses which have not prevented
Parts Ironi being besieged. Germany has, indeed,
heardM. Favre protest against a war which the en¬
tire French nation hailed with enthusiasm, it is
not easy ito 1 understand how right and justice ran
ba on th*' side of France to-day, when M. Favre, in
the month of July, maintained the contrary.
The German officers and dignitaries have had

some curious experiences during their marches and
conflicts in Frunce. The A'cue AUgemeine xeitung
writes concerning one of the great battles lought
outside of Metz:.
The royal telegram announcing the victory was

written by Count Bismarck during tne night, by the
ilickering light of a bivouac lire, aided by the reflec¬
tion of the dames or a neighboring honse that was
on fire, and was then given to the care of an officer
who had just arrived '.0 announce that the tele¬
graphic communication had been established us far
as Gorze, and thus this important news was made
known throughout the whole world. Provisions
were scarcely to be obtained In th% neighborhood,
and a bed was an unheard-of luxury, as the villages
were fi^l ot wounded. With exceeding difficulty
a lew chops were found for his Majesty's sup¬
per. and, later 011, a vacant bed. Count
liismaroft Jw' t* content himself with some raw
eggs, which lie cracked upon tne hilt of his sword
and sucked them, and then, followed by his staff, he
went ott to 11 nd a lodging ror the night. He made
many Inquiries, but In nearly every house he bad
the same reply."We are lull of wounded." He
went on further and Inquired at a house, where he
was told they were full of wounded. "But you
have some straw up there, said the Count, as he
pointed to a window in the lort. "Also full of
wounded," was the reply. But the Count did net
give up and at last found a room I11 which were
three empty beds, on one of which he laid down,
leaving the others for ti«c hereditary Grand Duke of
Mecklenburg and the American General Sheridan,

Lwho bad been on the muff of Count Blgmarok and
bad witueaaed the whvie battle.

<ILEER CASES QUARAMTINLD.
Introduction of a Yellow Epidemic to the City

Prevented by Detective*.
Some time since two notorious counterfeiters of

gold coin established themselves in business in
Texas. They had carried on their secret art in
nearly every country or the civilized and even the
partially civilized world, and became wonderfully
expert in the composition of a base metal closely
resembling gold. They also excelled in rn&xlag dies
and in the process of coining. A few weeks ago
they determlnea to transfer their operations to a
new locality, and, with their usual ounnlng, deter¬
mined that next to the solitudes of a Tex¬
an chapparal the wilderness or a great
oity afforded the best protection. Not thinkingtheir character suspected they embarked boldly onboard the schooner Clara Wooohonse, irom Brazos
de Santiago for this oity. One or them, Edouard
Carols, a quiet, gentlemanly looking Spaniard, had
apparently plenty of money: tiie other, a coarser
looking mau, and loosely dressed, slated to the
master of the vessel that he was without funds save
thlrtjr-two dollars, winch he paid on goiug aboard,but promised to pay the balance on arriving in New
York. They had a long passage and reached Upper
Quarantine at about four o'clocic yesterday atter-
noon. There was a stiff breeze blowing at the time,
but a boat ran out to them from the whore of Stateu
island, and the schooner was orderei to "lay to"
while two gentlemen boarded her. They luqulreufor the passengers, when the two Spaniards came
forward, and one of the gentlemen, announc¬
ing himself aBau aid to Colonel Whitley, of the
United stales Secret Nervice Bureau, arrested them.
They were handcuffed and searched, when a golddollar was found on Garcia, punctured with a small
hole and having a peculiar piece of metal adhering
to it in the Qen> re. There was also found upon the
prisoner a lagged piece or metal resembling unpoi.
lsliei gold, about one-fourth or an inch in thickness
and nearly two luches square. One side of this was
engraved with two angels reading, and in its
general appearance looked like the plates from
which eugravings are printed. The two trunks
were removed wilh some difficulty, one of them
being very heavy, and the prisoners, with their
effects, were transferred to the shere and after-
wafJsuf&ilgiU up to the c.ty on the lerrvboat. on
the passage up one o! them.Garcia.was ccJfifi onted
with his likeness, which Uc reti«oi|to recognize.

IS YELLOW FEVER INFECTIOUS ?

To the Editor of the Ubrald:.
It seems to be generally assumed that the out¬

break of yellow fever on Governor's Island owes lis

origin to lnfcctlon from the crews of some vessels
irom tropical ports that have evaded Quarantine.
Permit one who has had some experience of yellow
fever during a lengthened residence In the West
Indies to suggest for the consideration of the Health
Officer whether the disease may not have been en¬

tirely or local origin, wholly disconnected with in¬
fection or any other external cause. And here let
me observe that in the West Indies no one dreams
of yellow fever being communicated by inrection,
and the health officers there would no more think
of attempting to exclude It by quarantine than of
staying the trade winds with a hand bellows. In
all the American Islands and regions within the
tropics yellow fever is endemic.tnut is to say, in
no one year are they wholly free from It, although
the periods when It appears in an epi¬
demic form are often lar apart. Sporadic
cu.mss are found, however, every year: aud
nothing shows to my mind more satisfactorily the
uon-lnie> tious character of the disease than the
fact that these sporadic cases never extend, and
are always to lie accounted for by local malaria. I
have had yellow lever patients die lu my arms with¬
out the smallest ill consequences to myself. Dr.
Bancroft, whose work 011 yellow lever Is one of the
text books on that uisea.se, went solar as to taste
the black vomit, which is one of the peculiar «hiv-
acterlstics of this type or fever, and he entirely re¬
pudiated the Idea of Infection.

1 have known sporadic cases occur In damp and
unhealthy localities, where seveial unaccllmated
persons were resident together on the same planta¬
tion; one or these would be attacked with rever,
which rapidly assumed tne type of yellow lever, aud
was as rapidly fa'.al; while another, suffering from
the same malarial poison, would experience only a
sharp attack of intermittent. Had the disease, then,
been epidemic, in all human probability the whole
batch would have been, as is too often the case,
swept off by the disease, in the cases I have re¬
ferred to tnere was, there could be, uo communica¬
tion with other affecteddndividuals.

I remember a case of, I think, three yountr men in
the military service of Great Britain. who had re¬
cently arrived from England ana had taken up their
residence m a large, airy house, in Kingston. Ja¬
maica. These young men were attacked In succes¬
sion by fever, in twoot the cases the symptoms of
yellow f^rer were fully developed and both died.
The third had a severe attack of bilious remittent
fever, without the yellow skm or black vomit. He
was removed and survived. On Investigation a
large garden tank was found under the windows of
their sleeping apartments, which was nearly lilled
with decayed and decaving vegetable matter, most
foul aud pernicious In its character. No one could
doubt that the maiaria had sprung from this cause.

1 could name very many instances of a similar
character. I have known the crew of a man-ol-war
nearly annihilated, until the survivors were landed
and the vessel examined, wlieu the bilges were
found so foul and mephltlc that the negroes em¬
ployed :o cleanse them were drawn up In an almost
moribund condition. Once cleansed, however, there
was no more yellow fever on the ship.
Yellow fever Is emphatically an American disease,

and it must be borne in mind that we have just gone
through an unusually ions season of something
more than tropical heat. Why may not malaria,
under such circumstances, here produce tropical
disease within a temperature essentially tropical?
