After despitching on Sunday morning my regu-
lar letter Lo you | started off with the determination
to try and see comethdng of the slege of Montmedy,
it is eurious to remark that, although the gollnut
garrison shul up in thas little tort bas made one of
the mest plucky resistances Known in the history
of war, very ltlie uotice bos been taken of their
braveey either 1 the French or Euglish papers.
NoLthat for the last two monthe it has been my
Tuek to see much of elther one or the other. Newa-
papers during war tiwes, when all means of com-
monieation with the ogiward world aré more or lesa
clogad, come few and lar betweon to those who are
folowing the operations of an army. Bat so far as
it has been iy luck o see now and agaln n stray
London or Paris paver, 1 buve hardly seen men-
floped i one ol them anyihiog counected with the
defenos Whieh the garrison of Montmedy is maklug
agaius the encmy,

My roule from boulllon led me along the Belgimm
frontier, and within &5 Itmis, as far as Florenville,
sod thence to Virton., At the latter place, wiich 1s
also within ihe Beiglan froatler, and scine (welve
American mies fros Monimedy, the sound of big
guns conld be hewrd quite plainey. It secins that
both the Prussiaa troops besieging the place and the
Fronch furee that 18 luside the citadel have deter-
miged Lo econoauze thelr powder; for It was only
now.and toen, ot intervals of perhaps five minutes
between each. tiiat we could hear rhe boonupg of
lurge ordnance, wilch was tnvariably tollowed hy
the gound of g smaller gnn.  The latter, as we afise-
warae learned, was the roply sint forth by the
French gareison arter each snot (rom the enemy
oulside, Bt that the dring ou botl sldes was pratly
continnal ay be jodged frou e following faots—
