Accidout on tlie Northern New Jersey Uail>
road.Nobody Killed.

The Njack lightning express, on tbe Northern
R l'.road of New Jersey, due at Jersey City at fifteen
minutes to nlue o'clock, ran otT the track yesterday
moiaing hall way between Gn^lewood and Leonia.
Tlie locomotive, tender aiul tbree cars were baaly
broken and thrown across and otr the track. For¬
tunately, und very wonderfully, no lives were lost,
nor wa« au v one seriously Injured. Mr. Oscar Dike,
of Nanuet, had two teeih broken, and Mr. Klrby
wan injured slightly on the blp.
The train, which Is very fast was trolng at fnll

speed. The engineer did not see that the switch
was miBpinccd until he was close upon it. lie
wlastied down the brakes and reversed the engine,hut it was too late to stop tlio train. The switch laybut a few j aids lroai a bridge over the creek which
vuns near the dye house. Over tbe beams of thehrldee itie locomotive, tender and two cars were
dragged by the impetus of tbe train. Fortunatelythe umbers were very stout and bore the shook,
na'l they given way, or had the locomotive slippedotr inio tbe water, the cars must have been teles-
toped, und no doubt many Uvea would tiave beenlost.
Tne locomotive dashed over tbe bridge and ranoff the sleeper#, so as to He partly across the traak,lis lorward end buried in tbe ground. The tenderlay across the track and partly down a gully at theside. Beioro tne tender were gathered, like a bnndleof straws, half a dozen rails lying at beads andpoints across tbe track. The next car was half

ihrewn over into tne ditoh, the floor badly broken
and cho trucks and other iron work smashed. Two
taoro cars were euttrely thrown from the track andbroken, and at their side lay a rail bent around so
as to resemble in its shape tho tire of some enormous
cart wheel. Another car was half on and liaif off
tlie track, with lUs forward end resting on the tim¬bers of the bridge. Tho train was crowded with
passengers, and it is wonderful tbat no one wasseriously hurt or killed. The conductor, engineerand brakeman on the unlucky train appear to have
conducted themselves with courage and presence ofmind.
There Is no law in New Jersey, It Ir said, t» punisha rwltchman, whose carelessness caused this acci¬dent, and with it a shock to many women and aged

men from which it may be long before they recover.It this be true, tlie next Legislature ought to pro¬vide severe punishment for so criminal an offCncc.The president of the road, Mr. Sisson, was
promptly on tne spot with a special train to take
passengers to towu, aud a wrecking truln to clear
the track.
