. WESTERN ARCHAEOLOGY.
The Mound Builder* of America.

To the Editor ok the Herald:.
Iii your issue of I tie oth lust. appeared an artlclc

on some alleged discoveries In Arkansas. It Is cer¬
tainly refreshing In those days of Franco-Prusssian
war, when the papers are literally tilled with sick¬
ening details of horrid stnre and humiliation or
emuires, to find one daily journal sutllcieutly inde¬
pendent as not to occupy lis columns with "war
news" entirely. To tho sojourner amid the great
mountain scenery of Western Pennsylvania, who

greets much moro interest in the | ast of this Conti¬
nent than lu the present ul Europe, these notices of
discovery, of which you have recently given sev¬
eral, are quite repealling. 1 desire to say a few
words about the reported discovery lu Arkansas.
The whole subject of, Western archteology Is
comparatively new. It It discreditable to our
government and people that so little Is heard of
pre-nisiorlcal America. While the enllgniened
governments and peoples of Europe are viewing the
cflorts to trace out and develop the primeval life
ot man m the East, what are we doing in the West t
Literally nothing. With the finest unexplored arch¬
aic neld on either homispnere we are careless of
Its vast treasures, and sutler the finest non-historic
monumental ruins to perish lu our presence. J his
U disgraceful to the age, and calls fur promptremedy.
But to the Arkansas discovery. It is not remark¬able so far as the truth goes. They only excitedoubt when Ignorance assumes to advance hypo¬theses or Indulge In pure Action. Ancient tuinull

occur all over the Mississippi and subordinate val¬leys. They are of various forms, size and character.Many are remarkable In size, structure and con¬
tent**. Generally they have been raised for purposesof burial, and many which 1 have examined contain
vases. The fictile art was brought t* fair perfectionby the mound builders. Thus lar the account youpublish from a Memphis paper Is not lu con¬
flict with facts. But th re aro certain discre¬
pancies which arc not sustained by previous dis¬
covery, and which bear upon their surface contra¬
diction. To these 1 take exception. The size
claimed for the skeletons is simply romance. We
have heard much recently or giants; even heard sci¬
entific men declare that there were not "only giants
in these days," but petrified monsters. 1 need
scarcely add that there is not the slightest evidence'
in nupoort of such a claim, notwithstanding the
array of authority wnich winds up the article in
question. There have been, of course, individual

ptlons, human casualties, accident m devel-
cnt, but no race or generation or gunts. Popu-
credulity invests man with rare size; rnytha or
ntic proportions come down to us through all
>ry. But stubborn facts determine the question

against any tangible claim for a race or giants. The
Mound builders were not men or undue proportions.
W e must therefore reject this portion or the Arkansas
discovery. It not umreqnentl v occurs in adjusting the
os fronn$ by unskillul hands, a variation of several
Inches can roadlly bo made, in this way 1 have fre¬
quently known errors of computation occur. Next,
Tobject to the curious anatomical phenomenon or
placing oue skull (intact; over the head or a man or
our general ion.

Drunken (4avag«a PlyIn* Their KnlvcN.-At¬
tempting to Hob a Cigar and Liquor Hiore.
The police force of the Nineteenth precinct is

numerically so inadeqnate to properly patrol the
ward that It haa become dangerous for unarmed
persons to walk abroad in some of the streets after
daylight baa panned, and foolhardy for a shopkeeper
to attempt to protect hla wa res from the rapacious
graap of tho thieves who boldly stalk in and help
themselves to whatever pleases their fancy. Store¬
keepers dare not arrest them lest mey pity tor it with
their Uvea, and tbe consequence is tuat the rowdies
and highwaymen have full swing.The scenes of nearly all these outrages are along
the First and bccoud aveuu' S, from Forty-second to
Kitty-fourth street. l<e*dding along the line of the
East river are gaugs or as deapcrate ruffians as ever
carrlea a slung*ho: or bore a dirk. On Saturday
evenings they usually sally out from their dens, and,apreadlug themselves along these avenues, terrify
tbe Inhabitants by theli drunken carousals and at¬
tacks upon pedestrians, liquor and cigar stores.
The latest sortie or these ruffians occurred a little

afler midnight on Sunday mormug, near the corner
of Second avenue and forty-fourth street, at tue
cigar store of Joseph Kelt. No. h.'2 Second avenue,
?bout ten minutes after twelve o'clock Mr. Kelt
was surprised to oiiserve a dozen of these
ruffians, armed with knives, loatlng lu
front of his store, which be had olosed for tbe night.Suapeeling something wrong he entered bis premi¬
ses and drew irotn under the counter a thief who
oy some means bad Iteen secreted there. l)ra winghim oat he held him until a neighbor bad called an
officer to whom he turned hiiu over. The men who
were waiting without, drew their knives and threat¬
ened Kelt witk death if he did not permit their
friend to depart. Rett, alarmed, declined to prose¬
cute, and the officcr was forced to release the villain.
But their rowdyism did not eud here. Proceeding to
the liquor store next door they made a raid upontbe place and demanded liquor, which|was re¬fused. Drawing their knives they commenced
cutting the counter, ripping things generally and
swearing that they would whip tue barkeeper if
their demands were not compiled with. Alter these
riotous demonstrations the barkeeper grat tiled their
appetites, aud, an officer arriving, they retreated
down tne avenue.

Fortunately nobody was injured, but had resist¬
ance been onered tnem it Is probable that one or
more Uvea would have been sacrificed. It is utterly
impossible tor a policeman with a post exteuding
from Forty-secouu street to sixty-third street to
combat this riotous element and give citizens protec¬
tion lor Ule aud property. It is said oy the neigh¬bors tnat Ken's place was robbed, but that he is in
such tear of tho rowdies that he dare uot make a
complaint.

PROSPECT PARK FAIR tiROlSDS.

Great preparations are being made at the Pros¬
pect Park grounds Tor the agricultural and hortl-
cullural fair, wuleh will no held there the coming
week, commencing to-morrow and ending on Fri¬
day next. In addition to the agricultural and hor¬
ticultural departments the association liave offered
large premiums for trotting horses to exhibit their
speed, and all the purges have filled numerously.
New buildings are being erccce I and uru nearly
completed for the exhibition of carriages and
vehicles of all Muds; sheds are constructed .'or cat¬
tle, sheep, hogs and oilier animals; the box stalls
of the members will be given to stallions and brood
mare", und everything to accommodate all clashes
ol exhibllor.-i will be In readiness In time. The first
floor of the club house will be assigned for the flue
articles, such as pianos, furniture, silverware and
ail other articles of great value. Among other Im¬
provements oa tne giounds Is a commodious und
well urrauged stand tor reporters uuu members ol
the press.
fc'i he premiums lor speed amount to about $d,ooo,and there will be two trotting races each day, com¬
mencing at two o'clock every afternoon, the morn¬
ings being devoted to other matters appertaining to
the fair, such as awarding premiums to the best or
everything that is on exhioi; ion. The first, trottingcontest oil tne opening day will be by horses that
have never beatuu 2:3.1, and nine horses have en¬
tered for the prize. This race will lie followed by
one for a silver pitcher, by members' horses exclu¬
sively, ami there are four esMMltr Utepitcher.On Wednesday the sports will open with the greatfour >ear old eolt stake, in which there will be nine
starters. This will be followed by a trot by horses
that have never beatcu 2:60, und seven horses are
entered lor the purse. On Thursday there will be a
trot lor $1,000 by horses that have never beaten
and six of the best at thai class will contest lor tne
money. The three year old celt make wui fol¬
low on the same afternoon, making a dayof much interest to trotting men generally.The lair will close with two trois oil
Pnday, the flr.-t between horses that have never
beaten 2:40, and the second by double teams. As
good trotting always is popular at agricultural mi l
horticultural exhibitions, andlurge crowds ol peopleattend to witness them, we do uot think that uie
Prospect fair will bo an exception to the geucr.ilrule. There should be more people and iiiiui slock
on exhibition on this occasion tliau ou any other of
a simuar character that has takeu piaco ou LongIsland.

THE BELLEVILLE COORE-CS AR&E ROBBERY.

Alleged Luom Way «f Conducting a Uank
in Newark.

Oil Saturday, in Belleville, N. J., now somewhat
famous as the sccne of the last batch or the "ilea-
then Chlneo,'' a young Englishman, named John
Cocke, employed as a car driver, was arrested and
lodged in the Newark Jail to answer a charge of
breakiup Into the room or Matthew Clarke, with
whom he boarded, and stealing from a trunk
Clarke's bank book, and eighteen dollars be¬
longing to one Timothy Barilett. Cooke had
gone to the bank.the Newark Savings Insti¬
tution.and representing that he was Clarke,
was at once paid the whole account,
$100. When arrested $:» was found on his person.The balance he at firm, said was stolen, together withhis overcoat. Later in the evening, however, he
admitted having hid it in a grove In Woodslde,where It was round, with some fU beside, by ChiefPeckwcll and Detective Poacher. Yesterday he
was fully committed for trial. In this case, as in
numerous others, the manner in which the moneywas paid by the bank was, to say the least, exceed¬ingly careless, and has given rise to a good deal ofuneasiness on the pari of not a few deposuois.Clarke, the depositor, is a man fifty-two year* or age,while Cooke is a young man of about twenty, auuotherwise totally unlike tne former,

A NINE THOUSAND DOLLAR FIRE IN NEWARK.
On Saturday niglit a fire broke ont in the malt

drying room of thet exens.ve lager beer brewery, on
Orange street, Newark, of Mr. J. A. Boppe. The flames
communicated to the roof of the building and de¬
stroyed a const lerabie part thereof before the fire¬
men mastered the situation.

'ihw la one of the lamest, and, wo bolievo, In many

respects, one of tue moat Important works of this
artist lu the country. It haa many of bus most plea,
t-lnff characteristic. The subject deviates slightly
from hi« general way. It to a landscape, with a
peep into the distance, a largo tree in tho
foreground, and a brook, orer which some
laborer, perhaps, la going homeward to the Joys
awaiting liim athla bumble hearth. Tho extreme
care and delicacy of this painter's manner remind
one of Dr. Johnson's deaoriptl on of Pope's poetry in
his celebratea parallel between that poet and Dry-
den.that It "Ih a velvet lawn, shaven by the scythe
and levelled by the roller." Hla nature Ih much of
the arcadian order lu ita treatment. It shows atuay,
thought, cultivation and exquiBlto refinement of art.
in looking at his hi* work one feels somewhat a«
one often does on seeing some infantile prodigy of
virtue or excellence, as though It would be an im¬
mense relief to see something wrong as a break in
the weary and appalling monotony of perfection.
Impulse la suppressed. The rugged inequalities of
genius are smoothed away. Nature and art. revised
and corrected, are presented in a new edition.
Htlil, with the perhaps hypercritical Judgment of
over-nicety, a tribute is certainly due to the exqui¬
site finish and careful, beautiful rendering of a mas¬
ter in art.

The scene represents a terrace. Three ladles of

court, wonderfully twisted together with that grace
aud devotion peculiar to very young and pretty wo¬

men, or others not bo young and pretty if they do
not happon to conflict in their different styles of
dress and beauty, are standing to the left. They
am pretty as they await the deolsion of the novel
Paris. Treating his subjects in a very ingenious and
skill ul inannor, the artlbt has lost none of tbe essen¬
tial ideas and sentiment of the venerable story In
his charming adaptation. In the tall figure to the
left, with a classic profile turned to the observer, no
one can lad to recognize the proud and haughty
Juno, sister and wife of the King of Gous and men.
Tbe pretty, lauding face, surrounded by Its maze
of Koiden hair, peeping over the shoulders o* her
companions lu the confidence of conscious supre¬
macy, is the victorious Venus, lhe third Is thai of
the virgin goduess, who would seem froni the story
to have a little of the reputed vanity of (lie sex un¬
derlying the stern incrustation of rigid proprietywith whioh she is generally Invested. Her face is
rather too sensuous, and the expreaelonwouldlead
one to think that the artist either had llttlo fai h n
the sincerity of her prudery, or had abandoned In
despair tlio portraiture of any such feminine ano-

"a'couiI jester personates Paris, who. with a
comic mock dignity, presents the apple. Is it at
all possible that tue artist Intended tbe slightestallusion to the value ol the prize awarded by such
a hand to the superior claims of youth and beauty
over those of wisdom or worldly distinction, or that
there was a touch of satire on the mental or moral
physique of those who do and always will lorm sncti
a judgment? Perhaps not; but the decision of t rl-
arn's son on Mount Ida is not the only case where
the undue appreciation of such charms has led to
scenes of strife and unhapplnoss as terrible as those
oi the sieite of Troy.
