The votlng on the pledisoitum this morning was
gondncied In the most orderly wanner. What ap-
peared to be the eutlre male population of the ity
‘were o the gtreets from nine A M. to two in the
pfternoon. A contlauous procession of voters, pee-
peded by banners and bands of musle, progeeded
ap the Corso anil many of the princlpal, streets to
e Oapitol, The sight was imposing and lnterest-
iog In the extreme (o others besides clt!zens,
Romans who had been extled by the Pontifical gov-
ernment for the expression of their polisical oplnions
bave all revurned, aud for the last few days iuter-
viawa and affectionsle mecuings between friends and
relatives bear touclung evidence of the joy with
Which they have been weleomed home.

In compltance with the arrangements which had
beenj made for the nolding of the elsctions voters
ware clossed ling to thelr professi or trades,
and beld meetings accordingly in different publlc
‘builaings In the city. When eversthlng was ar-
Janged the voters commenced to mareh for the polls,
‘with bsnners fiying, oalling on thelr way on General
Cadorna, who wit ¢ the pr from o
window of the Plombino Palace, on the Corso. Tha
Genoral must have been astounded and delighted at
the enthusiasm of 1he Romans, and manifested the
Joy be experienced Ly interchanging greetings with
1ba passming columns.

There were nineteen different voting pavlionsin
fliffereat parta of the cliv. Tho central one, 1n the
Uupttol, was growded thronghout the morning.

According to the orders issued by the Ilalian gov-
Broment w pay every mark of respect to the Pope,
intho district immediately In the viclnity of the
Vatican, no preparations were made for voting, and
the inhabltants were thus unwillingly excluded. A
pumber of people llving In the distriot dtew up a
Pprofest against the exception. Bubsequently they
placed their voles In a baliot box, sealed 1t up and
garried It in procession to the Uapitol,
