Section 1. The Commissioners ol the Canal Fund are

hereby uulborized uiid cflrccteu to borrow, on tlie credit of
the Slate, such sum of money as inay be necessary for the
purpose of paying anu extinguishing the canal ami general
fund debt, lor which the toll* are pledked, as provided by
sections one, two and three of article seven of the constitu¬
tion. The Treasurer i« authorized and dlreUed to issue and
deliver to the said Commissioners, us required by theoi, regis¬
tered or coupon bonds of this Stale, having eighteen years to
