Jerome Park yesterday presented another guy an<)
animated scene. The occasion wan the fourth day
of the rail meeting of the American Jockey Hub, and
the good attendance at the course was conclusive
evidence of the fact that pnbllo Interest in the great
event u unabated. Thla season's sport will close on
Huturday, when an attractive programme will be pre-
Minted, and, if the weather should prove fine, a great
gathering of spectators may be expected. The second
day was the only really favorable one, so tor aa the
weather is concerned, that the frequenters of the
course have had this season, and they then em¬
braced the opportunity which the delightful day
presented to be present in large numbers. The
.howerof rain which fell yesterday morning had
the efltect of making many early come to the conclu¬
sion that It would not ho safe for them
to venture out, and so the attendance yester¬
day. though larger than on the first day,
was comparatively small. It was much larger,
however, than those who were determined
not to miss the sport had reason to expect. It was a
matter of general remark that so many people were
on tnc ground when the morning gave indications
or an all-day storm. The course was almost desertod
up to ooon, bnt soon aftor that time the sporting
men, who are invariably present on every racing
day, rain or shine, began to come In, and long
before the hoar for the first race to commence
the corner of the quarterstretcli. whey thoy
ail assemble, was crowded with them. The same
familiar races could be seen and tfte same ramiuar
voices oonld be heard. Among thi« class "horse
talk'' was, of course, the only theme. The Park
looked unusually lovely after the morning's rain; bat
the track was very muddy, in consequence of which
.ome of the horses that had been entered did not
run. After the shower waa over the bracing breeze
soon -swept all the parsing clouds away and the son
shone out in the clear blue sky bright and warm. It
was a splendid afternoon, and several or the mem¬
bers and their guest# expressed regret that so many
of their rrteuds had remained at home.
The band commenced to ploy at an early hour,

and me inspiring music waa highly appreciated by
the guests when, as their carriages drove up to the
club house door, they heard the pleasing strains of
some familiar air. The music was an agreeable fea¬
ture of the afternoon's amusement. It was in ad¬
mirable keeping with the natural beauty or the Park,
the brilliant company and the whole scr-
rounding scene. The lover of nature hnds
a never-failing attraction In the drive to the course
and In the Park itself. Bveu without the Incentive
of the racing, either the beauty of the Park or the
agreeable company which assemble* there Is "lure
alone." It is no wonder, therefore, that so many
well-known citBsens have not permitted any other
inducements to keep them away on any or the days
of this autumn meeting. Comparatively speak¬
ing. the proportion of gentlemen present
yesterday waa greater than on the previous days.
Hie fear of spoiling splendid dresses or of catching
cold prevented many ladles lending additional lustre
to the display of beauty and fashion by their
presence; but still there was a good representation
of both on the grand stand and at the cluh house.
The high around outside the Park enclosure was
well covered with spectators, as on the other
race days, ana there was, as usual, a goodly
number of carriages Inside, stationed to the right
and left of the grand stand as well as at other points
aioag the course. Much amusement was occasioned
by the appearance of the jockeys at the end of cach
race, completely covered, as they were, with the mud
splashed over them by the leading horses. The
ladies especially bad pity for the riders, seeing their
faces and their silk and satin Jackets so much uij-
hgured, while their own complexions and costumes
remained unsullied.

The manner in which they raise their
bodies when about to go over the last hurdle Is
truly charming, and tho manner In which they pick
up a atarap or eat a sandwich Is as natural as nature
itself. The policeman who has these wild biaolc liuptfIn charge during the progress of a race becomes In
certain ways a ravlug maniac from the antics which
the.-e lads perpetrate. .

Most particularly do tliojr enjoy themselves, (a an
illicit and must reprehensible manner, when the
track is heavy after a rain, and the Jockeys, having
been spattered so that then owu mothers would not
know iheui, rule ap to the Judges' stand oovcred all
over with mud and honeycombed with slime from
hoad to toe. Then the young demons shout and yell,
and fling less and arms about wildly, as If they
knew not what to do, while the pollcentun Is forced
In self-defence to dive after them with his loenst,
and Captain Wilson, who has charge of the track,is compelled to halloo at them, "WIit don't |rou

The Itaclng.
The track was in the most awful condition

Imaginable from the heavy rains of the previous
day, and the time tables will present an unfavorable
record for the horses engaged. The programme
announced six races fer the day's entertainment,
four of whloh only really came off, the others being
a walk over and a forfeit. The first race on the card
was for the Members' Cnp, the riders to be members
ol the American Jockey Club. There were bat two
entries for the race, J. K. Lawrenoo's bay mare Rap¬
ture, with 112 lbs. up, and C. Livingston's brown
horse Climax, who was weighed at 166 lbs. This
toad being more than it was supposed the old horse
oonld carry through the mud, nu owner withdrew
him, and Rapture gaHopped aloue for the oup and
the honors.
The second race was one of two mfle

heats, a sweepstakes which closed with four
entries. These were Bacon A Holland's bay
mare Nannie Douglas, John u'Donnell's bay
colt Harto, D. Mc Daniel's bay mare Oakleaf and T.
W. Doswell's bay filly Midday. When the bell rang
for tne horses to ap pear, Nannie Douglas and Ilarlo
were tne only two that came forth, the owners of
the others not liking th e journey under the unfavor¬
able circumstances. Tho race was won by Nannie
Douglas, after three heats, which mislit have been
ended In two had the owners of the mare allowed
her jockey to have kept up strong running through¬
out the second heat, as Haric quit badly alter going
a mile In that heat, and the mare could have dis¬
tanced him easily. As it was, she was pulled dou¬
ble, and suffered Haric to get Inside the flag- On the
third heat he was beateu before he reached the
quarter pole, and the mare finished the heat in a
hand gallop, liaric is not a repeater; he Is but .
second rate dash horse at best iii his present form.
He should be let up until next spring, when, having
more strength aud age he may be of more profit to
his owner.

Tiie third was a selling race, with five entries, all
of which came bravely to the post. These were
Charles LlttlcfieM's bay horse Kdenton, K. W. Wal-
aeu's brown horse Climax, J. K. Lawrence's bay
mare Rapture, James Thompson's chestnut mare
AtMone and D. McDnniel's bay mare Oakleat.
Edenton and Climax made a capital race from be¬
ginning to ending, fcqeuton winning by a length.
The distance was a mile and fire-eighths. Rapture,
Oakleaf and Athlone were badly beaten.
The fourth race was the best of tne day. 814

three-year-olds contended for a purse of $50o, 4
mile and a quarter, and the running throughout w'a*
as fine as oonld be wished. The entries were John
Franklin's browu fllly Lady Petri. Carroll A Coar's
brown colt by Doneraile, Clark A Orlustead's bar
filly Plash of Lightning, Bacon A Holland's
chestnut colt Mozart, Governor Bowie's chcstr
not flily Hilarity, and R. W. Walden's chest¬
nut filly ticno. Lady Petry won the raoe, the
Doneraile colt second, and Flash of Lightning'third.
Lady Petry 1b improving, and next year will make a
racer. Bhe is a noble, large, strong Ally, with fine
racing points, and ought to improve with age. We
would suggest that Messrs. Carroll 4 Coar uive their
colt a name at once, and not wait until lie wins a
race be 1ore christening him. It will not do to call
litrn a colt In old age.
