York journals. Dr. Creamer found that the woman
died from a rupture of the left auricle of the| heart,
and an Inqnest in her ease will be held this eveningby Coroner Whttehi!i. The story circulated that thedeceased was the veritable Mrs. Patterson, the"queen of confidence operators,'' has hut littlefoundation. It is true that Mrs. Jones, wno wasevidently insaue, oiiei .d to purchase the buildinglormeriy occnpled by tne late Partners' and Citizens'Banxing Company, and at the time sbe did nOt pos¬sess a cent in tbo world. She also made promisesto persons with whom she came In contact that shewonld rsnder them indeoeudent when she cumein possesion of wealth that was witbtnher rca^n. But rew of them believed herHtorv. Her personal uppearauce was (rood, h- r
raanneri calculated to deceive, but an observer ofUnman nature of ordinary capacity could not fallto perceive that the woman's mind was unhinged.According to the mo»t reliable information she
w;w tlie wlie of a second hnsttand and waa crazed
over the loss of the tlrst. She was a native of Mas-aa-'husptts. about forty years or age, and her his¬tory, widen is certainly a sad one, will probablj bedetailed 4t li'i lu'i'^-Mt tun evculn#.

Whereua divers evil disported person* have at

sundry times within the territory or Jurisdiction of
tne Uuited Statas begun or mi on Toot, or provided
or prepared the mems tor military expeditions or
enterprise* io he carried on thenoe against the terri¬
tories or dominions or Powers with whom the
United HtHi.ee are at peace, by organizing
bodies pretending to have powers of gov¬
ernment over portion of the territories or do¬
minions of Powers with whom tbe United State*
are at peace, or by being or assuuuug to be mem¬
bers or such bodies, ny levying or collecting money
(or the purpose or ror tbe alleged purpose ot using
the same in carrying on military enterprises against
such territories or dominions; by enlisting and
organizing armed forces to be used against such
Powers, and by fitting out and equipping and arm¬
ing vessels to transport such organized armed fori ea
tobe employed in hostilities against such Powers; and
whereas it u alleged, and mere Is reason to ap¬prehend that snob evil-disposed persons have, at
snndry times, wttnia the territory and Jurisdiction
of Ute UnitetK States, violated the laws thereof by
accepting and exercising commissions to serve by
land or by sea against Powers wltn whom the United
States are at peace, by ealuaug themselves or
outer persona to carry on war against such
Powers by fitting out and arming vessels
with intent that the same shall be em¬
ployed to cruise or commit hostilities against
such Pewera or by ueliverlug commissions within
the territory or jurisdiction of the United Htutes,
for such vessels to die extent that they might be
employed as aforesaid; and whereas such acta are
in violation of the laws of the United States' In such
cases made and provided, and are done in disregard
of tne duties and obligations which all persons re¬
siding or being wltnni (he territory or Jurisdiction
of the United States own thereto, aud are con¬
demned by all right-minded and law-abiding
citizens.
Now,'therefore, I, Ultssks 9. Grant, President ef

the United States of America, do hereby declare
and proclaim that all persons hereafter fouud with¬
in the territory or Jurisdiction of tbe United Slates
committing tiny of the afore cited violations
of law or any similar violations of the
sovereignty of the United States for which punish¬
ment is provided by law, will be rigorously prose¬
cuted tberefor, and, upon oonvictlon and senteuce
to punishment, will not be entitled to expect or re¬
ceive the clemency of the executive to save
them from the oousequenrea of their guilt; .and
I enjoin upou uverv officer of this govern-
ment.AcivU and military, or naval, to use
all efforts In his power to arrest ror trial and punish¬
ment every such offender against the laws provid¬
ing for tbe performance of onr sacred obligations to
friendly Powers.

hand and caused the seal of the United States to be
affixed.

Speedy Settlement of the Csvadian FUhery
Question.

It Is onrt-^rstood that Socrotar.v Fish has hau seve¬
ral interviews with Mr. Edward Thornton, the
British Minister, In regard to the late captures of
American flshlug vessels in Canadian waters. What
the natnre of the conversations were has not beon
made known officially o» even semi officially, but It
is learned In outside quarters that there is a pros¬
pect of Rome amicable settlement being arrived at.
The British Minister believes, with the Dominion
authorities, that the capture and hauling into Cana¬
dian ports of tlie vessels In question
is covered by law, thongh the execution of it may
not be exactly friendly or well-timed under existing
circumstances. The fishing practices of Americans
about the waters of the British provinces are uot-of
reofiut date. For years they were permitted with¬
out interference, ana It Is only of late that any pro¬
hibitions have been enforced. Secretary Ush is un¬
derstood to have presented the claims of American
fishermen In such a clear ami conciliatory manner
as to render a hope 01 speedy redress, or rather set¬
tlement, probable.

nATfONM PRISON CONCHIES.

lurrcH»ed Attendance of Dolcfatn-Twriity
Wat* Executive Keprcseiited.Important
Papers Presented.

Cincinnati, Oct. 13,13T0.
The public interest Is evidently increasing in the

doings of the Prison Congress. Delegates are con¬

stantly arriving and the number is Increased from
fifty to two hundred, among whom appears two
Governors, and two ex-Governor, while there are at
least twenty members who have been deputed by
Governors to represent them in Congress.
The paper read In the moralng was a very able

one by Judge Robert Pitman, or Massachusetts, on
the terms or sentence, the proper length of which,
lie said, was a matter perplextug and difficult. He
thought; It desirable that greater equality be
secured for the same or like offences and suggested
several means to that end.
Dr. Wolff, of Clinton Prison, New York, read an

essay on the sanitary science In Its application to
prisons, In which he spoke aptly and well in rela¬
tion to the location of drainage, ditches, Ac.
Mr. N. B. Hall, one of the most eminent of crimi¬

nal judges In England, communicated a paper on
objections Incident to sentences limited to specified
time. Mr. Hail contended tnat as It Is impossible
for a physician to predict whether a patient can be
cured or when, so it la Impossible for a Judge
to foretell whether a propensity to crime
can be cored. and if enred, when the
happy consummation can be effected. He con¬
tended, forcibly, tnat the truo principle of
publioe punishment was no discharge from prison,
except on satisfactory proof of reformation afforded
bv the convict. An exceedingly interesting discus¬
sion aro>>e on this fquestlon, in which It clearly ap¬
peared that there was a general coucurreuc on t no
part of the Congress In the sentiment.
The first paper In the afternoon was by Mr. E. H1U,

of London, ou the novel subject of "Criminal Capital-

He thought society made a mistake In
the warfare upon crime by striking at the opera¬
tives, ihu thieves, one by one, instead of the-api-
tallac* In a body.
The evening session was taken up with two

papers of great depth and ability, both on the Irish
prison system.one from each side of the Atlantic.
The one by sir Walter Grafton, the author of the
system, and tlie other by T. B. Sanborn, an cnthust-
astlc and able advocate of it. Both writers contend
that in us fundamental principles the Irish system
was applicable to ail countries, and might be as
readily introduced luto the United States MUitt
