By examining the foregoing map the reader will
be able to learn the importance of the news re-

mot more than four kilometres (two and s hall

miles) from the ramparts; Fontenay-aux-Roses
and I'Hay, about the same distance ; Villejuif,
about one and & balf miles from the ramparts, and
Vitry, one and three-fourths miles, On the south-
east they covered Creteil, some three kilometres
(one and three-fourths miles) from Fort Charen-
ton, and on the east their line extended from the
bend of the river at Joinville le Pont, covering
Bry-sur-Marne aud runving up to the woods of

Bondy, From liere it contioued ina northwest |

direction to Dugny and Pierrefitte, thence to Ville-
taneuse, Epernay, Gennevilliers, Colomhes,
Nauterre, Chaton aod Koell on the west. From

Kneil it ran in a southeast direction in frout of

Veraailles to Meudon and the Bois de Meudon,

along their sonthern line the Prussisns would
bhave been able to throw shell inte Paris had
they succecded in mounting their heavy guns.
