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LONDON, Oct. 29, 1870,

A special correspondent of the New Yorx HERALD
reports by telegraph from Baarbruck, under date
of this day (20th), at elght o'clock in the morning,
the following leiter, which I transmit by the cable
10 New York just as received:—

The HERALD (lelegram writer saym :—I bave

~hastened to this place by travelling throogh a terri-
bie atorm of wiud and rain, which swept everything
almost before ita violence, tearing up trees, destroy-
ing telegraph posts and causing the rivers to over-
flow thelr banks to a very dangerous extent,

Of news I muat inform you thet the surrender of
Marshal Bazalne after capitalation at Metz has not
taken any one by surprige. The result was certaln
ever since ibe departure of General Boyer on his
mussion to the Empress Eugénie. During several
days preceding General Boyer's departare from the
fortreas, the French picketa had been drawn In by
order of Basalne and the Qring had encrely ceased
between the contending forces; first ceasing on the
part of the garrison. The Germans had sdvanced
Sheir lines still more closely towards the
piacs, and, in many Instances, A friendly
conversation was oarried on beiween the soldlers on
duty on etvher side, the Prussian troops frequently
nanding té the poor emaclated lellows of Bazalne's
foroe s portion of their own daliy rations,

THE SITUATION INSIDE,

It was well known and understood outside that
the supply of food in the foriress was 0 nearly ex.
bausted that the men had been placed on the very
shortest supply of ratlons a week before. This con-
dition, added to the exceedingly unfavorable state
of ihe weather and the terribly rapld and fatal ln-
crease of sickness within the fortifications of Metz
rendered the Fremch army reslly desperate In its

A REGIMENTAL DEPUTATION.

~ A large delegation from the main body of the
troops waited on Marshul Bazaine and adaressed
him. The men alleged that they were not insubor-
dinate in the least degree, but that they desired to
be lod out to an assault en masse on the enemy, as
they preferred to die in the fleld like men, rather
than te starve to death cooped up as they now were.
Marshal Basaine replled In kindly and really
afectlonate words. He declared that he himself
wWaa réeady to die with e men anywhere, and
st aony time, and under any circumstances. He
repreaented the actual hopelesaness of their accom-
pltshing anything decisive in the fleld in their pre-
nént weakened condition, The army was almost
destiwute of horses for further transport, even if the
soldiera did succeed in cutting through the German

" GOOD NEWS.

"The Marshal then stated that the terms of an hon-
orable capitulstion of the fortresa and garrson of
Motz were being constdered even at that very mo-
ment, and he hoped sincerely that he would soon be
able by this means o0 reileve the brave men from
the very terrible military situation In which they
were placed.

“This declaration guieted and soothed the entire

force.
OVER TO THE ENEMY.

The rale of discipline had become Bo relaxed, how-
ever, before this tbat several small bodies of the
Metz garrison force went over to tne German lines
and experienced no regimental opposition in doing
#0. There was really no disloyaity to France in the
act. They were moved to It merely by physical
necessity, and went with the hope of saving them-
eelves from death by starvation, and algo of enabling
those of their comrades who remained in the fortress
to subalst In life for a few dars longer.

THE CRISIS,

On Tuesday, the 26th of Ootober, it became known
generally to the armies that a capltulation was
about to take place.

After the exchange of a few preliminary'mes-
sages between the Commanders-in-Chiel on both
aldes General Chaagarnfer, commissioned by Mar-
shal Bagaine, and Major Von Btiokle, acting on the
part of Prinoe Frederick Karl of Prussia, met in
order 10 arrange the terms of a surrender.

Haviug agreed on these, they were submitted to
his Majesty King William and at once approved by
him in doe form.

Preparations for an {mmediate march inward
wore made almost simuitaneously by a large portion
of the Investing army, as also for the forwarding of
food supplies to the capitulating forces of France.

‘The lstter action was absolutely necessary in order
to prevent the horrors of actual starvation in Mets.
The commissariat of the Germans themselves not
being over well supplied dt the moment, the amount
of food given to the French was not just 8o large ns
the German commanders wisbed.

THE TENMS SIGNED.

The terms of capitulation were finally slgned at

the headquarters of the Prussian Prince,
CONSEQUENCES,

A great rush was made almost immadiately to the
Prussian commanders by persons with applioations
for parmission to enter Metz. All these were ponl-
tively refused, aud the most strict prohibition with
respect to the matter lssued,

BPEOIAL VIBIT TO THE FRENCH,

1 enjoyed an opportanity, notwithstanding all this,
of entering Marshal Bazaine's [ines and conversing
freely with many of his officers and men in the
ranks,

1 remarked one featnre in their conversation ai
once. It was the expression of a certain feeling,
general I exient among them, of disiike or opposi-
tion to the present provisional government of
France. Many of whem were very severe In their
rAmArks respecting the Emperor Napgleon. but they |

were at the same moment just equally 5o against his
sucosssors in the excoutive,

There was some complaint of Marshal Bazaine
Dot massing his men at an early period of the slege
and then cutting his way out of Meta at any or
every cost; but Marshal Bagalne remains very popu-
lar with the army, and these remarks were not long
continued or of very great severity considering
the actual circumstances just shen exlatlog.

WHAT WAS SUFFERED.

The French ofMicers recited & terrible and soul-har-
rowing account of the sufferings of the army garri-
son and inhabitants of Metz—of the civiians par-
tioularly. During very many days previous to the
capitulation thera were only four ounces of bread a
day for each man, and even this amount mafy
thousands often failed to ges during some one entire
day. Horse flesh cut up In small quantitics was dis-
tributed at intervals, but only at intervals. Tnis
Iatter kind of food was, it was belleved, particularly
unwholesomo owing to the emaciated condition of
the horses.

Indeed, i use prodnced an alarming amount of
plckness. une of my Informants, who had been in-
side of the town of Metz the day before, declared
that the women and children were dying In feariul
numbers from the actual want of food and nourish-
ment.

A large army, In number, of slck and wounded
men were left not only without food or medical sp-
phances, but withous sheiter even. .

The putrefylng remains of the dead horses, w
were scattered heré and there through the place,
formed a deadly and great nnisance. Thess were
consumed by fire lu some nstances, with the view
of preventing contagion.

Looking at tae wretchedly emaciated condition of
the men who were classified as “‘healthy," it be-
came truly wonderful how the pl.ce held out for
snch & length of ume,

BPOILE OF WAR—FRANCE POWERLBSS,

The capitalation of Metz places A very large
amount of ammunition, as well as valuanle firearms,
in possession of the Germans,

It aleo rendera a further reaistance of France to the
Prussian arms utterly hopeless,

PRUSSIANE LOOKING HOMBWARD,

A report prevails to the effect that the Prussian

army will not be retorned to Germany for a few

days.

Stlll the people moved om, the
man and woman in the frout with the white
fiag moving more rapidly. The man suddenly fell,
airuck LY & bullet.  The woman, wuving her white
fag, continueda to advance, the chidren meanwhile
Acreeming most piteously, The fire of the Prus.

These Increase the Interest in the text and ald ma-
terially 1n the work of retainiug In the mind all the
conspicnous events whose occurrence s recorded,
Another good feature, and one which cannot be toe
ighly commended, Is the absence of all political
partisanship. Since the close of our civil war almost
every history published has been a mere political
trentise designed to fetter the minds of the young,
and to fill them with the mere passions and preju-
dices of the hour, by the advocacy of the ldeas
whicti controlled republicans or democrats or Con.
federates, This kind of history, so suicidal to im-
partiality and after research, Mr, Scott has ato-
diously avoided. He has cooflned himsell to the
simple narrative of facts, thus leaving the mind of
the student free to form opinlons at & maturer age,
unbiased by the—in this respect—perolclons work
ings of an early Impression.

We cannot whelly praise “A Condensed Etymo-
logy of the English Language.” (New York: A S,
Barnes & Co.) The work possesses merits of a de-
cided character, bat It seems Lo us too severe for
beginners and too simple for advanced students,
The siudy of Latin, Prench, Greek, Anglo-Saxon, ko.,
prenxes to Engllsh words, searcely benefits the
learner who I8 ignorant of those langunages, whereas
the student acqunlnted with Latin, Greek, &c., I8
