THE REGISTRY.
A Quiet and Heavy Registration -Swearing In

United States Officers.Extraordinary
Preparations for the Election.

The morning of yesterday opened quietly and
brightly. The storm which had raged during the
preceding night had died oat, shutters had stopped
mctr banging and drowsy citizens were seriously
thinking of taking an extra nap, as everything was

quiet, when suddenly a
HEAVY CANNONADING

was heard. It seemed to come from every quarter
and appeared to each person to be from the house
next door. What could It all mean? To sleep
again was Impossible with such a banging
going on around. Tne inquiry was, what did it
mean? on investigation It was fouud that thtR novel
and expressive method of attracting the attention
of the people was to inform voters that jtesterday
was a day for ihe registry, and that without being
registered they could not vote. Calling atteution
thus early and -peculiarly had the effect of bringing
out the voters in large numbers, and there was,
therefore,

A HEAVY REGISTRY.
The police were on duty as usual, and the newly

appointed United States inspectors were
on hand, but, although they attempted to
lnterlere with voters in a few instances,

NOG DEMOCRACY W JERSEY CITY.

Grand Turnoat of the Yoaac Democracy.
Tboosaede of Warklagasea la Lilne la the
Htreeto.Ratlflcatloa Meeting at the Catho.
lie Institute.
The demonstration made by tbeYoung Democracy

at Jersey City last evening was by far the most sig¬
nificant and Imposing of the campaign In the stato
of New Jersey. Jersey City, Hoboken, the town¬
ships of Hudson county, and even tbe city
of Newark, furnished contingents to the vast
crowd that wended Us way along the streets
and poured into the Catholic Institute. The
worklngmen's organization and the Qnarrymen's
Union marchea in procession to the ball, preceded
by a brass band and torch bearers. When the hall
was crowded,a display of fireworks took place out¬
side, after which several gnus were fired, and tbe
proceedings within the hall commenced. F. G.
Wolbert was appointed chairman. Ue delivered a
very earnest speech, In which he declared that the
demonstrations of the YouDg Democracy were a
guarantee beforehand that tbe old corrupt ring would
marcb to its Waterloo next Tuesday. The ticket of
the old democracy was headed by a man who never
represented the people, and who was placed In
nomination by fraud and violence, contrary to tbe
expressed win of the people. The Young Democracy
had resolved that tbe democratic party should not
pcrlbh, and therefore they had taken action which
would purge It from the thieves ami tricksters who
had lu the past contributed to Its defeat, und who
were hurrying it on to ruin.
Mr. Seymour followed by denouncing the corrup¬

tion of the "ring," which had plundered tho taxpay-
era in the name of democracy and alterwards had
the effrontery to ask tho suffrages of the people.
Mr. J. J. Collins delivered some remarks or a serlc-

cotnlo character, lu which he asked what wan tbe
platform of the old democracy composed of. Be¬
fore he hftd time to give the reply himself
a sturdy quarryman on the third bench cried
out, "Nlcolson pavement," and this palpable bit at
the candidate or the flint-lock democracy for Con¬
gress brought down the house. He also Minded to
one of the chief stump orators or that party In the
present campaign, who was sent to the last Legisla¬
ture by the people of Jersey City, but who repro-
seuted only tbe railroad corporations and made
thereby the sum of $60,000. That man was always
preaching about morality and principle.
Mr. James M. Bkann rose next and road a letter

from General Martin T. McMahou, apologizing for
his absence and expressing his warmest sympathy
with the Young Democracy of Jersey City,
many of whom were his familiar friends. The
speaker also read a letter irom Hlchard U'Gorman,
slating thai tliut gentleman had not authorized the
use of hi* name on the placards of tUe old demo¬
cracy, and that tbe letter or apology purporting to
emanate from him was a forgery, lu spite of this
repudiation the old democracy had again printed
Mr. O'Gorman's name as a speaker at a ratification
meeting to be held In a few days. Mr.
Brann stated that the leaders ot tbe old
democracy had even paid a visit to Comp¬
troller Connolly, of New York, with a view to
deprive certain members of the Young Democracy
of Jersey City of their stalls in the Washington Mar¬
ket, and thus deprive a man's children of tneir daily
bread because or their father's pontics. It was a
well known fact that while Irishmen constitute the
majority ol the democracy, the leading nominees of
the old democracy are either men who ware Know
Nothings or of notoriously anti-Irish proclivities.The speaker alluded to Messrs. Cleveland and Gaff-
ney tn very bitter terms, which were met with hisses
from the audience.
Lund calls were made for JUneas Fitspatrlc k, the

candidate lor Congress, who Btepped lorward and
delivered a few remarks, which embodied the issues
of the campaign. Tbe speaker, who is evidently
not a politician, was very severe on the corruption
and rascality of the "ring," and he spoke with an
emphasis which showed he was really heart and
soul in the movement. The enthusiastic reception
which greeted him proved that be is very popular.
The names of the candidates were then submitted

to tbe meeting and ratified, as follows:.For Con¬
gress, Aincas FUzputrlck; Sheriff, Potriok Har¬
rington: Surrogate, ttobert McUague, Jr.; Coro¬
ners, William Hums, Charles H. Bagtey and John P.
Voltiardt; Assembly, Second district, Philip Tumulty;
Third district, Michael Connolly; Fifth district,
Patrick Weldon; Sixth district, Thomas J. Wall.
The assemblage then dispersed, not the slightest

titl. TIEHARK "FRAUDS."

The charges against Joseph P. Donnelly and
George H. Hodder, the Newark shoe manufacturers,
.whose exploits were recorded In yesterday's
Hkrald, begin to aesume a somewhat definite
character. Yesterday, on an affidavit made by Ifr.
Thomas B. Blackburne, before Master in Chancery A.
K flnbbell, Judge Depne issued a capias from the
Circuit Court ordering Donnelly and Iledder to be
required to give bail to $5,ooo eaob or be lodged in
the county jail, pending trial on charges of having
fraudulently contracted a debt of $2,007 with Black-
bnroe, ana that tbey had assigned, removed and
disponed of their property, with intent to defraud
their creditors. In his affidavit Mr. Blackburne
charges that tbey borrowed from bim, on
Jnly 11, 1870, $660; August It, $682; Septem¬
ber l, $978; September 8, $602; giving as
security therefor various notes purporting to be
dne them, which notos were drawn out in the
names of five men, numed Magulre, Lemon,
Hcanlan, Cranov and ftankln, each of whom was
represented to be doing business on his owu behalf,
but who, It now transpires, were poor worklngmen
laboring at their trades and of no pecuniary re¬
sponsibility. Mr. Blackburne further declares
tuat one or the prisoners told him that the other
had In his Docket some $19,000 or $20,000,
which had been realized through a sale of the firm's
stock. The man Kankin at first (suspected to bo
the deepest In the mire, nas been liberated, there
being nothing whatever to hold him upon.
Since the publication of the facta several other

creditors have put in an appearance, and It seems
likely that the "uebta" of the concern will run at
least as high as $10,000. Donnelly and H odder were
still In the Sheriff's hands last evening, but expected
to secure ball every moment before being lodged in
the county jail.
