THE CAPTURES AT MBPZ—THE PRISONERS SENT TO

The Metz capitulation includes 07 inMniry regi-
ments; 13 battallons of foot c¢hasseurs, 18 fort and
depot battaifons, 38 cavalry regiments—namely,
10 onirrassiers, 1 guldes, 11 dragoons, 3
lanoers, 8 hussars, 3 chassenrs and 8 chas-
peurs d'Afrique; also o depot squadrons, 116
field busterios, 17 batteries of mistralllenses, &9
eaglea belonging to the infantry, of which were two
formeriy taken st Mars-lo-Teur, snd 38 cavalry
eagles. Including the garrison, the surrendered
army originally comprised 221 battalions of Infantry
and 102 squadrons of horse. ‘The original numerioal
strength was 210,000 infantry and 21,450 cavalry, 690
guns, 102 mitrallleuses. Desides the three marshals—
Bazaine, Canrebert and Lebeuf—and the three
corps commanders—Irossard, Dacaen and Ladmi-
ravit—ihere are 40 division generals and 100 briga-
diers. Ninety thousand of the sound prisoners have
bheen sent to North Germany and 50,000 to South
Gernany.
