The gold market wus weak under the promise of a

the Canadien banks, whether truly or falsely, were
reported to be withdrawing thelr gold, and as the bor-
rowing rate for the cash gold edvanced at the same
time frem 8 and # per cent and 1-64 to 3-64 aad 1-18,
there was a demanda from the ‘‘shorts” to cover,
which elicited an advance to 1113, at which the clos-
ing sales were made this evening. Aa 1o what the
Canada banks are or are not doing, it ls of llttle
moment just now. They are trading on the
speculatlve dealers, wlbo ware operating for
& decline, snd who cause an unnecessary
demand for gold. Did not the clasting of these two
Epeculative Interests (the Oanadlan bank agents
being well known speculators) iuterfere with the
general intereats of the public thelr transactions
wonld merit no attentlon. The evil Is one, how-
ever, which will correct itsell. Aas soon as the scl-
lers of “short” gold learn that they are getting In
thelr own way by overselling the market they will
abandon their project and Jeave the market to drift
downward under the momenium given it by the
ingreasing prosperity of the country and the un-
swerving progress of our inances to A specie basls,
As 10 the Canadian banks, they are doubtless pre-
paring fer a graceful retreat, convinced that
thelr otcopatiomn will he gone within the
next sixty days—during whioh time the* gov-
ernmens will disburse §60,000,000 of gold, and
thos leave them without A market for their Cana.
diansnekels, It Is troe they loaned us goid io eur
neceagities, but they recelved their pay for it, and
liberally, too. They brought thelr gold from the des-
olate and inactive regions of Nerth Ameriea; where
Investments are fortunale I they produce three or
four per cent, and employed It here at ten to one
hundred per cent per annum, The obligation is

The stock market was unsettied in the forencon
under the apprehensien that Secretary Boutwell's
change of programme would interfere with the ease
of the money market, aud prices went off during
4nd just afier the morning call. Put as the sigus of
the mouney market pointed to continued ease despite
this alteration, and as 14 began to be rumored that
the late opposing cliques had cempromised
thelr dlerences, and that whe “bears” had
been puffered Lo cover thelr contracts, and
get on the other elde of the muarkes,
to effect which manceuvre they had been assisted by
the “bulls,” who, 1t will be remembered, exhibited
B0 Inexplicable an Indiflerence to the recent down-
ward movement, there was & sharp upward turn o
the alternoon, and prices, In some Instances, ad-
vanced & half to threc-quartera per cent over the
lowest of tho forenoon. In this reaction Western
Unien Telegraph took the lead, and rose from 39 to
40)5, and was followed more or less ciosely by the
more prominent rallways. Here agaln rumor s
busy with the causes which have infuenced the ad-
vance Im this particular stock, It s sald that the
whole object of the party now centrolling it 1s to pre-
pare for an sbsolute sale of the line to the
government next winter at the rate of ffty
cents on the dollar for the present share caplial. As
ameans to this end the mew directors have been
chosen with reference both t0 their infuence with
the members of Congress and to thelr buslness capa-
city a8 managers of corporations, ‘The new beard
comprises gentiemen of gocial and political Imper-
tance ln every scction of the country, whose efforta
willi be directed to gecure the co-operation of the
membera of Congress (rom their respective distriots
in fayor of the.plan of a government telegraph, It
18 not intended that the project shall be wt all
qnestionable or suffer from any suspictom of
Jounhery, for the lime has been remodelled under
1t pew managers amd & gréat system of economis
cal odministration ioiroduced, The senscless
quarrels with the press—the best pairous
of the telegraph—have Been pettled and an ankeabls
tarlt of rates adopied. The last annnal report
brought the affairs of the company down to July 1—
the year s0 embraced includiug the depression and
dulpess of trade which fullowed the great panic of
1860, and one of unfavorable results, consequently,
to the telegraph busiuése, Since July 1, however,
the larger tolls, In connection with the more active
trade of the country, apd with the voluminous press
reports of the European war, ned with an
economical anminigtratien, the detalls of which
bave been suggested by Anauciers who doubled the
oapital of the New Yerk Central Raliway, afford
reason for belleving that the enterprise can be ren-
dered one capable of paying without intermission
or Interruption a seml-anunal dividend of not lesa
tban 235 or 3 per cent, On this ground the agitatien
for ite purchase by the government may be honor-
ably condncied and enlist the efforts of sincere men
in every section ol the country, thie movement belng
Justified, moreover, by the precedent of the English
government, which bought the llnes it now controis
by paying such & pro rafa to the average annual
dividends as would aathorige the purchase of the
Weslern Unilon liue at 50 per cent of ita eapital
stock. The postal telegraph issue will be one of the
moest important questions that will occupy the at-
tention of Congress next winter. The pubilc will
sanction any henest means which will place at thelr
disposal facllitiea for more rapldly interchange
ing communication with: each other.
