country Pierre Jules Barocbe Las passed away from
carui. On what day his death took place and
where the cable does not Inform us. Although for
some years past his name has not bceu mentioned

j prominently In Prenob politics, there was a time
when he held a must conspicuous position In
France, and was regarded as one of the leading
statesmen of the country. His career was In many
respects a remarkable one. He aided In destroying
two governments of France, and lived to see a third
overthrown, temporarily at least, whioh he had lent
his influence to establish.
M. Barocho was born In Paris on the 8th of No¬

vember, lso-j, of respectable parents, both of whom
died before he had reached his tlnrteentn year. He
received a brilliant education In college, alter leav¬
ing which nc studied law and was admitted to the
bar in 182a. Ten years elapsed before he be¬
came prominent, although he was known
among hlw friends as one of the most eloquent
advocates of I'm is. By 1838, however, he had
attained a conspicuous position and was employed
in numerous cases In the civil courts and before the
House of Peers. Aboui this time he entered actively
Into politics as an opponent of the government.
The year previous he had pleaded for
the prisoners charged with complicity In
the affair of the mines of fet. berain,
creating a sensation by toe boldness of his
argument, but his pleading en this occasion was
eclipsed by Ins speeches In defence|of Colombler,
compromised in tne aflair ot QuOnlsset (1841) and of
Joseph Henry, one of the alleged regicides. In 1847
toe defended General Desfans Cnbleres with marked
ability ana eloquence. During the preceding year
he was elected batonuier of the order oI Advocates.
B » this tune M. Uaroche had become one of the

leading politicians of France. In 1847 he was elected
a member of the Legislative Assembly, and
took his -.eat with the Left Centre' as a
supporter of M. Odillon Barrot, in opposition to
the Orleans dynasty. In the Assembly ne de¬
nounced, with great energy, M. Gulzot and his
system uf corruption, and pending the famous relorm
campaign w hk one of the principal promoters of the
banquet in the Twelfth nrrondlsement on the 22(1 of

! February, t*48. On fills occasion he signed the
memorable act of accusation presented against MM.
Oulzot and DuciiateL
Alter the 24th of February M. Baroche became a

candidate 'or election freru the Department of
Charon re Inierieure. He announced himself to the
electors a* a defender and supporter ol tne republic,
and an advocate orpolitical liberty, gratuitous educa¬
tion. equitable remuneration of labor, protection (or
agriculture, Ac. lie was elected, reoeivlng 88,000, and
served on t he Committee of Foreign Affairs. Asa
general rul? he voted with the moderate democrats
and opposed the law on labor, the amendment of M.
Grn vy, the credit fonclcr and tne abolition of the
penalty of death. The resolution declaring that
General laviagnac had merited the thanks of the
country received his support.
M. Baroche early announced hliuselfasnpporter of

Napoieou, and after Ihe election or the 10ih of De¬
cember gave in his adhesion to the politics of the
Kiysfies, and so recommended himself to the
new President by his speeches and votes in
the Ajtaemmy that he was rewarded with the
offices of Mag'strafe and of Minister. He entered
the Magistracy as Procureur General of the Repub¬
lic for the Court or Appeals or Paris. In
I860 he necame Minister of the interior.
After the rupture between Hie Assembly
aud Namdeun be <ook sides with the
latter, aud, a- Minister, urged and obtained the
passage ot Uic law suspending right "f meeting
in public and fnterdiettng the meetings of electors.
He also obtained tno laws re-establishing the censor¬
ship of the press and for the transportation or con¬
demned political prisoners. The proposition to
limit the elective franchise received his support,
in consequence of which ho was again
taken luto the confidence of the majority. After tne
coup a'ttiae of December he accepted the Presl-
dency of the Consultative Commission and
was officially appointed to proclaim the
vote re establishing the empire. Subsequently he
wag made President of the Council of state, wi th the
rank of Minister, and on the ad of February, 1856,
was decorated with the Grand Croas of the
Legion of Honor. In January, I860, he
waa appointed Minister of Foreign Affairs,
a position he held ror a short time only; in January,
1883, he was made Minister of Justice, and In Octo-

' ber, 1864, » senator of France. M. Baroche was one
or tnw most devoted adueients ef Napoleon.
