For over an hour we cooountered no French sol.

We
were ten miles distant from the walls of Parls and
less than three from the forts at the moment.

The Prusalans challenged us and we replied. We
are ordered by their oflcers to turn off iuto a side
Way at this point,

We then passed aleng the banks of the rlveg
Marne, and soon cameon s Prussian® bargief of
blockade, which was Lhrown across g nighway.
Looking over and above the obstrictidn we beheld
the spiked helmets of thousaZds of German soldiers
rising above, i

On the top of the barricade were two very wicked
looking cannen peering at us through Lreaches or
porthales,

BISMARCK'S WATCHFULNESS,

At half-past ten o'clock Count Papafeldt, secretary
to Count Bismarck, whose wile Is an American, met
Mr. Ward, who bad charge of our party, when i
formal transfer of documents and papers was com-
menced [or the purpese of scrutiny, Passports wers
given up and examined, and our names and plices
of address written down and reglstered.

After this duty had been properly accomplished
we were farnished with & Germau “‘$afe conduct”
certificate.

Thus operation was, on the whole, tedlous, It oe-
cupled quite s considerable time. Durimg its pro-
gress the members of our company descended from
the carriages and cut down sticks from the trees, to
be retained b commewmoration of eur eventiul jour-
ney.

CEATIFIED.

At the honr ¢f half-past ¢leven In the forenoon we
‘were permitted and commenced to move on through
the Prussisn slege linea,

Each carriage was guarded by German seldlers,

TROOPS,

The outposts of the investing army were all far.
mshed with small watchhouszes for the shelter of the
men.

During the next hour wa passed through the
soldlers’ camps until we reaclhied Bolssy, Here we
found the whole village filled, 6,000 or 6,000 Ger-
mans being on duty in and around it,

REFRESHMENTS,

We halted here for refreshments and obtained

some cheese and beer.
ADVANCE.

Golng peyond Holsay we were compelled to take &
circultous route onward towards Versailles, A mile
from the town we reached a steep nlll.

Raln cemmenced to pour down In torrents here,

When we were descending the little mountain one
of our carriages, in whicl were some ef the ladies,
was injured by accldent. This produced a general
SCreamn, or many screams, frem the remalnderef
the fairsex in company. We ¢xpencoced a grand

After repairing damages we proceeded still on,

We next met 3,000 Bavarian troops from Tournon,
marching fer duty at the outposts,

At the hour of three o'clock In the afternoon wa
crossed a solid and magnificent pentoon bridge at
Villanenf Bt George, 1t was laid on twenty-four
boats, each one twenty-six feet ln length, firmly an-
chored. The slege guns pass over this, We reached
the city at four o'clock P. M.

We had then driven dnring nine hoars, the whole
caravan keeping In line during the time, with the
exception of p moment, when two of the teama
started on & runaway.

A cable telegram anneunces that M. Clement
Themas has becn appointed Commander of the Na-
tional Guards of Parls. He was bern at Libourne, tn
1812, received a good educatlon at Parls, and on
leaving college entered the military service as a
volunteer, attulning to the rank of quartermaster in
the Ninth cuirassiers. For taking part in the Lune.
ville conspiracy ef 1835 he was tried during the
month of April of the same year and sentenced
to a long term of imprisonmens.

TERRIBLE SUFFERINGS OF THE SURVIVORS

Sixty Hours in a Storm at Sea in
an Open Boat.

Thrilling Account of the
Disaster.

Savannam, Nov. 5, 1870,
0On the 20th of October, &t ten P, M., the steamship
Varuna foundered In the Gulf Strewm, thirty miles
trom Juplter [nlet, on the Florida coast, during ong
of the most terrible hurrtoanes witnesssd in that
latitude. The stenwer wnd thrown on heér Deam
ends and went down, onily allowing thne for two
Iifeboats to put o, One of these, consalning Cap-
talun Spencer, the enginecrs wnd Hremen, ten o all,
wis carried down with the vessel, wulle the other
one, contuluing seven of the crew, wad Noally
beached on Jupller Inlet, two of the men, Samuel
Mc@ormack, fireman, and James Flynn, seaman,
loding thelr llves 1o tho breskers. The rematning
five, W. Kirtund, second mate; Wi, Wallace,
quartermaster; Thomas Glennon, James Burng and
Gieorge Walsun, seamen, arrived here to-day on the
Nuk King, from Florida, and ieft for New York om
the Magnola, Wallace's account sayss—

We left New York on Saturday olght at sevep
o'clock, and nad 0ne weatuer up to the morning of
October 20, when & wind sprung up (rom the south,
At noon Lhere was & moderate gale, As the sun
went down It was blowing a perfeot huricane, Al
went well until elght o'clock, when the wing shifted
Euddenly to the southw. st, when the ship
Lecame unmanageable, und, having a list to pore, the
sea comrpenced rushing on board on the lee side of
the snlp! staving ln bulwarks snd the cabin door.
