THE POLLING PLACES.

When the opening dawn discloses six A. M. on t>io
colli faces of the city clocks thin morning
the struggle for political supremacy 1x1 this Male
and city will have luirly commenced. It will du a
battle oX the ballot not uniiiaueuced by the dread
ol bayonet aud bullet, and Its decision in favor of
either of tne sucoesslul abusive aud lll-tcmpered
parties eugagod hi It will eaercl.se a proiouud iutlu-
« noe ou Uie people of tho euttre Union. In olghlecn
ol the Males dec.ions will also be held; on 0110 sirlc
for l&o triumph of caudidutos favorable to the per¬
petuity ol republican things as they are, national
and local, and on the other for tho victory
of democratic principles aud interest throughout
the country. Hut in tnis Mala aud lnt he metropo¬
lis the issues are somewhat different. Since candi¬
dates lor popular endorsement last uppearcd as
claimants for votes lu the Empire Mate Cougicss
rightly or wrongly dec.ded to interfere in favor of a
free ballot. A law was passed making It felony to
vote or to register more than once or u> intimidate
voters in the exercise of their Inalienable lights.
And the novation of the right of Congress to so in¬
terfere lu local matters largely eutcrs into the con¬
test to be Inaugurated this morning. There
arc three parties lu the Held.Tammany, the
chief demooratio organization; tho Young
Democracy, wno desire, on moral as well as political
grounds, to supplant the red men 01 the Wigwam and
tho regular republicans. The latter have formed a
coalition with the Young Democracy to the extent
of giving their united support to Justice Led with
ror Mayor; bat witu tills exception will vote lor re¬
publican oflleora of Stato Independently of the
Young Democracy. Tammany claims popular ltvor
on tire grounds of superior administrative capacity,
possession of oiflco and tne record of their officers.
Repub,leans urgo tneir services to the L'nion and
rule of succeision in oitlce, a doctrine a ways
favored by the "oats'' and regarded with disfavor
by the "ins," while the Young Democracy insist upon
iccelving the popular endorsement not so much be¬
cause ot wliat they have done as wuat they propose
to do ir victory perches on their banners.
The streuuous endeavors ot the party press to

create a tumult to-duy received little encourage¬
ment from the people and collapsed totally ester-
day wucu it was announced that the federal and
Suite authorities had conic to un agreement. There
never was any occasion tor sending to this city an
armed Toreo of United Mates troops or for calling
out the First division. Tne force ol deputy United
states marshals at the polls and the directions of
tne Mayor, posted all over the city, were sufficient.
Mo citizen need feur molestation m the exercise of
nut rignt to vote to-day; but wrong-doers must be¬
ware of tne inevitable cou-equeu e» of corrupt
prootlces. The law is strong to protect honest citi¬
zens aud powerful to punish the guilty.

INSTRUCTIONS TO BI.BOTION CBAUJOTOBlM.
The following instructions have been Issued lrom

the United States District Attorney's office for the

special use of supervisors and challengers or election

under the new law, so that every citizen may know
how far the power of these officers extend, and, on

the other hand, to define in a concise form the limits
of the duties of supervisors
As one of tho citizens appointed by the .'ndste of

the Circuit Court, under tne late act o( Congress,
you have yet remaining cortuin powers and ilittli s

relating to the election, to which your special atten¬
tion is hereby called.

A"irsi.it is your duty to attend on the day of elec -

tlon. and to ha present loin the oftening of the polls
tin the llitHt counting of tne votes, and to challenge i

every vote which you know or suspeci to he illegal
or improperly offered, and to see to it mat your
challenge Is respected by the lionrd or Inspectors
and that the oaths required try law are properly ad¬
ministered. To discharge tuts duty prope ly ycu
flbou d keep a list or an person.- challenged, and
should specially note whether oath- are urtminiv I
tercd, and particularly all c.iaes or rnitml to admin¬
ister the oath, and ah cases where the cbitUeugod
party rei uses to take the oath.

In every case where you know one-', satisfied that
the p«r3on voting or offering to von- is not legacy
entitlei to vote it « yeur duty to cad ibe a'teuiinu
of a deputy marshal to such iierson un i his offence.
As supervisor you have uot power Hi make -fronts;

bat it will be A failure of duty on your part II you
omit, when you chAllonge a penton not it lawful
voter, to notify Any dopulv marshal piescut ol the
crime about be ng commute I o; at'empted.
.Vixaui- At the dune of llie poll* it is your especial

duty to wltuesa and closely scrutinize tue counting
ol lite wiles slid tbe making ol the otllclal reium*.
The uci Oi Congress dcolarea that you shad "be pre*
eul ami wit in-a throughout Hie colliding of all
votes," mi l "r main where the buliol boxes are
kepi, at all lime*, after the pollsareojieucd until the
voles arc Dually counted." I our duty iu Hits regard
does not end until the canvass ol all llie votes in all
ti.e boxes is completed. i*u will rcmsin, tiicreiorc,
ut your pus until Hi entire canvass is finished.

i he laws of the Htate specify Hie order in which the
boxes are to be opened and canvassed. Any depar¬
ture mere rem, witb a iruinluleut intent, Is made a
erniio by the ivveiuy-nocond s- cm on of tbo act of Con¬
gress. 11 the Board of in pernors proceed in viola¬
tion of tne Stat law you noutd call attention to too
law, and ask that it 1 o obeyed. But If llie Board per¬
sist their crime cannot atleel your duty or rights,
ami you will rcimin, ami, 11 no essary, call on the
marshal or uepmy to pr.tect you m so d dug, uli tl,e
votes aio wholly couu ed and the iinul cortiilcate is
made.

cast is comploied. if you lUluk projier to attach
thereto any .-tutt-incut touching the truth or fairness
th reof, It is your right una duty so to do. Kituer
or both ol the super, mora may make such siutoment,
either jointly or separately, and each may aitacb bis
own state.ueut if he prefers to do so.
fourth.E cu supervisor is therefore entitled to

be and remain iu Uie room where the Board oi lu-
spectors are in session, aud to have u seat and other
conveniences for discharging hw duties (to be pro¬
vided by himself) In such position as will euub.o huu
to perform uil his duties; uhd it is a crime under llie
law for any oue ' to prevent or hinder or molest'' a

supervisor in so doing. for which me offender may
be indicted and puulshod. In the perforinauce or
Uiese duiios the supervisors areollloersacting under
tUelr oath of odlee, and are themselves liable, under
I ho act of Congress, lor any wilful neglect or brcacu
oi duty.

POLICE ELECTION HOVEHEVTS.

Important Action by tbe Police Hoard Yester¬
day*.Mere Tbun Two Thousand Sprriul
Policemen .sworn In and Armed.
All through yesterday tue police headquarters

seemed to he the general rendezvous of the moie
prominent city politicians. Mayor Hull arrived
about eleven o'clock lu the utornlug, and liud
a lengthy interview with the Commissioners. A
meeting of the Board had been called for half-past
eleven, but owing to tbe absence or most ol Its mem¬
bers there was not the necessary quorum, aud tbe
session was therefore postponed. Pending the
ofllclul meeting President Bosworih Issued special
instructions to the Superintendent to swear In 2,(too
special policemen to aid tbe usual guardians ol the
peace In preserving law and order in the city and
to enforce mo election regulations of the Mate. TheSuperintendent, with the ussintanco ol the euptulusol the various precincts, carried out tnls order of ihu
Presldi hi to the letter. Special shields to designatethe oiilee of these supernumerary policemen bad
been east several days previously and were distrib¬
uted H orn the chief clerk's oince.
Later on In the day the Board met aud transferred

Captain Jeremiah Petty of tho sixteenth to tbeTwenty-sixth precinct (City Hull), and CaptainThome lrom tho Twenty-sixth to tho Sixteenth.
They also ordered the promulgation of the
older in reference to tho arrangementsmade by the city, State and federal uutnorltles
in reference to the election.

l arge wooden boxes, tilled with policemen's
elnbs. were brought Into the basement of the Cen¬
tral Police Odlee aud stored. About nine o'clock,
however, .superintendent Kelso, having sum¬
moned all the police captains to meiot him
at headquarters, distributed tbese formidable
weapons as follows:.Ninth, Sixteenth, Sev¬
enth and renin, 200; Eleventh, Thirteenth,Seventeenth, Nineteenth, Twentieth and Twenty-second, 200 clubs cacb. lu addition, the Police
Board, at the recommendation or tne Fire Depart¬
ment, app luted 130 Bremen as special policemen,and a-signed thetn to tho First, Fourth, Fifth, sixth
and Fourteenth precincts. Shield-and clubs were
111-0 issued to tUese additional special guardians of
the peace.

THE ELECTRICAL BULLET-SEEK Elt.
On the sotli of September Stair Burgeon Dr. Keta-

perdlckexi»entneuted in Berlin with a new chinir-
gical instrument, itie electrical bnilci-scclcer, con¬
structed from aii Engdsh model by a surgical instru¬
ment maker of Prussia.

It consists of a probe formed of two thin and very
flexible metal rods, which terminate below iu a
knot). Kacli of these reds Is covered with tdtk
thread from top to bottom, so that they are com¬
pletely isolated rotn each other; besides" thia, ttKiy
are wrapped up together in an outer layer of the
same material and varnished. Toe whole thua pre¬
sents the appearance or a bougie, with a metal knob
at one end. The instrument is now brought into con¬
nection with an eiectr.c chime; and when the knob,
which forms the two i>olc> of the apparatus, cornea
in contact witli a metallic body, the isolation ot tho
two rods ceases to exist, the electric circle is com-

glcteil, the apparatus mines into action. Bud tbs
ummer srrlKes the bell unceasingly.
