The elootion to-day la the event of the hour,
In the absenco of violence or disturbance,
which we do not anticipate, It will be a pleazant

Specinl Report from CLungurniere

A spoclal correspondent of the Hxrarp has
Just had an interview JWwith General Changar-
nier at his residence in Brussels, It was
uecorded to our represcuistive in a prompt
and unpretending manper worthy of a good
soldier and pariioularly becoming in the hero
of Algerin, The General was courteous,
frank, decisive in his expreasion, and a Frenoh-
maon to the end in the utterance of Lis regrols
at the present condition of Lis country. Our
corvespondent asked bim of Mets, of Paris,
and generally of the republic. The oceca-
slon and tho dialogue are described and
reported at length in the spocial cable tele-
gram which we pnblish to-day. It is almost
needlesa to analyze the contents of the despaloh,
as it will be certaln to command the attention
of our renders in its entirety. Genernl Chan-
garnfer is positive that Paris ean defend
itgelf agaiost the Prosslans. Arms, cannon
and musketa aro still manufaetured in the be-
sieged cily, and there is o supply of provisions
and war material in fuir amount for the sus-
tentation of' the inhabltauts to Junuary next.
The General gorrows over the coadition of
France on the whole—regrats almost that he
lived to witness such desolaiion. Mo defends
Bazaine's surreader at Metz. It was unna-
voidable in a military polut of view, The
sturving garrison had eaten np all the horses,
so that if Marshal Bazaine wishel to mareh
out, towards the conclusion, and fight, he
could not move either his artillery or cavalry,
Cbangarnier believes that be ghould not have
permiited himself to come to that sleait, but,
when his army was vigorons and in esprit,
gone out boldly and engaged the enemy, He
acquits Bazaine of the charpes of treazon or
duplicity to the republic, but ackuowledges
that hie is a selfsh and vainzlorious man. A
szlfish feeling moved him at first. He thonght
to stund a siege, relieye himsell at & moment
when Parls was threatened, free the capitul,
grasp all the éclaf and then look for his ulte-
rior reward. Judging from Changarnier's
exposition of what followed in and around
Meiz  Bazaine’s ruling principle waa (hat
“vaulting ambition which o'erleaps ilsell and
falis on the other side.” The sortics which
were made [rom Matz wers meraly active
foints, or, as Changarnier calls them, army
shams. With respact to the military and politi-
cal situation of to-day the General regards it
48 very “‘unhappy.” France ranks Amorica
ng her only “best fiiend,” and will never
surrender while she ean perceive a glimmer of
hope. General Changarnier stuted Lis couo-
viction that the French republic cannoi stund.
