One of the firm repiied that he conld not ce-
cognize any organtzution of the kind, asthe que 4
tion was one to be settlad entirely between the frm
and thelr l:u:pl.uﬁl‘n on the stimple prineiple ol supply
and demand. This reply wus desmad unsaisic-
tory, and at anether loterview the deiegation mads
a more determined avowal. The men wera couly
informed that they had the ugnal alternative to work
or quit, as it suited them.  The men sceordingly el
off work. nnd on the toliowlog wight meesings werg
held by several branchies of the Coopers' Unlou, ui
which 1t was resolved 1o sustaln the wea.

The vinployers (o the mesntioe made ap their
minils that they would dispange entirely with the
sorvices of Lis men whio had jeft—to the number of
BiXty—and they cmploved n few men from Brook-
Lym As Boon a8 the sirikers learned this they res
solved to appeal 1o prute jorce (woich. as Mr. Mun-
della remarked, 18 fatal to wirikers o this connbry
io settle their supposed grievanee, On \\'mlnommg
avening i guug proceeded o the dooks and pitacke
the men, driving thein away and beating some of
them a0 badiy that they will bot be alle to resamg
work for & leng tinie.  SIX deputy sherifs were on
