As the lust patient who bad been suffering from

yellow fever was discharged ou Wednesday from
mo Quarantine Hospital at West Bank the Commis¬
sioners of Qu iranrine, together with Dr. Carnochau,
the llealtli Officer of the port, and a numb r of dis¬
tinguished gentlemen interested in sanitary mat¬
ters, yesterday took occasion to visit quarantine
and tnc different hospital structures la the lower
bay.

On arrival ut West Bank the visitors were received

by the Superintendent anil escorted through the (UN
ferent wards of the ho pital lately occupied by the
yellow fever patients trom Governor's Island. The
bed*. a tew weeks since tilled with victims of pestl-
lence, weie now empty, an J the neat appearance
and cleanliness of the wards evoked many exprc.s-
sli lis ol praise. '1 he magnitude ol the structure and
the obstacle that were encountered in Its crectum
were Utile understood by many ot those pieseut; but
ail regarded i» us one of the most important and sue-
cetudui undertakings ever eontemDlated lor the re¬
lief and care of the unfortunate victims oi disease
who auuuaiiy ttud tltetr way to our shores.
An exaintnatloa ot the Quarantine records ol the

past season al.-o affords an unanswerable argu¬
ment in favor of the uioltv ot Quarantine, and
the work winch h being done tuay be better appre-
riated by the following cateful analysis ol the Health
Officer's la. ors during the months u! danger just
passed.

CONTAGIOUS ASP INFECTIOUS DISK ASKS.
Since the 1st day ol January, l -7o, isb vessels have

been quarantined for slckne.-s. Upon these vessels lu
port, ou the passage and utter then arrival at
Quarantine there w ere 5 1 cases of sickness and 135
deaths. During the quarantine season 349 vc-sels
whicn arrived from ports Infected with yellow fever
and U70 vessels from donMiul and suspected ports
have been detained lor examination and observa¬
tion at Lower Quarantine.

Up to the present time ten vessels have arrived at

ibis port with cases of ship fever ou beard. Uponthese vessels the whole number of persons exposedto ibis disease was 5,050, of whom twenty-two died
on tin. parage, uud lorty patients, sick on arrival,

whom, wit(t the exception oi those showing a'?!-4enee of recenl and hdccessiui vaccination, or whd 1
had already had ihe disease, were vaccinated In
quarauilne. From 27 ve3-els aetained toriw&Upox 41 patients were bent to thr SmallpoxHospital on illackwell's lsiaud, whbc lo deaths ifrom this uiseabt were reported to have occurred ontho passage to tots *'wt-

Dorintf the past season, of 349 vesue s which |arrive I from 13 infected ports, 102 had ca»es ot yel¬low fever either at their port ol departure, on the

passage, or after iheir arrival at Quarantine. Uponthese vessels there were, as lar as could be
ascertained, 450 cases of yelluw fever and 103 deaths.
Twenty-six patients with yellow lever were admit¬
ted to West Bang Hospital from vessels under
quarantine, and of whom 0 died. Besides these 83
ca-.-.s of .enow fever were received from Governor'sIsland, of which ut proved faral.

6ew > ork dnring 'he past summer from places ln-
cted with yellow lever aiforas the best proof of

the danger which this city has escaped through the
unremitting Vigilance ami energy of the oillcers to
whom Its sanitary interests hate been en¬
trusted. When It Is considered that threo
Hundred and lorty-nine vessels whose passengers
aud crews nad been exposed to pestilential diseases
at these pons 01 departure, were prevented fiom
com in if to the wharves oi the city until properlydisinfected, we can form some estimate of the work
which devolves anon the Quarantine authorities;
and when it is further remembered thai of these
vessels 102 had cases of yellow lever on board, it is
significant that not a Single case of this dr^ud
disease occuirlngln the Metropolitan District can
be traced to Quarantine.
As early as .March almost every vessel which ar¬

rived at this port from itio Janeiro, I'ort an prince
and Santiago had lost some of tlietr crews from
yellow fever, but as tie weather was then too cold
to adtnlt of the propagation of the dis» ase, no re¬
striction beyond a temporary deieuitoo was placed'
opon them. With Che beginning of the heated teiin.
However, It became necessary to exeieise the
greatest precaution I11 reference to arrivals from
aictl; porta, and to adopt every precaution to pre¬
vent tne introduction of dis-aw. All vessels
from infected and doubtful places were detained at
Lower Quarantine, where their hatches were
opened and their cargoes subjected to proper veuti-
iation and fumigation. If no cases ol yellow fever
occurred, they en then allowed to come up to tho
upper bay to discharge urgo by lighters. These
regulations, wtuch were rigorously enforced, were
adopted after the yellow fever epidemic of 18 8, and
have, with slight variations, been acted upon by the
different ileal'U Officers of the port since that time,
and It Is not too much to say that to the n we may
.I'tributc the Immunity winch we nave eujoyed from
yellow fever during the ported.
That this ireedoui from ln'cc.ton was duo to the

present system of quarantine no r.ght thinking per¬
son win dispute, while It is equally dear jrom the
experience of t e present year that the continuance
and enforcement of tue quarantine laws is our only
saJOfrtmnl against the lnttoductiou of disease, and
that all attempts to evade their provisions snouid L>«
summarily dealt with and severely punished.
That the outbreak of yellow lever on Governor's

Island w is due to vessels which had evaded utnir
amine has been clearly proven, while the lateness
of the season and the prompt measures adapted by
the Quarantine officials alone saved us Irom a terri¬
ble visitation of ibis scourge.

It is all very well for Perth Amboy to reisx her
heal mi laws so long as by bo doing she does not
frustrate the efforts made at 'Ins port towards the
exclusion or disease, but with the warning which
the epidemic on Governor's Island has given New
York its l.egi-iaturo will be warning 111 duty to the

Nearly the same report was current as In Tungctiow,
but was very differently treated. It was said that
the local auinorltles had been instigated by Tetug-
kwo-iau to foiueut a rising against foreigners, and
t hat the Taotal bad sent to Uangchow to take the
Governor's instructions; rumor was very busy in
tne meantime with threats dire and diverse against
ad foreign residents, included even her Ma¬
jesty's gunboat Leven, winch was to be
utterly (Us.roved. A day (the 2Jt.ii ot August) was
even named for the eront, but it passed over,
and a proolara-tion by the Governor declaring that
no cause lor enmity between foreigners existed in
Chekeang, and that wnat happened In Tlen-tsin had
nothing to do with Niugpo, calmed everything. It
is, of course, difficult to know what degree of
credit to attach to ail these rumors; but it may be
worth uoung, as corroborative evidence, that the
district general did, at the time tne miners were
abroad, rush off in irantic haste to Uangchow, after
ordering 600 trsops to be ready for semco, and that
tne proclamation of the Governor followed imme¬
diately on sis visit. Are we to inrer that the Gover¬
nor of nhuutung listened to the voice ol the tempter,
nut that tne Governor or Ohekeang, following the
example of Ma-hstu-yi, declined?
Turning now to Nankin, since the assassination of

Mu, the Viceroy, the Tartar General has held tne
seals of office, and has persevered in tho loyal policy
adopted by his predecessor. A strong guard is
posted outside the missioa premises, ana some 3,000iroopsftre assembled in the neighborhood of the
examination hall in case or effervescence among the
students. The examinations began on the 3d, and
will probably be over by ihe 12th. Various
rumors arc udoat among the Chinese as to
the motive for the assassinuiion. One sayatUathis
murderer was ft man who had helped Ma in his
poorer days to pursue his literary studios, but who

work Hi ram country, lie said m substance that
the Methodist mission has been tn existence In China
for about twenty-two years, two men having begun
ttie work In ls4S. Missionaries in China nave to
eenteud against various obstacles. They must, in
the Mrst place, master the Chinese language, at
least sufficiently to be able 'o translate ny part
of the Bible, and this necessitates the com¬
mitting to memory of 7,ooo or s.oto words.
This must necessarily be an arbitrary act or
memory, as the Chinese language tias no alphabet.
The words have but one syllable, and the spoken
language is mucb different iroui me written. 'The
latter can be understood In all parts of China, but
there aro various dialects In the former. This may
be illustrated by our Koinan numbers, which may oe
read in various languages, but when apoken they
are different m too different dialects. The same
word also has different meanings according to Its
accentuation. To say that s thousand icicles have
just gone past is oLly to wrongly accent the word
for coiuiers. The order to buy a hundred apricots
was in this way misunderstood lor a hundred goats'
tails. Another obstacle is prejudice against foreign¬
ers. The Chinese believe they want their children
to attend mission schools thai they may boil them
up and use their eyes for making opium. Mission-
arles' knowledge of geology leans natives to think

, the former can sec under ground. Another Is, that
the lives ot foreigners who are not Christians are a

reproach to religion, for when they violate the Sab-
bath, do Injury to others by selling opium, Ac., and
ere impure In life, they make the missionaries
appear inconsistent, as the natives consider ail
foreigners Christians In fact, as well as in name.

first ten years, but there are now ncaxiy 2,boo na¬
tive Christ.tins and among them are mstiy minis¬

At the late meeting of the Board of Aldermen of

Jersey City, a simple an<l short resolution
was 'put through" without attracting any
notice. Vet tlua very resolution embodied
one of the heaviest burdens ever. Imposed
on the taxpayers. The resolution was to tuts ef¬
fect Resolved That the Committee on Streets be
authorized to advertl e for proposals for the im¬

provement of Grand street, lroni Mill creek to Wash¬

ington street." One of the Alaermen (Egej at length
waked up and called for the reading of the resolu¬
tion again, but colore ho could succeed a motion to

adjourn was carried. To give the status of this ques¬
tion In as few words as possible It is only necessary
to refer to the charter of the consolidated city,
passed by the last Legislature.

Prior to the passage of that charter a body of
politicians in Bergen, au l known ns "The Bergen
IUng," had drawn up a gtand scheme by which tho
individuals composing It could be enriched at the

expense of the taxpayers. These men went to
Trenton and lobbied every measure through
both houses that could promote tiieir de¬
signs. One section of the charter of the
consolidated city provides that Grant street,
Irani Mill creek to Washington street, shall be paved
in the same manner as that part oi the street west
of Mill creek. Then follows the mischievous part of
the section.Dauiely, that the power ofieinousirauco
on the part of propeity owners, as lu the
case of other streets, snail not apply to
this section. In other words, the job snould
be carried on whether tho owners of property
along the roaie liked It or not. The Bergen "ring"
then adopted the Nlcoison pavement for their
portion of the thoroughfare, which is now nearly
linlsned at a heavy cost, and thus by the ingenious
provision referred to the people on the section of
the street from Mill creek r« Washington street
were compelled to submit to the adoption of the
same pavement, chiefly In the interest of tne
..ring/' wliien was thenceforward termed "Tho
Nlcoison Pavement King." This very business was
one of the main issues on which the democracy was
defeated at the late election.

While Alderman Ege's motion was pending in the
Common couaeil tlmt gentleman declared that
nothing could be more unfair to those who had to
bear tne expense than this system of legislation,
and 111 view of the late vardict or the people this
improvement ought to be delayed until tne
assembling of too next Legislature, when
it can be repealed. Aldermen Sheernn
and Bumstod defended the project, however, the
former being chairman of the Committee on Streets
and tne l ttT a member of the same committee,
hhoiild the lmprevenicnt be commenced beloio the
assembling oi the legislature the property owners
ou the line relerred to Intend to apply for an Injunc-
tl n, so tnat the work may he arrested till the repre¬
sentatives of the people can have an opportunity to
deal with the question.

In this connection it may be remarked that peti¬
tions are being prepared for pres ntatlon to I he
Legislature, asking that the chat ter of Jersey City
be remodelled In ;oto, so that some ol the iat otTl re¬
created uy it may be abo lahed, and that he privi¬
leges and powers of the Aldermen, especially in the
mutter of awarding contract*, be circumscribed. A
board oi public wOntZ, comjui* .1 o old and respect
able citizen*, would supply the piacu with greet ao
vantage to the taxpayer*

APPEARANCE OP TDK CHIEFS.HOW THE* DRESSED.
NATIONAL ARGUMENT AND FEUDAL LOGIC.

. The Taranakl Jlera'd, In another column. give3 a
detailed account of the kurero, or council, at Pa-
riaka, and goes on to describe the arrival of Tito
Kowaru, tne chief, thus:.

The men are descnitsd as being very powerful, and
were dressed in the usual bush costume.a plant
shawl fastened around their hips and shirts over t
their bodies, and lu the head oi each were white 1
feathers. Tito Kowaru, with his one eye uud horrid-
looking countenance, wae superbly dressed lor a
Maori chief. He wore a mat male of a very
hue native flax, the fringe of which was com¬
posed or green and white feathers, On his head
he had a cap formed rrom the plumage oi some
black bird, and in tt>6 centre, staudiug np in
front of the peak, was a scarlet leather. Beneath
the mat might be seen a paid shawl, which was tied
round his hips and which reached below his knees;
he also had on a jjew plaid Crimean shirt. On Tito
kowaru coming within speaking distance much
was said both by Mr. Parris mid tho rebel that it
would be impossible to put on paper. Accusations

[From the Haiuoun Reporter.)The schooner Atlantic.owned, we believe, partly
in the Samoa aud puriiv in Sydney.uuder the com¬
mand or Captain Hayes, has lately been ael/.cd at
Tutuiia on a charge of kidnapping natives of Puka-
bnka ami MaimhikL The following facts respect*
lng tho occurrenco we gather from u letter received
from It. T. Powell, F. l. H., of Pagopago, I'utnila.

tin the f4ih lleceinher ult. the schooner Aiiantto,commanded by Captain llaies, entereil the harbor
of Pagopago. The people of tho place soon found
out that there were natives of Pukapuka aud Mana-
hlkl on hoard, and the ch ef of Pagopago informed
Mr. Powell that Uioy were brought away againsttheir will and he Intended to llb-rute mem. Mr.
Powell tiled to dissuade him Irom the attempt, feel¬
ing sure it would end In the defeat of the Kamoans,aud, most probably, In bloodshed, but tho chief,
uukiiowu to Mr. Powell, peralated in his de¬
termination. He went alongside the schooner
and called to the Islanders on b >ar 1 10 Jump Into
tho sea and swim ashore. All except flvo did so,
und oscuped. Soon afterwards captain Hayes was
seen go.ng trom the vc 1 10 the shore in a small
cunoe paddled by a Sa- 11. The chief, supposinghe iiau firearms on his persons which he would use,shouted to the man who puddled iuo canoe to upset
It and throw the captaiu Into the water. The niau
obeyed orders, and Hayes' revolver missed Ure in
conafeqneuce whon lie attempted to use It. The chief
took him prisoner when he reached the shore, und
at one# sent 011 hoard the schooner and released tho
remaining live captives, who wcro found fastened
dewu in the hold.
The cuief then sent for the British Consular agent,residing at Leone, another part of the lslanu. lie

declined tolutcrlere, on the ground that the a lantlo
had been under American colors when at Leuno,
sonic time previously. Afterwards captain Hayes
hitnsoli appealed to him for protection, declaringhis vessel to bo uuner the iirilish flag. The Consu¬
lar agent ut once went to Pagopago, and after hear¬
ing the evidence ot the islanders who brouglr, iu tho
ve, sel, and also tnat ol a Mr. hivowngut, a passen¬
ger, decided on seizing the Atlantic in the name of
her Majesty. The matter was tueu leferred to J. C.
Williams, her UrlUsh Majesty's Consul at Apia, and
the Atlantic and hor passengers brought to Apia,where he Is at present investigating the case.
Captain Hayes Is charged with having brought

away, against uielr will, eight boya and ulne girlsfrom Manahlkl, besides Hioinornerof one of the
hoys, who bagged to be allowed to come with her
child, aud one man seems te have consented to
come, be is also charged with having brought
away, under false pretences, nineteen natives of
Pukapuka (Hanger island), having pretended to en¬
gage them to work In Samoa for six months, at the
rate ol Ave dollars a month, but at the same timo
making them put their mark to an agreement to
work in Feele for live years at the raie of two dellara
a month. There is also another charge against Cap¬
tain Hayes of having brought away unpaid lor
110,000 cocoannta and other property.valued by tho
natives at $000.from Manuhlki, which be offered to
convey to Rakaansa as a favor to the people. Tho
natives of Mauablkl were couilned below and not
allowed to communicate with the Pukapuka peoplewhile the Atlantic was off that Island taking on
board the nineteen natives.
Pending a legal Investigation Into theso charges,

we refrain ft-oiu expressing any opinion ou the case.
We trust full Justice will be done to all concerned.
We highly commend the zeal of the natives of Tu-
tuila on behalf of those they believed to bo the sub¬
jects or deceit and cruelly.

"These
repetitions of vexatious aud extortionate demands
ure becoming quite disheartening.''

New Zealand Meteorology.
A government (iaxetlt contains an abstract of me¬

teorological observations made In this colony for the
month of July last. The mean temperature at Auck¬
land ip the shade during that month was 61.S, and
at Dunedin 42.3 The mean of the saruo mouth at
Auckland during the previous six years was 62.5.
The rainfall at Auckland tu July was 6,203. at Wel¬
lington 4.880. at Chrlstcliurch 2.265, at Hokitlka
8.650 and at Uunedm 3.120. During the previons six
years the average rainfall during the same month
was at Auckland 4.840. at Wellington 5.123, at Christ-
church 2.453, at Hokitika 9.640 and at Dunedin 2.299.
Ram fell 111 Auckland during the same month on 22
days, in Welllugion on IS days, In Clirisichurch ou
12 days, In Hokitika on >6 days and In Dunedin ou 15
days. Dnrlng the month the weather throughout
tne co'ouy was wet, stormy aud severe, and frequeut
storms, with thunder, nail and heavy rain occurred.
