Washington, Nov. 24, 1870.
Throughout the District of Columbia the day waa

abnerved so a holiday, except by the contractors
for paving Pennsylvania avenue, the work on that
Ihoroughtare proceeding as usual.
Services were hold tills afternoon at the Jewish

Synagogue, and Simon Wolfe delivered an address

appropriate to the occasion.
The Thanksgiving services at the Metropolitan

Methodist Episcopal church in this city to-day were

anusually interesting. A very large congregation
was In attendance to participate In the religious ex¬

ercises and to listen to the Rev. Dr. Newman's
Thanksgiving sermon. President Grant was pre-
sent as an American citizen to obey ills ovvu pro¬
clamation. Mrs. Grant and Miss Nellie Grant
showed the sumo respect ror the head
af the nation by going to chnrch with
the head of the family. Mrs. Secretary Fish
and her eldest son, Hamilton, were present und oc¬

cupied se.its in tne President's pew. Senator Har¬
lan, Hon. Horace Maynard, Judge Clifford and Judge
Davis were among the distinguished persons pre¬
sent. Aficr singing by the choir and congregation,
I>r. New man read David's thanksgiving proclama¬
tion, contained in the 14sth Rsolm, and offered up a

fervent and appropriate prayer. Then he commenced
tie sermon, and for an hour and tweuty minuies
be held the congregation in rapt attention. It was

ARCHBISHOP SPALDING.

Splendid Reception of the Arch¬
bishop in Washington.

Address to the Catholics of the District.The
Head of the Churoh a Prisoner.Perfidy of
Victor Emmanuel.Catholic Americans
Protesting Against Italian Indig¬

nities to the Pope.

Washington, Nov. 24,1670.
The reception of Archbishop Spalding, of Balti¬

more, to-day, by the Oatboilc clergy and laity of the
District of Columbia, was participated iu by thou¬
sands, and the procession was one of the largest
civio demonstrations ever witnessed in Washington.
The Archbishop arrived at ten o'clock, and was wel¬
comed on behalf of the reception committee at the
door of the depot oy It. T. Merrick, the Marine Band
playing "Hail to the Chief." The procession, com¬

posed of tne various Catholic societies and
the male members of the congregations,
was then formed and escorted the Arch¬
bishop through some of the principal streets
to M. Matthew's church, corner of Fifteenth and
11 streets. On the portico an address of welcome
wus made to the Archbishop by J. Carroll Brent, on
behalf of the city. In reply Archbishop Spalding
spoke as follows:.

ADHK&BS OF THE AKCHBISIIOF.
I thank you, Mr. Ureal, as the organ of this Im¬

mense assemblage, for your cordial welcome, and I
am sure, Horn what i have seen, thai you have but
re-echoed those kindly nelmgs which have prompted
them all in this party, with Uie clergy, to welcome
me on this occasion. 1 teel deeply grateful for all
tins kindness, tliougn 1 deeui myself un¬
worthy of it. The only thing 1 can
plead Is mat 1 honestly wish, as 1
liavo, I lilnk honestly, wisheu in general, to do my
duty and to promote Llie spiritual wehure of this
large and most respectable fleck, which Almighty
God has oominittcd to lay charge. But there is one-
Mr Brent ana Catholics of tills great metiopolis of
the greatest nation on the face of God's earth (ap¬
plause;.theie is onewiio is worthy of nil our laws,
of all veneration, ana I may add of ull our sympa¬
thies.one who is now really a prisoner; he to whom
two hundred millions oi Clmstiaiis look up with
reverence and with love.a prisoner, and that
lit tie District of Columbia, t lie littlo suutral
holy soli w hich he held us neutral ground, belonging
to all Christians.that is, lo two hundred millions of
t'hiisthins.has be> u seized upon under such cir¬
cumstances as i- ;.u outrage lully as great as if this
District of Columbia, which belongs to the United
stat s of Aiuerea, were seized upon and the Presi¬
dent nnpilson U b> a neighboring state which hap¬
pened lo find it to its convenience to possess itself
of this territory, l itis tne Ninth merits all our love,
merits ail our sympathy, and 1 trust that as in Bal-
tlmore, so also in tins great metropolis, are his .spir¬
itual children, looking only to his freedom of inter¬
course as the spiritual lather of two hundred mil¬
lions of Christians.will assert their principles of
that tan dom which cannot be guaranteed him un¬
less lie be independent of any other sovereignty, uu-
iniiueuced by any of the complications of modern
po flics. Now ad Europe is m commotion: and,
dearly belov d of the laity, 1 am sure you will unnc
with my beloved and venerable brethren of the
clergv, with all of us, in giving such expressions to
that leeling as your lahh and your good hearts will
prompt, of course. In tins there-is no interfcrenco
intended with the political relations of foreign or
any other States. All we want for l'lus the
Ninth is to have hhn free nud untram¬
melled; lhat is all we ask. (Applause.) 1
tuank you again, dearly beioved, and hope
that God will bless you and your lamilies, increase
your numbers, as He has increased your churches.

CEREMONIES IN THE CHURCH.
On entering tbe church he was received In accor¬

1 ou are free; but. recollect, we have to
superintend your freedom, i ou can communicate
wlilt Die vvliob: o( the United Slates, iiut all
that you end must first pass through our
hands. We wall disperse your Congress, as
thai is no use." That is exactly what these pre-
tended lovers of hourly in Italy have done.
