House of the Good Shepherd, St. Louis.
Particulars of the Order and Its Obiecta.

[From the St. Louis Republican, Nor. 21.]An interesting episode occurred yesterday at the
Convent of the ilouae oi the Good Shepherd on
Chestnut street. Six young ladies were received
into the novitiate or the order, a small invited au¬
dience being present. The ceremonies took place
la the new chapel of the convent in the Chestnut
street wing and wero of an impressive character;the Very Kev. Father Ryan officiated as celebrant,assisted by Father Van llnlst and other members o f
the clergy. The following were the young ladies
wuo received the white veil, with the names
assumed In religion E. Gray, St. Louis,
Sister Mary of St. Philip Nen, Miss M.
Clarv, of Chicago, 8ister Mary of St. Eugenie;Miss ¦. Kelly, of Cincinnati, Sister Marv of St.
Louisa; Miss 11. Kennon, of Cincinnati, Sister Maryof St. Angelique; Miss K. Lcuuau, of St. Louis, Sis¬
ter Mary St. Meiinla; Miss B. Henuey, or Cincinnati,Sister St. John Chrysostom.
The sermon was proactaed by Father Ryan, and

was eloquent and impressive, lie dwelt" on the
solemnity of the obligation assumed, but also por¬trayed the sacred joys and serenity connected with
a life el voluntary devotion to God and the service of
suffering humanity.
The ilouae of the Good Shepherd is an Important

religious institution, and owes lis origin in this cityto the benevolent energy and sagacity or ArchbishopKenrlck. It occupies on entire block in the heart sf
the city, which was a donation for the purpose byMrs. Ann L. Uunt, who also liberally assisted to¬
wards the erection or the buildings. The institu¬
tion is controlled by the conventual Order of the
the Good Shepherd, and its object Is the reforma¬
tion of fallen and jienitent women. The number of
inmates Is now ;ioo; the religious numbering 73, in¬
cluding 30 novices, and the balance being women
rescued from vicious courses, and who are received
into the house without any distinction as to reli¬
gious creeds. The oily qualification needed in an
applicant is a sincere desire to regain the paths oivirtue and establish purity, on a sure foundation.
This work of reformation has much that Is tryingand repulsive to those who conduct it. The wemcu
received Into the Institution are generally thoroughlydepraved, often from the lowest class of city Cypri¬ans. Vice has net only degraded, but embittered
their characters, and although anxious in a vague,passionate way to get away lrom evil, and softenedby the patient kindness of the Sisters, they are for
a long titno coarse and unruly creatures. Thebest method to reform such women is a problemthat has often puzzled philanthropists, and noother agency will be as successful as this order untilIt Is Inspired by the same energy and purity andsingleness of purpose. The members consecratetheir lives to the task, and add to moral teachingthe efficacy of pauent endurance and self-sacrllicepractically exemplified. Paid teachers and attend¬ants can hardly be expected to have the sainemoral lufiuencc as those who labor onlv from aoblemotives, who have made a life purpose of tne objectthey work for.
The Order of the Good Shepherd, we believe, origi¬nated in France, but Is now represented in all largecities. The St. Louis Institution is a provincial one,ami controls similar institutions In other cities and

States; that at Chicago is under its snpervlsory con¬
trol. Witaln the same order Is one entitled the Order
o! Magdalenes, whicu ts composed entirely of fallen
women restored by the influence of the Sisters, and
who, desiring to lead a conventual life, assume the
vows of this uitertor order, and thev are said to form
most pious and patient Sisters of Mercv.

It is authoritatively denied that there Is anyabridgment of liberty wltbin the walls of this insti¬
tution. If an inmate expresses a serious desire to
leave the doors are open for her departure, although
the temptations to return loan evil life which some¬
times beset au Inmate are resisted by all the
strength of entreaty and Chiistlam argument. Apartaltogether from this conventual character there is
every indication that the institution U accomplish¬
ing much practical good la this city.

¦miltng "childlike and blaud," as usual. He ap¬
peared to relish Garnler's mode of doing buslnesH
Immensely, and when ho madn something extra In
the matter of a combination he poked Hilly McKay
under the ribs In a knowing kind of way, as much
as to say, "That's what I call billiards." Billy's
cigar wwit out half a dozen times before the game
betweeH Garuter and Dlou had reached the sixth
lnniug; for ho got so Interested In the thing that
oven Michael could not gel a word out or him. Gen-
eral Hubbell, too, all the way from

Burning of the Summers City of Evnmsvillc,
Pine Biuil' and Nortuan.I.om 9T00,0U0.
[From the Evansvllle (Ind.) Journal. Nov. 23.]Tho most sad part or the burning was the loss of alady passenger on the Norman. She had got enboard the boat on Sunday at Ncwburg, and was onher way to Charley Haley's landing, Tennessee, toloin her husband, who had gone ahead or her. Shehad all her household goods on board the Norman

with her. Her name was Medora Ward; was raised
in Warwick county, and her maiden name wasLewis, a daughter of David Lewis.
The loss on the various cargoes of tho steamboats

and on tho wharfboat will be very heavy; a large por¬tion of It was insured. The City or EvansvlUe nad
150 bales of cotton on board, and a thousand
cedar logs, besides a large amount of other freight.The Norman had about halt a load of flour, potatoes,hay, Ac., lor Memphis aud was to All out yesterdayand leave iu the evening. The Pine Bluff had dis¬
charged part of her cargo, but it was burned in the
wiiarf boat.
The City of Evansvllle was a new boat, built ex¬

pressly for the Evansvllle and Memphis Packet Com¬
pany, at Pittsburg, and was on her first week tor
this season. She is valued at $70,000 and insuredfor $30,000. The Norman was owned by Dr. 1). H.
Kennedy, of this city, valued at $15,000, insured
for $lo,ooo. The Pino llluiT was owned byCaptain Elder and John Adams, the clerk.
She was valued at $8,ooo, insured for
$1,500. Tho wharf boat belonged to Messrs.
Humpnrey A Lewis, and was valued at $10,000. The
Insurance is for $0,500, In Kasiern offices. The Flo¬
rence Lee, Sam Orr, W. u. Drown &fcco.'s wtiarf-
boat. Molile Kngou, Mary Miller, Evansvllle and
Hartford were all at the same wnurf, and it seems
almost a miracle that ihoy were net all burned. On
the wharfboat there were three or four kegs of
powder, which exploded after the steamboats parteu
from the wharf boar, causing a sudden demorali¬
zation of the crowd ei bystanders, and at the
same time helping to save the Florence Lee,
whose stern was in dangerous proximity to the
wharrboat. It Is estimated that the total loss will
amount to nearly $;ki0,oou. Marl. Stone, mate of the
City of Evansvllle, alter the burning boats were out
in the river, found that there was a woman left on
the boat, took a yawl aud went to the boat aud
brought lier off sately, but terribly frightened. The
dead body of the lady burned on the Norman was
taken to Newburg yesterday evening by lier brother,
David Lewis. William N. Lodge, late clerk of the
steamer Shamrock, who was on the City of Evans¬
vllle, gives the followiug statement:."About hall-
past four o'clock 1 was awakened by an alarm
irom below us. Hastily dressing, I stepped
out on tho guards aud saw iha"t the Norman
and l'lne Bluff were in flames. Starting
back I met Mr. Samuel B. Laughilu, whoaskpdmc
to assist hliu in getting the hose on the hurricane
deck. After doing tins l went down on deck, wliero
I met Mr. Pennington, who told me we were cut
loose and had better save ourselves. He ran lift,
and I followed. We jumped from our boat to the
Sam Orr, and from thence 1« Brown's whariboai.
I do not thiuk the City of Evunsville would have
burned nad she uot heen cut loose, as the Nam Orr
and Florence Lee were between us and the Pino
Bluff. Too much praise cannot be awarded 10 the
gallant conduct of sam B. l.aughlin. He was the
last to leave the boat, and certainly saved the lives
ol a lady and gentleman ipasseiigersi. whose home is
at Cape May. The name or Nam Laughbn should
hereafter be a synonym of bravery and chivalry. 1
lost everything except what I had on."

Congress. He had the people aad the press of the
State with him, as well as, up to theove of election,
a majority of the Legislature. All tills while tho
State Attorney Generalship was left vacant, every¬
body wouderlng why Governor Ward did not ap¬point cortlandt Parker, ihe man who had worked
like a galley slave almost.

Juat then, however, thereloomed up another aspirant for tho va¬
cant Attorney Generalship in the person or
au ambitious young liteud of Senator Cattell.au

secure Frelinghui sen's return to tUe Senate, and in
his anxiety therefor promised tutted the appoint¬ment of Robeson, to the prejudice ot Parker, in con-
sideratlou or the Senator's iniluenee m 1-rellnghuy-sen's behalf. 01 oour.se this Ultlegame was conducted
with a wondrous degree of quiet and jIiuam.Neither Cobb tior Parker suspected aught of the
treachery that was being planned. Just on the
verge of the momcutous legislative period some ot
the West Jersey members developed a wouderlul
likme for Fred, where previously they appearedthe stanchest kind oi Cobb men. FinallyUie caucus came, and Cobb was slain.kilted
by his own brethren, lie was three votesIn tho rear of the suave, aristocratic Fred. Hils
settled the question. Mr. Frellnghuysen went to
the Senate and stayed till the democrats had It in
their power to scud Stockton m his place. Gov¬
ernor Ward at once appointed Uwver Robeson to
the Attorney Generalship. His subsequent promo¬
tion to a seat hi Grant's Cabinet bears little relo-
raiiev to the subject of this letter.
Sow, h iving disposed ot the past, we come to a

consideration of the present stale of attairs and the
prospects and probabilities.

FUNDING TUB NATIONAL PKBT.
It will be remembered that at the last session of

Congress an act was passed authorizing the Secre¬
tary of the Treasury to destroy all the bonds then
held in the sinking and so-called Special lands, and
In accordance therewith the national debt was

summarily reduced about fl40,ooo,ooo. The opera¬
tions of the Treasury Department have mcautluio
accumulated another large amount of bonds.
Should not Congress, at its next session, again au¬
thorize their destruction, also? The wisdom of such
a course Is ardently supported by so distinguished a
writer as Aduiu Smith, who, lu his fuinous book on
the "Wealth of Nations," says:.
The practice of funding has gradually enfeebled

every stale which has adopted It. Tby Italian re¬
publics seem to Uavs begun it. Genoa and Venire,the only two remaining which can pretend to an in¬dependent existence, nave both ueen enfeebled byU. Spain seems to nave learned the practice from
the Italian republics, and It has in proportion to its
nutural strength been still mora enfeebled. Ttio
debts of Spam are of very okl standing. It w.ts
deeply in debt before the end of the sixteenth century,about one Hundred years before England owed a shil¬
ling. France notwithstanding all its natural resources
languishes under an oppressive load ot tiio same
kln«y The republics of the United Provinces are as
muni eulceblcU by their debts a.? either Greece or
Venice.

It wilt be remembered that Van smart, the suc¬
cessor of the Karl of Chatham In the Chancellorship
of the English Exchequer, brought England to spe¬
cie payments by a policy of cancelling tae debt In¬
stead or maintaining a sinking fuud. The important
result of such a policy Is that It ouubles the reiunit¬
ing ol the debt hi a lower rate of interest.the great
desideratum with the United States government at
the present ttmo.
DEVELOPMENT OK COMMERCE IN THE PACIFIC OhMAN.
The revolution In the commerce of the world to

be effected by the completion of the I'acitle Railroad
Is thus foreshadowed by the liostou Commercial
Bulletin:.
A tolerably well authenticated rumor comes to us

from San Franclaco to the effect that a grand canso-
lidatiuu Is about to be formed bciwceu mo 1'aeitlc
Railroad and its eastern connections, on tlio ouo
hand, and the China and Australian steamship Hues
on the othar.to Uiu cud of controlling ami develop¬ing the commerce ol tee Pacific ocean. For this
purpose a new company is to be formed, embracingthe stockholders of botlr the railroad and steamshiplines, and placed under tho official management of
several welt known English and American capital¬ists who are ooncenieu in railroad and navigationenterprise on that Bide or thq Continent. The
existing steamship lines wilt be continued
under this new combination, with increased
facilities, inoro frequent trips und addl-
tioual termml on the other side of the Pacific.
The overland lines will co-operate, and freight can
then be billed through at prooabiy reduceu charges
from any shipping point upon the Atlantic sea¬
board to the Sandwich Islands, or to any port lu
Eastern Asia cud Australia or vice versa. It si rlkvs
us thai this is a good movement, and if tliu plan
la carried out In a liberal spirit of accommodation
to the commercial puDlic, it will uot only serve to
develop the resources »f the Pacillc coast, but vastly
beuertt all who are interested In the oriental traoe.
A largo portion of that trade Is bound to change its
direction, and hereafter come to us eastward In¬
stead of westward around tue scmi-circumlereiicu
of the globe. II our irans-couUneniat railroads and
Pacific steamship Hues cau make arrangements to
"pull together," they will easily secure the bulk of
this valuable carrying trade, besides grcatiy simpli¬
fying ami cct nomiziiig the through basincss. AH
that Is wanted to insure success to this enterpriseIs more capital und greater facilities; and both of
these conditions will probably bo obtained in the
new combination which has been projected. Our
traris-continenial railroad system has opeued up a
vast held of commercial enterprise on the Pacific
seaboard which is susceptible or mdeliulte expan¬sion. Hut if these gentlemen, who have associated
themselves together for tkc purpose of controllingthis enterprise, expect to build up a monopoly oi
the Pacillc and overland (raffle tliey will find them¬
selves laboring under a great mistake. Doth ihu
northern and soutlieru routes to Hie Pacific will
soon be opened, and their respective termini
will necessarily divide tills trado with ban Fran-
Cisco. Tins will lead to the organization of new
steamship lines, having for their objective pointsthe same Oriental ports that arc visited by tne shipsof the existing American Mali Company. New com¬
binations for the accommodation of inrough traffic
will then be formed; competition will bo lively, and
the public will be bcnetlied and business suuiuluied
lu proportion.
