Bpecial Sowion of the United BStates Distried
Court at Trenton—Judge Nixon's Charge’
to the Grand Jury—Brutal Treat-
ment of & Colored Witness.

In the United States Dissrict Court, st Trenton, N,
4., yeslorday, the Grand Jury were summoned for
the purposs of wvestigating ihe violations of the
election laws at the late clections. Juage Nixon, In
charging the Grand Jury, said that the act of June
8, 1840, makes it the duty of she District Court of the
Untied Sintes t summon und empanel & Grand Jury
Wwhenever, (n the judgmen® of the Court, it 18 proper
that an inquiry shai be had 1oto any alleged viols-
tion of the lawe of the nalional government within
the Btuls of New Jersey, ‘The District Attorney bad
advised oo of the

VIOLATION OF TWO LAwa
DANSE by the lnte Congress, and It was to these vios
lntions he would direct the speclal atteution of the
Grand Jury.

Congress found i anthority for their enacunens
in the fourth secuon of the fiest urticle of the Cons
sitadon of the United States, which provides shat
“the times, places aud munner of holding electious
for Henutors and Representatives shmil be preseribed
1o each State by the Leglstature thercol, but the
Cupgress may at any time by law make or alter such
regulgtions, exeept as to the place of ciooslng Scne
ators, "

Alter pointing out the evils wiken called f[or the
passage of these lawe and explamiog minutely the
terms of the statutes, with the penalties amMxed, the
Judge summed up m the following words:—The
evils which this legislation was intended to réench
and  care wre  maolfold  and  prevaleat. For
