A rumor 12 abroad about town that serlons trou-
bles @re imminent between Brazil and Peru and
thist Lhe latter couutry has opeved the game on tho
Amazou by serang the Brazillan gunooat Mage., A
newspaper has even called on the government to
declare what trath 18 in the report, bot no reply bus
been given. It is, however, sald that six Lron-glaus
are Oitiong up in haste and will be shortly despatehed
%o the Amazon, Support Is given 1o thest ramors
by the wmlence of the government in regara to
shem, and s It has lopg been well known that
the relabions with Pern have not beéen cordial,
that Poro I8 dissatised with the peotrality of Bra-
il o the Hpamsh quarrel, with the demands of
Brazil io regard to boundaries and with the ob-
stacies thrown 1o the way of Peruvian trade by the
Amsson.

Brazil wonld have great dificulties 1o encounter
in & war with Pern, as tbe Peruvians have o sirong
fort commanding the access to thelr Amaxonisn
waters; and if they were to send thelr irop-viads
round Cape Horn one of them alone could close up
Riv Janelro, the other Bahia, and the wooden
vesselds would have all the other seaperts at their
disposal. If the River Plate, ga would almaost eer-
saloly be the cuse, glve secrel aid to the Peruvian
squadron, the whole coast and commerce of Brazil
woald be at (s mercy, for the lron-clads which
Hruzll possesses are utterly locapable of enguging
eveén one of the formidable wrou-clads bronght by
Peru from the United States, and, Indeed, with the
exception, perhaps, of the ten gan bron-clad Brazil,
armed with sevenly pounders, could pot firé a shot
eutslde & port or river.

My secretary, Dr. Ruois, sud my
adjulants gave every satigfaction, whlle the medical

A DAMNABLE DEED.

An 0!d Man Shot and Batchered bv a Bur.
glar in Westport, Muass.,~Escape ef the Mur-
derer and Gireat Exchi and Indl i
Among the Citizens.

Boston, Dee, 5, 1870,
A mogt horrible murder, slckenlng In every detall,
and one which creates an involuntary desire for
BWiit ana pevere vengeance, was committed within

& few mules of the “Head"” of Westport, Mags., be.
tween Tuesday and Friday mornings of last week.
The victim was Benjannn Howard, an old mso of
eighty two years, who for about forty years hug re.
slded In the house near where the deed was perpe-
trated. The house s sltusted about A quarter ol a
mile off a crosd road leading from & road
to Westport Point to one known as the ‘Sodom
Road.» In this house for about forty years
Howard has led a solltary life, relleved mow and
theén by a viglt from Mre, Ellza Howard, an old laay
ever Eixty yeurs of age, and the widow of his
brother. Within & few menths past sne visited her
brother-lo-law, but left him about two weeks ago,

nnd the old man remalned alene, g nearest neigh -
bor being o quarter of a mile digtant, The old man
bad & cow snd two yearlings and a few fowl, and
his habits had been 8o regular for many years past

in vegard to the care of hia little farm, and hs life
had lpvarably been such & politary one, that his
neighibors telt neo great solicitude in regard to him.
He owned the farin, and what he produced on it,
with & Htile interest from a smull sum of money
wittch he had I bunk at Fall River, perved to sup-
port uim.

On Thursday 1t was remarked that “Uncle Ben'
nhaa opot been eeen fer o few days: and on Satur-
day, the nelghbors, becoming pomewhut alarmed,
sedrehed for blm. The honse was found lecked.
At the southfend ef the house, beneath the under-
pinning, a muk pail filled with milk was found,
and beside 1t ghe old man's cap. Simulianeonsiv
one of the searching party discovered apparent
wlood stalns on  the slone step of the front
entrance, on  the west side of rthe building.
IThe search was pursued, and tnally, about IIE(
rods from the entrapce to & mesdow, o freshly dug
| hole was fonndd,  Proceeding abont six rods further
| 1o the westward o large sapot of clotted blyod, par-
tlally covered with fresh earth, was found, and en
the other sde of the wall A wooedsaw and axe, both
of which were covered with dried plood.  From here
the gearch was an ensy one. The partiey were on
Lhe scent, and o trall of bloed lending over a stono
wall lnte the west fleld, and =01 over anotber wall,
partiplly thrown Jdown, into the woous a few leel
disinnt, was only too apparont,

Following th s trail inte the woode about foriy feet
the searchers found that a damoable deea had been
commiited, The dead bo ly of the old man, with his
Head besten in, shot throngh the arm, spd with the
right Jeg esvered [roem Tid body at the thigh and
wil=sing, thers lay. A seavch for the missing lmb
Wwas thien made, In the course of which the dirt in the
intendded grave was thrown over, and one of the vie.
Hm’s shoes was there found. The log was tnally dis-
covered In the woods, partislly covered with leaves,
a few fect south of the body. A diligent search was
aggin made ground the house for any traces of the
'| murderer, and the other snoe of the old man was
found where it had evidently been thrown, In a
snall garden near the bouse, It was also discovered
that an attempt had been made to break open the
btk door with an lrop bar, three marks of its lnsep-
tlon T.u:m? plainly visible hetween the door and the
onsl g It wis subsequently assertad that Mr. How-
ard had been shot through the arm;: he had aiso
been struck four times in the head with an axe, Two
of thepe wounds were between his eyes and about
two inches lopg. These were evidently doue wiith
the edge ol the axe.  One of the other (Wo Whs near
tho 1/t winpie aod fractured s skuil. The re.
mul‘:lnug one was & Blight wound on e Lop ol the
bead.

A coroner’s jury was lmmediately summoned by
George H. Giferd, Justice of the Peuce, and reu-
dered & vendict that the deceased was murdered by
some unkpown person. A boy who was not lar
¢ Irom the spot ewrly on Tuesday morning says that
t he hesrd very lood talking i the direction of the

house, and wanks he disiloguished the words “*You
| 1at me wlone apd ' ek you wlone,’ bul #Haye
nothing about hearing the alscharge ol & gun.

[ It i# said that (e old man pald & small bili at & s.ore

dollars frem oue of the Fall River banks; but
e money wis not collected, There wus Ro
money on s person, nothing belng lound but a
Jack-knlfe and & head of tobacco In ene ¢f his
pockets, ner has any money been found in the
uouse. Toe Key of the house s also miesing. The
neighbors doy tiat Howard bas been robbed several
tmes, on one oCcasion losing A WAlch; and eggs
and other articlea have been stelen from the house,
When the tragedy was discovered the house was
immediately filled witu peopie from sl directions,
attraoted thither by the birutal deed, The dead bedy
of the old man in everyday atdre was laid oat in one
of the rooms, and although bis head was budly cut,
lls conplénamce WaE cain Al gave nu sign of the
terrible scene tnrough which he |lﬂd:ﬂ!ﬂ0ﬂ.

The most plausible theory of the deed, taking all
cireamstances ol cousideration, is that the mur-
aer war committed early iu the morning, for the
manure from the sialls hud been removed and the
morning’s miking done. The old man probably re-
turned from the barn with his milk pall and dis-
covercd a man endeavering to force the back aoor
open, Setting his pail down where It was found
he naturally Lad some words with the burglar,

whom pessibly be koew (apd this  won
secount fer the words b by the boy),
and then went around the house 10 enler

the front deor. The burgiar, knowing the old man
could tdentify him, sbhot Lim with the gun which he
bad with him, apd subsequently attucked Lim with
an axe, aud then attempted Lo eonceal the blooy

work he bad accemplished, and in the course o
which, to lghten the tasg of drmslug the body, the
burgiar-oblaiued the wood saw and axe, with which
lie rermoved the mght leg of his viviiw and Hght-
enea the terrible load.

Callioot. At ton minutes after tweive a representa-
tive of the HERALD WaA exchanging compliments
with the worthy eld gentieman and negetiating for
an Interview with the ex-vollector of Internal Reve -
noe.  Exquisitely polite anid nervounsly obliging was
the General as he took the correspendent’s card.
But he had deubts ef the propriety ef the thing,
the day being the Savbath, and the distingulshed
prisoner bemng yet in the throes of a very natural
excitemens. After pot a livtle maneuyring on the
part of the portly and gallaht General, an immense
expenditure of small talk and a lvely Interchange
of winks and meaning looks, 1t was agreed thalon
the following day an interview wonld be granted
your correspondent. Punctually at twelve o'clock

STRIKE AMONG THE MINERS.
PROSPECT.

A COAL FAMINE IN

Thirty Thousand Pennsylvania Coal Miners on
s Btrike—Life Under Ground--Perfect
Organization of the Btrikers.

BomanTon, Dec. b, 1870,

The conl miners' strike, which has been raging for
the last four days in Scranton and vicloity, and
throughout the anthraclte coal region, embracing
the counties of Lugerne, Carben, Schuylkill, Colum-
bla, Nortbumberland and Dsuphin, has been
raplaly developing itself, and will probubly cul-
minate to-morrow morning. The meetings, whieh
were to have declded eyerything last Saturday, did
not result in anything pesitive, but this afternoon the
miners and laborers of the Hyde Purk, Bellevue and
Keiser distriets, In Luzerne county, in which
Scranton 18 situnted, have been holding strong
Jodges, to which the press are not admitted, in their
general locallties , and unless some compromise 8
affected between the employers abd the miners the
readers of the HErALD will have a splendid chance
to puy ilfteen dollars to eighteen dollars a ton for
their coal this winter.

In the six gounties which I have enumernted thers
are 20,000 mimers ana laberers at work, chiefly
Welsh and irish, Bo 1hat the strike may be called o
thoroughly Celtic mov The tes who
employ this immense force of labor are the Dela-
ware, Lackawanns and Western Coal Company,
which al4o 18 the proprietor of the rallroad of the
pame name; the Delaware and Hudson Canal Coal

Cempany, which ewns the canal of she same
name, and the Penmsylvania Coul Company, wWhizh
owns & raliroad ln Carben county, on which the
cars run by foree of gravity, Tne first employs
18,000 mem, the second 8,000 and the last 0,000,
miners and laporers, This large number of work-
men |8 banded togelher in a trade snd protective
association ealled the Miners and Laborers' Benevo-
lent Union, which has a grand councl, the presi-
dent of which 1a John Sweeny, of Schuylkill couniy.
The sssociation Is divided lnio districts, and each
district sends delegates to the grand council. Mr.

The miners, who
in thelr turn hire laborors, have Deen re-
