be written expounding history o this prinei-
pie.  The cause is plain.  Great international
action brings out a mation’s very soul of
sonls, and stifles all smallness, all intrigue,

in those microzcopic souled politicians whese

hour of profit always comes when a nation is

not doing its work, ne such, upon other

natiorg, in a grand and unconpromising

nanner.

We are all

hound to make it cease forthwith under penal-

ties, penalty of forfeiture of our political com-

fori, because of some portion of that which

ia of all thiags most precious to Americans—

our self-respect.

See how this thing stands, and consider our
whole attitude in reference mnet omly to our
dignity and destiny but to the international
practice of civilized mankind. For two years
there has ben waged in Cuba a war simply
of extcrmination. The case and cause,

and moda ef carrying them on, bave

been sharply and unzquivocally defined.

The Cubans, after ceaturies of such misrule as
might make faithless men well nigh doubt the
existeoce of a God, hive determined to free
themselves from BSpanish sway; and the
Spaniards have determined to kill every man,
woman and child of the native inhabitants
rather than submit. For two years has the
conflict raged on these terms, until,
at last, there has been placed at the head of
affasirs Valmaseda, one of those butebers
who ropresents so  faitbfully the devil-in-
spired Spanish congquisdatores who wrought
auch evil in America; those evil genii wio
first possessed the fuir, broad American lund,
and who were expelled by tho Drakes and
Raleighs, who preluded onr Washingtons and
Grants, For two years we have stood by with
our arms folded, passively abetting, by the
ghamelul gileace of onur mighty voice, whose
lightest whisper would have been as effective
to forbid (hese things ns IHeaven's lightning is
to eplit monntaing, the consummatien of this
overwhelming crime, Now, let it be observed,
that since we commanded the French to depart
from Mexico we have virtually assumed, and
Europe has conceded to us, the whole moral
and physical guardianship of the American
Continent and islands. Europe has retired
from America; at least in this sense, that
never again will she dare to eend fleets and
armies to setile any Awmerican question, to
crown the scion of a dynasty er settle a boun-
dary line. We have assumed this guardian-
ship, but, unhappily, we have not entered into
the discharge of the duties thereof. Europe
has abdicated in America, and the great
republic has not yot assumed her func-
tions. And Spain takes advantage of
this interregnum to slay an American
people, and to outrage the justice of the
Almighty in deeds which make the whole heart
of mankind almost stand still with aoguish,
indignation and horror.

Suppose, new, Cuba were an island in the
Mediterranean—is it not cerlain that Europe
would have interfered long ago? It has
become fixed a8 n beneficent doctrine of the
public law of the Old World that no struggle
ghall degenerate into a war of exterminalion
without the peremptory intervention of the

sway on the new lands they defiled for centuries
by horrors that so appropriately crown their
long reign of durkness and sorrow, of crime
aud tearsand blood. Surely it is timo that thuse
things should cease ; surely there will come to
vs a retribution if we, who represent peace,
virtue, liberty and light, slamber se long while
the adversary is consummatlng his unholy
work.

The decigive moment has come. The new
Spanish King will not dare to ran counter to
the wicked Spanish determination to hold
Cuba at the cost of sacriflces, however heavy,
to the anclent Moloch eof thuir idolatry, And
President Grant has entered upon that
two years of critical time which will deter-
mine his re-election to the Presidency of the
Unlon he dld so mnch to save, and hls final
place in the history of the magnificent nation
whose headship Is the greatest prize that ever
fell to the ambition of mortal man. He wields

He must have been terribly beaten, Ten thou-
gand of his men and seventy-seven pieces
of artillery fell into the hands of the Germyns.
There is but little probability of the Army
| of the Loire taking the offensive again for
iweeks, if ever. We suggested yesterday that
its retreat to the left bank of the Loire and up
the river toward Bourges and Lyons would
be a necessity, The despatch merely con-
firms our opinion. It now remains to be seen
if Von Werder can get between De Paladines
and Lyons. If he can and does, the days of
the Army of the Loire aro numbered.
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OuRr ADVICES FROM SOUTH AMERIOA, by way
of Lishon, indicate the continued successes of
the rebels in the Argentine Confederation,
Montevideo was besieged by them and the
authorities of Buenos Ayres were negotiating
with their leader, General Jordan, Nothing
could be more fatal for the republic than the
overibrow of Sarmiento’s gevernment. 1t has
been the mast liberal and progreasive that the
Argentine Confederation has ever had. We
trust that fortane will not desert President
Sarmieato after all he has done to elevato his
country te the height att:ined by other nations

opportunity for striking at the franking privi-
lege—a refle of antiquity and absardity which
we deriv.d from tae British government at a
time when there were privileged classes among
the English people, but which has bsen long
since abandoned by that and every progressive
country but our own. For many years past
the abolition of tae franking privilegze bas
been u favorite idea with reformers, in Con-
gress and out of Conjress, and although
whenever the qaestion has baen presented to a
direct vote of either house the result has gene-
rully been in favor its abolition, still there has
aiways been fonnd a means of preventing final
action npon it by both housss. Last session a
bill passed the Hounse, with only thirtsen
opposing votes, for the r peal of the privilege ;
but that bili is still befora the Senate, with-
ont action, aund the use and abusa of
the frankng privileze is still possessed
and esjoyed. Tie chuirman of the Post Office
Com nitiee, Mr, Farnsworth, recognizing the
slimness of the prospect of the Senaie passing
that bill at ths pres:nt session, proposed a
plun by whish the President, the various de-
partments and the two houses should bave all
offi :ial correapondenca and decuments slampad
in order to bo carried frag thransh the mails,

while Senators and membors of Comgress,
whose docam+nts and speeches would thus ba
circulated without cost to them, should have
besides un allowanes of ons hundred dollars
for postaga on their correspondence at each
session, A majority ef the Ilouse, compris-
ing most of those who nie in earnest in their
opposition to the fravking privilege, took the
very sensible view that there was but little
reform in that measure, as it retained and gave

additional wvitality to the real ewil—
namely, the publication, at ‘enormous
expeuse, of public documents that are

of no practical valne, and only encumber the
mails, to the great embarrassment of the scr-
vice and to the disguat of the Posimaster
General, who sets down the annual deficiency
of nearly three mililons in the postal revenue
to that cause. The proposition was defeated.
Thereupon our Jersey Congressman, Mr, Hill,
who has assumed the champiomship of that
reform, moved to strike out of the bill all the
sections reiating to the franking privilege, and
that motion, which was equivalent to an abso-
lute repial of the privilege, was carrled by a
vote of ninsty-elght to seventy-nine., It will
thus be seen that the reform has been losing
ground sinca last session, when there were
only thirteen negative votes in the House on &
like proposition, which means, not that the
reform was any more cherished then than it is
now, but that the fall elections wers pending
and that that question might have its influence
on the result,

The House has two esnbjects specially
assigned for Tuesdiy next—tha report of
the Committee on Foreign AMiirs on the sub-
ject of Minister Washburn's official course at
Paraguay, and the General Amnesty act,
reported last seasion from the Recons!'ruclion
Committee. The firsl has ceased to b2 of any
public interest, or to have any practical bear-
ing. The last is of the deepest imporiance to
anll the people of the Southern States. We
hope that the bill will be so malured and
passged as to wipe away all technlealities on
the way to grace, and tbat an amnesty, in ils
fullest, broadest and most generous terms,
shall be, not offered to, but conferred upon, every
man in the South, burying forever ull hostile
feeling of party or section and cementing the
States in an indissoluble union or nation.lity.

From the Ontario outlet of the St. Lawrence
to Montreal the descent of the river is over two
hundred feet, embracing four or five picturesqua
and ex'ensive rapids, dangerous to descending
eraft and utterly impracticable to the ascend-
ing boat with the most powerful engines thaf
could be put en board, The lateral ¢cangls b};
which thess rapids gre surmounted afford,
therefore, ffe dhly channel for this upward
navigation. Hence the government holding
those canals bolds the navigation of the St,
Lawrence, and the o:ly eatisfactory soluticn
for our eight tribuiary Wesiern States ig
annexation.

Eurépenn Despatches by Muil—=The 0ild World
Driftiog to a Radical Chauge.

The European mail of the 26th of Novembor
supplies a varied and really impoviant history
of Old World events to that day. The
despatches exhibit Earopa surging and seath-
inz towards a mighly, and it may be radical,
change in its governmental sitnation. The
peoples were agitated and alarmed, their
rulera hesitating and distrustful. A variety of
impelling and peremp ory causes tended to
hasten a grand crisis. If we look, indeed, to
the varions capitals we perceive the existence
of unmistakable symptoms of the imminent
advent of very serious complications. From
Berlin away to Warsaw and thence te St.
Petersburg the military spirit was kept in
wonderful activity. Russia was aggregating
her troops, organizing armies, drilling, and
moving the military enthusiasm of the different
populations. Prussia waiched these mowe-
ments carefully and anxiously. Her agents
endeavored to anslyze their motives and
to estimate the exact value of the prepara-
tions. Thay performed their task skilfully,
no doubt, for we find in the mail reports
sufficient evidence to show that Bismarck
inclined towards an alliance with the Czar in
the event of a general Euaropean war.

Then, again, we have the Austrian Blue
Book. This executive and parliamentary
compilation affords knowledge of the fact that
the Vienna Cebinet had considered the Eist-
ero question, the Franco-Prussian.war diffi-
culty and the Italo-Roman action with very
deliberate care, and that the government of
his Apostoliz Maj sty had determined to treat
each, either singly or a8 a continuons whole,
exactly in the manner which, in the judgment
of his Ministers, will more completaly inure
to the benefit of the empire, both in the
present and for the fature. Austria is medi-
atory, but mediatory in the sanguine hope
that something beneficial will ‘‘turn up,”
either on the shores of the Black Sea, on the
Danube, the Pruth or the Tiber.

Cardinal Antonelli protruded the crozier, as
is usual with his Eminence in all cases of
surrounding international difficulty, among the
geeptres of the lay monarchs. The Cardinal

ghe was mistress of the situation. From
under the walls of Paris she contrelled the
destiny of the Porte.
