Oooitrich.Error to the Circuit Court for the District
Of mumachimetU..Ttiia is au aoUou against the
termer Collector of Boston to recover back tbo sum
trf f14,661, alleged to have been illegally exacted as
duties on certain bales of wool Imported from Cape
Town in June, 18«1. Tbo wool was bought by the
Importers of that place for little more tban twenty
cents per youud, aad was invoiced and entered at
(be purchase price. Tbo act In force at tbe time
.f tbe importation exempted from duty unmanu¬
factured sheepa' wool of ibo value of
twenty cents or less at tUe port of exporta¬
tion. The woel was bought some months beiore
shipment, and at the date of exportation had declined
In value at (Jape Town to less tnau twenty cents,
but the appraisers declined to make any aupra.se-
ment at less than the invoiced price, claiming that
they had no authority to do so. At the collector's
request, however, they made au uiioiriclal state¬
ment to htm that the wool, at prices then correal
at the place O' exportation, would bo free of duty.
In the court below the decision was tu.it, so far as
the collection of duties on the wool was concerned,
Its value could not bo considered less than its in¬
voice price, and the Judgment was for the defend¬
ant. lie plaintiff in error insists tbat it was clearly
lUi- intention of Congress that, in determining
whether the weoi was free or dutiable, the actual
value of the artiele at the port and period of ex¬
portation should govern, without reference to tue

eurcuase or invoice price; und it Is claimed
¦at was the practice of tbo department at

the time of this importation, according to a
decision of Hie secretary. The government insists
tnst the proviso of the act of lsfl? controls. It was
"Provided, nevertheless, that under no circum¬
stances shall the duty be assessed upon an anftunt
less than iho invoice or entered value, any law of
Congress to the contrary notwithstanding." By tbe
revenue laws, theiefore, the invoice is regarded net
as a mere bill ol parcels, bnt as a solemn statement
of the Importer, supported by oath, Indicating
tiic value of tbe imports; and it is conclusive upon
the importer, except wuere provision i* made to the
contrary, and no such provision is made for a case
wuere the actual value is less than the invoice
value. To the nbieetion that this contraction pro¬
duce.* great hardship it Is answered that the values
In reference to which duties are assessed are arbi¬
trary, and that any seeming hardship cannot be
rained »'d by this court.

The great counterfeiting case of seven-thirty

bonds came before Ci*niuisslouer Osborn yesterday
afternoon, the particu lars of which have been pub¬
lished in full in the Hb sald. It appeared from the
.vitience that llr. Willi, un A. brock way, who is also
known by the alias of William Spencer, was ar- I
rested some three years ivto, charged with printing

a large amount of seven-thirty bonds, and on that
occasion the evidence offe.'-ed on behalf of the gov¬
ernment proved insui!lcieu£ to convict him, and he
was discharged; but at that-time it came out in the
lesumony that Brockway.I us best Known cogno¬
men.promised, by all means in his power, to have
the plates tr< m winch the counterfeit notes were sup¬
posed to have been printed de Uvcred to the authori¬
ses. It Tras claimed t>y eouusiV for the defendant
ihat he did so, the government v'eaging themselves
that in regard to these panic ai u plates Brockway
would be freed from the consequences of any evi-
deuce.

action brocght under thtec separate allegations to
fMOttr the sum of $1,000. It appeared that the
4f#ej)0ftiit MMhn«s the niamtiff to work in his

ladies' Hat manaCacfactory, at $450 for six months,
commencing oa January 1, 1670, and fifty doHum
extra, provided, as the plaintiff alleged, the profits
of the bualucsa would afford It The plaintiff went
to work ander the alleged agreement, and received
for hla services the $450, and broaght salt to re¬
cover the extra flfty dollars, which constituted
the first item lu the comolalnt. It appeared
that the plaintiff, while in tho employment ol the
defendant, constructed an apparatus for moulding
and pressing ladies' hats, and which wax used in the
defendant's factory, and was an alleged improve-
meut upon the ordinary hand pressing of from three
to four dozeu of hats per day. For the use of this
apparatus the pialntitr sued tor the sum of $450, and
thi« constituted the second item in tlio complaint.
The third Item wuh for the sum ot $60J, on an al¬

leged agreement to tlie effect that the defendant
agreed with tho pialntitr to procure a paten for the
apparatus, but which he neglected and tailed to do,
In the mean time using the apparatus in his busi¬
ness, until the stylo of the ha».lor which It was con¬
structed went out of fashion, and whlcn de¬
preciated ltd intrinsic value. The defendant
admitted the hiring of the plaintiff at
$4&o for six months, and tirty dollars extra, pro¬
vided ne would keep sober and bo attentive to busi¬
ness: bat testified that the fifty dollars extra nad
nothing to do with the profits of the basiness; that
the plaintiff was very unreliable, and therefore not
entitled to the extra allowance. With reference to
the second Hem of $460, which whs for the use of
the apparatus, tho defendant testified that It cost
him much more to defray the expense of ho p'aln-
Uff while experimenting on It than nc over made by
it, and which way a failure, and consequently was a

loss to him. as to third item.J6oo damages fur an
alleged breach of contract in not Having the appara¬
tus patented.the Court excluded it, on the ground
that since the apparatus was not patented the pro¬
fits were too remote ior the Jury to get at any deiinite
sum. «
After the case was closed, Jtidgo Alker, in a brief

On the eth Inst, an election took place for direc¬
tors of the Grand Street and Newtown Railroad.
Mr. Frederic* Cocheu, a stockholder, alleges that ho
offered to voto on 3,325 shares ln|his .own name,
when hla vote was challenged, lie refused to take
the oath and theu offere 1 to vote on proxies of stock
made to htm. He was again challenged and his
vote was rejected on the grennd that the proxies
did not have the aitldavlts required in the case of
money corporations. Henry Hamilton's voto was
rejected on the same ground, and altogether 9,405
shares were ruled out.
Judge Pratt recently Issued an order requiring the

directors elected to show cause why the election
should not be declared null and vo.d and a new
election neld. The order was made returnable yes¬
terday, when the argument in the matter was post¬
poned until Tuesday uext.

that the weather would glow cold, so cold, Indeed,
that red noses would be tne rule in Broadway with¬
out the aid of any liquid stimulant to the
wicked inner man. "Why," said one of the head

[ salesmen of an uptown house ten days ago to a
mend who didn't waut to buy as large a bill of
goods as he did last season, when winter was not

t spring, "it's no use or you out of town folks talking;
you may have ycur troubles, but we have ours too.
This kind or weather will ruin us." During the
pa.-t few days the weather has certainly grown

i such colder than it was a week ago; yet
i.le out of town buyers have not come
u 9 to time, as It was anticipated they
yt ould. This is where the sc.ew is loote, and hence
th. we is considerable of a growl in curtain houses in
ttii icity who have got a heavy stock ot goods on
hab *i- which may prove a "dead letter"' to them if
win t'T should postpone its actual advent lor a lew
wee ks longer.
