Since my last communication to tlie Ukbald very
lime ot Interest has occurred worthy of geueral
attention.
The Constituent Assembly, called to take Into con-

sideiatiou certain reforms deemed necessary lo be
uiado in the constitution of the .state of Panama,
convened in this city on the 1st inst. Arter tbe
elcctiou of oilleers.Josi* do t'obregay, Pro.-.ident,
and Ituebuveiituru Asprllta, Secretary.tlie message
of the President of the Slate was read. judging
from tho document., the Assembly seems to be tur-
DLHlied with a rarie bluucho lo do or not do, as It
sees fit. Tho President, of course, appeals to t he
patriotism of the members to pass oil laws necessary
for the public good, uud to modify those requiring
ciiaugc. It is diitlcult for foreigners to sec what
benefit oan c'omo of this tampering a constitution
which Is probably quite as good as any new one will
be. The principal subjects reierred to by the Presi¬
dent in his message are the supplying of this city
with portable waier and the urranglLg of the malter
of contributions una tuxes for the coining year.
The press of this city havo censured President

Oaireoso verv seveiely for having lailed to complete
a contract with Mr. A. J. Center, of New York, for

tho supplying of Panama with water, to which I
have tu u previous letter referred.
The 28th ol November, beiug the forty-ninth anni¬

versary of the Independence of the isthmus, was
Celebrated with tUe usual enthusiasm.
Thedulnessof the Isthmus traillc to likely to be

enlivened during tho coming season by a great In-
crease of business from the central American re¬
publics. Tho Panama P.ailroa l Company havo
Increased their line of steamers from l'a urna to
the Central American coast to three steamers a
month, and 11 is their Intention, when the coffee sea-
hoq is fully opened, to put 011 a fourth. In connec¬
tion with this step the rate of freight on coireo from
Central America to England via the isthmus has
been largely reduced. Tne reduced freight and in-
creased lacilltles lor transportation will attract to
tno isthmus (he bulk of tho largo and lucrative
freight business now being carried 011 in sailing ves¬
sels between Central America and Ureat Britain and
tuo ConUnent and make up m a measure lor ine loss
tl.e railroad company sustained by me opening ofthe Pacific liailrood uud the Straits ol Magellansteamship line to i,i\ erpool.
The Pauarna Railroad Company's steamship Win¬chester, Cuplaiu A. O. Jones, from New York, ur-

nvod at this port 011 the &>th or November, and will
at once take her position 111 the Central Americanline. The Winchester came out In llity-seven days,fourteen hours and fifty-two minutes, runningtune, which is a remarkably line voyage.
About lie middle 01 November one of tho most

ftcwcesiotuis known 011 tins isthmus for manyyears past wan experienced on the Atlantic side.
A severe norther set in at Aspluwall about the JUtli

cf the mouth, accompanied by a very high tide and
contlnui'd until the night of the :4Jth, when iteiuied
in a frightful thiiiider storm. During the week the
wind sometimes blew a perfect gale, and all work
in the hurbor hud to be suspended. Ou tiio uioru*
lug 01 tho l*th ult. thePacliic Mail sleamstiip Arl-
zona, winch was moored to the company's wharf,
loading, hail to cut her liawsers nuu put to sea for
suiet.v, loailng a portion <>f her cargo 011 the dock.
All the vessels m lie harbor had to haul out to sate
anchorage grouud. Although the not liter lasted
with more or less severity lor six days, lortunately
not a single accident or lo-s ot iileer properly a lloat
i» recorded. 011 shore some wiiar\o.s and buildings
were sllghllv damaged. .

About tue same time unusually heavy ami con¬
tinuous r.»ins leli over the eniiro Isthmus, particu¬
larly in the Fori0 lielto mountains, ou tue Atiant.c
slope, where the river Ch.vgres lakes its nse. The
mountain streams becnuju swollen into torrents, tho
Ctiagres overflowed Its ounfcs arid in the neighbor¬
hood of Uueuavlsta inundated the country for nines
mound. The truck of tlie l'uuaina Hatlroud was
SUbmersM lor a dtsmnceof olght utiles between
Cautit and Sail Pablo stations.lit some places to (he
depth of thiee or lour leet. Ail iraiuc ou tno
road was suspended for nearly three days,
during wiieh time the flooded portion of
the track could be crossed only by means
of flat-cars or canoes. On Hie 22d ult. tho water
bad subsided to ine depth ol ouc to two feet. Tho
traillc was then rosuriied ami has not since been in¬
terrupted. No dumage was caused lo tuo Hue by
tlie storm beyond 0110 or two laud slides, which
were not ol serious Import, l or a couple of days
past tbe weather on tins side of the Isthmus snows
every indication of the near approach 01 the dry
season. North winds are blowing and tlie heavy
nky is gradually clearing up. The steamship Mou-
tuna, troin Sun Francisco, arrived here yesterday
morning, but her passengers have been detained
here till to-day us another severe normor was expe¬
rienced at Asplnwall yesterday which compelled the
steamship llenry Chauncey, which connects with tho
Montana, and other vessels to haul out lrom tuo
wharves into the stream for sulety. Notwithstand¬
ing tlie unusual quantity of rain which has fallen
this season, tlie health of the istumus continues 10
be remarkably good.
Captain Lucius Crooker has received his appoint¬

ment as United States inspector of Customs ou this
Isthmus.
The latest advices from the interior of this repub¬

lic contain nothing cf special interest. Humors still
existed tu iiogota about warlike preparations in
Ecuador, supposed to be inteuded ugaiust Colombia.
The late it periodicals from Uuayaqtul contain noth¬
ing to justify such fears.

Lima, Nov. 22, 1S70.
Since the departure of the last steamer for

Panama but little or interest lor foreign readers has
occurred in Pern. Congress, to whose proceedings
all look with great attention, has been occupied with
the discussion of air.tlrs relating to points of minor
local importance, and tbe country generally has
been very quiet. The rumors of sedition and revo¬
lution are becoming less defined, tno would-be
agitators appearing to be be convinced of the
lutliity of uny attempt to disturb the public peace,
admitting, it seems, that auy such movement against
the administration of Colunel Malta would be fol¬
lowed by speeuy ana crushing defeat. As lias fre¬
quently been mentioned in my correspondence,, the
President made at tho commencement of his term
of office, such disposition of the military rorccs as

to etlectlvely control tho whole army should any un¬
fortunate necessity arise for a like emergency.

"

l'or many years post a custom has prevailed In
every Congress to promote officers bv wholesale,
whether tueir service* merited reward or not, sim¬
ply for the reason of their personal Influence or of
the desire of the government, That such a custom
was highly pernicious is proved by the enormous
amount of money required every year by the War
Department to satisfy the claims of the innumerable
generals, colonels and subordinate officers living at
the national expense. Ihe present Coagress under¬
took to follow this t line-honored plan, proposing to
promote to aene.nlslilps a dozen or two officers who
had no claim whatsoever to the distinction; but the
government promptly sent a message In, dissuading
the Legislature from the attempt, and urging tli.it
only those who, by seniority or special service,
merited the premium, should bo so honored. It is
gratifying to state that this action was adopted, giv¬
ing another proof of the increasing good sense of
the representatives <,f the republic.
The multitude of que*tl> ns ol secondary impor¬

tance claiming the utteutlon or Congress made it
neces-ary to extend Die term of loo days grained
by tho constitution lor the sessions, and fitly more
working davs have been added to tliut number,
At the same time (be Seuators and members of tho
Lower tt.ju.-e rejected a bib. presented by some impe-

c unions deputy. Increasing the pay or members,
that remuneration continuing to lie at the rate of
ten soles per diem. In Lima, which Is universally ail-
nutted to be the most expensive capital lu America,
if not lu the world, owing to the difficulty of trans¬
portation and to ns non-producing character, such

a decision oil tbe pari ol Hie members not noted for
i heir woultli Is certainly to bo applauded. They all,

however, Improve tueir opportunities to obtain an
latere i in some government contract or oilier, and
the amounts sometimes procured iu this manner are
lar from Inconsiderable. i
The International Exposition, of which an account

bus been already given, was announced to open m
tins city during me coarse of next month; but,
owing to ttie difficulties encountered In the con-
Ktruction ot the buildings, it will probably be de¬
layed until rebruary or March. Tlie palace, as it is
culled, destined lor the purpose, will cost upwards
of a million or dollars, being exceedingly spacious
and of an imposing appearance. Already many
arilcles have arrived from Europe, tbe United Slates
and the neighboring republics of the Pacific, but
the war between France ami l'russa has uud a
perceptible ctl'ect on the quantity of goods ex-
peeled, in view or the reduced representation to
be mane bv Kngland and France it is proper to
again remind, especially the manufacturers in tho
United States ol agricultural Implements and ma¬
chinery ror Ihe use of sugar, rice and tobacco plan¬
tations, that tbe present Is an excellent opportunity
to exhibit their wares m a conutry as progressive as
Peru, and wnere American manufacturers havo
ulready an ens labie reputation.

Lima, Nov, 22, 1870.
The dates I have received from La Paz, up to tlio

Otli Inst., give fuller partloulars of the revolution
initiated by cieueral ltcndou again si tlio govern¬
ment of Melgurejo. in his proclamation Kendon
states tliat the despotic character of tlie adiniuls-
tratlou renders It necessary to overthrow the powers
that be, and he as a patriotic Bolivian undertakes
that agreeablo duty, ottering to restore the republic
to Its pristine purity and prosperity. Oi course this
was all humbug, the fact being that itendon
wa» la charge of the city of Potosi, and
Improved the occasion to secure tlio mint
situated In that place, also taking advantage
of the severe Indisposition or the President, who
was recovering from a dislocation of the leg. Aided
by some few troops whom he succeeded in seducing,
Kendon lortllied iiiiiisdr 111 the city of Potosi, tue
neighboring departments of Chuquisasa, Tarijaaud
isauta-uruz, giving m adhesion to rtie new aspirant,
lint hi the meantime the indomiiutilo energy of
Melgare.o, overcoming even bodily lullru.lty,
brought together the bulk ol the army and prevented
the strong departments of tne north uud centre,
together with the capital, La Paz, lrom Joining the
revolting sections. Astonishing his physicians and
l'rlouds ai.U suil'ering the most ucute pa n the
President mounted ins horse and appeared in tue
public pla/.a before his troops, exhorting them to
new victories, and on the ad Inst. mari-iiod against
the rebels. Up to the 8th only a few lives had boen
lost in some unimportant nkiiiiiialus. It is gene¬
rally believed that Melgaiejo wilt nam an easy tri¬
umph, as lie has the best ol the troops uud' r Imu, is
amply provided with all material ol war, and ts de¬
termined to linl-th the utlair in a lupid campaign.
His enemies, luiagnilug tuat his illness uout I pre¬
vent his moving and tliat wlthoui him the troops
wonld lose nil enthusiasm, ha\e beoa iuo»t un¬
pleasantly surprised. l'Uo rc mil m at be knowu
shortly.

CHILE.

The Coming Presidential Election*. i-Ueet* of
the European War.

Valparaiso, Nov. 10, 1870.
Great Interest is still tnanlfostea lu the coming

Presidential elections. There probably lias been no
time when the countty generally so strongly desired

a paoiile change of administration. The fact ol Pre¬
sident Perez having occupied the chair for two
terms, aud the unpopularity of many of his
acts and ohlef advisers, Increase tho wish
or the people. Still there appears to
bo no dauber of movements that would
disturb the publio peace. The great revolution in
I860 is yd too frosti lu the recollection of tho masses
to permit the thought or auother, save With somo
lew restless spirits who pine for change. No candi¬
dates are yet unnouueett, and probably will not be
until January, when the meeting of the united oppo¬
sition tactions lakes place.

DEATH ON THE RAIL.
The Fitful ('.llUlon on ¦¦ KbiIM Lltf-

r.ront oxcttement prevailed last night anil to-dayIn London, in niu- euueuoe oi report* that alarming
railway accident* had occurred one to tue upIrish mail trains irom. in« other to, the Irish specialtrain lrom Kuston to Holyhead, which lenves Londen
at live p. M. The train wan made up of lrom
twenty to twenty-live carriage* «ud two engines andtenters. A iuw mi uutes alter passing ut lull speedthe Harrow statiou iho passengers in t.t« centre
and eud or the train were alaruied by a shake so
violent aa to cause a very general personal collision,au<l which resulted in serious injuries te some flftjr
persons. There was an Immediate stoppage of tne

| train, ami the injure*] got out or their respectivecarriages as noon an possible. It wan then discov-| ered that the train had run Into the Inquire vans of
a goods traiu which had preceded the express, and

which had got disconnected lrom the otiier goods
vans through «oiue unexplained cause. The lore-
most i iigine was smashed aud its iruguieuts were
acatlerea in ail directions, Tne second engine lay
upou its aide still hissing aud blowing, the wheels
tearing up the ground ail arouml. The fl at car¬
riage was reduced to a complete wreck. The driver
ol the first engine was nowhere to l-e Inund.
It was believed tnat lie mu-.i nave been Willed
msiaiiiaii' ously. The cairiage nearest tiie second
eugiiie presented a »lu>citiug spectacle. Jammed
between portions ot its wreck was the houy of a
gentleman who seemed to have been caught across
the bo ly aud sqiu ez. d to d nth. In the second car¬
riage lrom the nginc werj lotiuil two passengers in

a pitiable condition, one of i hem lunging froui the
ceiling. Allot Iter passenger waa found lvingou tne
line with a severe wound In his Bead. A lads aiao
lost her ure. It waa believed that these made uptile full number ol persons killed, the serious ac¬
cidents aro, however, vor.. numerous. Among the
pas-augers badly injured were a ergeant and u prl-
vale of the .second regiment. The tortunatos who
escaped with only a severe shaking wer Mr. M.
Feeiy, of Dork, ami Mr. P. it. DeverHl, of Dublin.
Tilcue geuticiu'ii, w ith all the other persons who es-
c^ped unhurt, wero brought bac.\ to London us soon
ad the line waa cleared.
