A despatch from Gambetta asks Laurier to an-
Bounce that he (Gambetta) had asked for an
armistice t0 enable the Natlonal Assembly to
be elected, and requests that Pavre be permitted
1o leave Paris Lo consult bis collesgnes and conduct
the negotiations. He admnits he has lost hope in
prosecuting a sucoessful struggle, and has no ex-
pectation to aefend Tours. The Army of the Loire
bad veen bealen in 'detall, and Gambetts declines
the responsibility of a further struggle or of maklng
peace. The Assembly, he saye, must decide.

Gambetta Applies for an Armistice.

The first movement was an attempt to turn the
German left, which was partially succesaful, the
French carrying Guilonville, Terminier, Vilepain
and Faverolles

THE BATTLE NEAR ORLEANS—FRENCH DEFRAT.

The next day the Germans advanced heavy forces
against the Sixteentn corps, A desperate engage-
ment ensued, which continued all day, for the pos-
sesgion of the village of Souzy, the French holding
the place, Finally, on Saturday, the Fifleenth corps
sttacked Chevilly, and the Twentieth corps Chil-
leurs. Both were defeated, and, retreating, crossed
the Loire, the Fliteenth corps proceeding te Or
leans, and the Twentieth to Gargeau.
