In he
Jewish quarter there has long been permitted a tax
wi provisions tor the Kauai; and a tew years ago
the Kagal succeeded m persuading the city authou-
liej-- to remove the public UsU market to that quar¬
ter thus laying th« excise on the whole community.
This tax, liiilsft", was farmed out by the city coun¬
cil lor £340. One might almost think Juduism the
ritate relhrion there.

T»K KAOAT.
The Kagai maintains it* authority by means of

.uch taxes, ana by severe punishments inflicted by
Uie betb-din. Tliose include forbidding Intercourse
01 the neighbors with the condemned, prohibiting
turn to ply his trade, preventing his wile from purl-
tying herself with the bath, and excommunication.
Am he who transgresses one Utile transgresses the
whole law, excommunication is threatened lor very
slight oilences, and, in a town almost wholly Jew¬
ish, it is really civil death. Sometimes, as oc¬
curred a few mouths ago at Shkloff, actual physical
punisnments arc used. In that case, a woman sus¬
pected of Improper luilmacy with a man, suspected
only, for the Ksbblnlcal court has no rules of evidence,
was beaten plmost to death, and driven naked
along the public street. Jn cases or great obstinacy
the arm oi the civil power is sometimes called iu;
and to prevent an appeal t.a the civil conns from its
decisions, the oeth-din takes good care to liav< the
parties sign beforehand, on .stamped paper, docu¬
ments which would prevent such action. The
author accuses the Kagai of buying up government
oiUcjalB, to make them wink at any stretch of power
ln their proceedings.

LoCAIi SOCIETIES.
The local brotherhoods or societies are powerful

akents of the Kagai. The author divides them
into learned, whose object Is to expound
the Talmud, Industrial or trade* unions, re¬
ligions and benevolent. The chief benevolent
tocietles are tho.-e for buying up captives and
the burial societies. As no Jews are held in bon¬
dage, the obji us of the llrst oi these can ouly be
gucsat d .it. Burial societies were instituted because
tt'i; clei*y are forbidden to perform funeral rites,.which ar" considered secular and unclean works

Thes ¦ societies
become often instruments oi great oppression and

The local authorities could do nothing to assist her,
but wore compelled to assist the Xagai to collect the
ta ;, on the ground that in matters relaung to tho
communal liabilities of Hebrews, the Kagai was a
government institution.

ENGLISH 8P0RTI8G GOSSIP.
IiIMih uf Two Celebrated How*.Wild Day.
NU-Hil I'edWree.Emblem, Winner of the
Urand NimIodhI Nteeplp f Hmhc, Miot.

LONDON, Dec. 3, 1870.
On Sunday last Wild Dajrell, winner of tbe Derby

In ih65, wan found (lend in nis box at Chilton, near

Huugerford. Ho was only eighteen yearaof ago,
having lienn bred In 1S52 by ion out of Ellen Middle-
ton, a daughter of the famous Bay Mlddleton. Of
bis birth the well Known sporting writer, "The
Druid," lately deceived, says:."When a colt ap¬
pealed, between twelve aud ene A. M., the butler
wan rung up and rushed to the scenc with his night¬
cap on his head and a bottle of wine In his hand;
and as it was ncccssary to remove the
little stranger Into a wanner lox he got

a wheelbarrow and insisted upon ''wheeling the
winner of the Derby for once In my life." There
was nothing in that speech, but when Rickaby got
homo to his cottage, about Ave on that April morn¬

ing, he assured hla wife that there must be some¬

thing remarkable lor good or evil about tnat coll, as
he had just sesn the strange sight of a wild duck
and a wild drako actually sitting on the quickset
hedge, clone by the high road- That morulng*was,
lnde: >1, a remarkable one In the annuls or Llttlucote.
It hailed the first blood cult that Mr. Popham had
ever possessed, and the first that Kickaby ever

trained; aud the latter was never at Epsom la his
lire till he fulfilled the threat of "bringing the money
away." The colt, a very big one, so pleased the eye
of Loru Lennox that he gu c 50) guineas tor him;
but in a trial he performed ho badly that hi lordship
sold him at Tattersall s to the breeder lor b us ihan
ball the sum he huu given for turn. He had soon
cuuse to repent of Ills precipitation, lor Wild
Dnvrell made great improvement as times went on,
and at tUe Newmarket Hrst October meeting, when
lie stood sixteen hands two inches, he cantered
away with a sweepstakes of fifty sovereigns each,
T. V. C. During tne winter lie ^ut on .splendidly in
Ins Derby preparation, and In a trial with Jack
Sheppard aud Gameiad beat both with the greatest
ease. a\ tills time ills markot price was loo lo 7,
but the ring, believing he had no chance, laid
against him with the greatest ardor, so that the
process or "getting out" brought the horse to a
very short price long before the fall of the tlug on
Epsom Downs, tne more especially as the field no
had to mcoi was a remarkably "rotten" one. ills
most notable probable opponents.St. Herbert and
Lord or the Isles.had run such a fearful race for
the Two Thousaud Guineas tnat the former could
not go to the post, wmle the latter had ruined liis
change. Of the other horses eiigaifed Lord
Derby's favorite, Do Clare, broke down on the
Sunday before the race; aud another well known
animal, Rifleman, had to bo scratched. The conse¬
quence was that Wild Dayrell won with the most
ridiculous ease: but he injured himself so much that
be was afterwards comparatively worthless on the
turf, though he was "patched up" suuiciently to win

a race at York; but finally orokc down In the Don-
castor Cup. won by the great Rataplan. At the stud
be was not a brilliant performer, and was chietlv
known for getting brilliant two-year-olds who would
not be trained; but his son buccaneer is one of the
greatest sires of the day, and has a tremendous rep¬
utation in Austria, where he is stationed. Of bis
progeny Buccaneer won the Royal Hunt Cup at
Ascot; Hurricane the One Thousand Guineas;
Horror was third to Thormanby in the
Derby, 1880; Wild Oats ran a dead heat wuh
I'ero Gomez (second lor the Derby and
winner of the St. Leger last year), for the Criterion
Stakes, aud or the others, iscuia, The Itoe, Romping
Girl, Wild Moor, Wild Agnes, Molly t'arcw, Moon¬
beam, Sea King, Tne Rake and Avalanche.
Emblem, the winner of the Grand National steeple

cha.-e aud other Important races, was recently shot
by order of her owner, Lord Coventry, on account or
ber lutlrmltles. She was bred in lUOtl by Teddington,
winner or the Derby, out or Miss Botr.y, and was
purchased by Lord Coventry for 300 guineas after
she had run several tun s en th<* fiat. In mis class
of race she never shone, and she was accordingly
trained for the "jumping business," and for some
time followed hounds. In this line htc attained ex¬
traordinary excellence, and wound up a series of
brilliant performances by winning tho Grand Na¬
tional in lsdi in the following season Lord
Coventry did not send her over the Liverpool
country, and wa9 represented bv ber own
sister, Emblematic, who, strangely enough,
also won. In 1*65 he sent out bota to do battle
for him in the Grand National, and Emblematic
finished tli rd to Alclblade, white Emblem was a
splendid mare, with the heavy weight ot 1 7*; pounds
on her back. She afterwards carried off the Grand

Father Fnrrell'a LcrMirc on W, Iiawrrnrc
O'Toolf, ArchUin!ii>it of Dublin, in tbo
Twelfth Crntmy.
One of the most interesting and iiiBtmctive lec¬

tures In connection with the history of the Irish
Church during tlio Middle Ages was delivered last
evening at St. Bernard's charch, Thirteenth street,
to a densely crowded audience, who, lor upwards
of an hour, :istened to the learned and accomplished
lecturer with the deepest attention. Father Healey,
the respected arid zealous pastor of St. Bernard's
church, o^cenned the altar and announced that the
distinguished young Irish artiste, Mile. RosaD'Erlna
(Miss Hose O'Toole), had kindly consented to preside
at the organ, and would sing the following sacred
selection* of music, viz.:."Ave Maria," Chcrubini;
"Angels Ever Bright and Fair," Handel; "Ecee
Funis," Onerublnt; "Ave Maria," Oonnod;
graud march for the organ, Rosa D'Grlna.
The above selections were rendered by tue fair artist*
In the true style of sacrefl compositions, and created
mnongthe audience quite a sensation. Possessing

a splendid soprano voice ol great culture aiKi capa¬
ble of the most varied moduiations.lt seems spe¬cially adapted to the sublime music of tlio Catholic
Church.
The learned lecturer commenced his discourse by

a rapid review of the state of Ireland lrom the con¬
version of Ireland by bt. Patriot to the Invasion or
Ireland by the Danes, and described In beautiful
language the noble eirorts of the Irish race to throw
oir the Danish yoke, whlcu eirorts were crowned
with triumphant success at the battle of Clontarf,in 1073, by the great King Brlen Boiroliuhe. Comingto the subject of his lecture, Father Fan ell described
the great virtues and sanctity of St. Lawrence
O'Toolo, but told his audience that his object was
to present the great saint to them as a noble speci¬
men of a great irishman struggling for the freedom
or his fatherland, Relerrlng to the selcbrated Bull
of Adrian IV., in which he is alleged to have made a
grant of Ireland to llenry II.. of England,the able lecturer disputed Its authen¬
ticity on the authority of Abbe Macgeoghe-
gan and other distinguished historians. In
a strain of the purest and most fervid eloquencehe gave a rapid epitome of the great labors of the
Saint and of his opposition to the gross misrepre¬sentations of the English Court as to the state of
Ireland at the Court of Rome. Father Farrell made
an admirable reference to the perpetuation of the
grand old Irish name, O'Toole, in the fact that the
splendid voice thoy heard reverberate turough
the sacred edifice was that of Rose O'Toole, de¬
scended from the same noble family, and who would,through the music ol her native bind, renew the
aaclent glories of Ireland in a foreign land.
At tne conclusion of the lecture the audience

manifested their delight by tho most enthusiastic
applause, and we can truly add that a more instruc¬
tive and highly interesting lecture, exhibiting the
most perfect acquaintance with the ancient historyor lrelund, it has never been our pleasure to
listen to.

SEIZURE OF A LA1GE QUANTITY OF FENUN ARMS AND
MUNITIONS OF WAR.

(From the Detroit Post, Dec. 1ft.]Testerdav aiternoon the United States authorities
In this city received apparently reliable tnlorraatlon
as to the whereabouts of a large quantity ot arms
und munitions ot war, which belonged to the Fenian
Brotherhood, and wnich had been sent here last
summer ;or use in the contemplated raid on Canada.
A search warrant was immediately Issued, anil
Deputy Marshal harry Blauchard, assisted by Depu¬
ties Ai void, Uarllett and bullivau, proceeded, utiout
live o'clock, to the house of James llollhan, corner
ofltivard and Franklin streets, where the articles
were said to bo located. Holihan was found on the
premises, and a warrant lor ins arrest having been
previously issued lor violation of tho neutralitylaws, ho was taken Into custody. A
search ot tho house was then made, and,
slowed awav under tne beds In bedrooms, and
In closets and garrets, were found a large number of
guns, Ac. They were Immediately taken possession
of under a warrant authorizing tlieit seizure, and
were taken to the Uiuted Htatc-t Marshal's oillce to
i:wuit the action ot the Court in the nuttier. There
wt i\j found in llolihan's house altogether upward of
iiOo stand of arms and eight cases of Fenian uul-
i rms.
The guns are apparently new, and are a superiorbreech-loading rule, lliey aro furnished with bayo¬

nets, and are complete m every respect. They navo
beeu well kept, are nicely polished and In good
order. It Is not known where these guns came from.
They may have ben purchased abroad, or, m >ro
likely, they are a United States arm made over. Tho
Fenian uniforms were new, and had never been un¬
packed irom the cases. Tiiey consisted of dark pan¬
taloons and the ordinary army blouse or green cloili.
The packages were directed to Mr. llollhan, but tho
point from which they were shipped could not be
ascertained.

It is understood that llollhan is tho treasurer of
the Fenian Brotherhood m this city, and that he had
cbarge of these war outtits as such otllcor. They are
supposed to have l>con sent licre la^t spring, previ¬
ous to O'Aeil's raid, uud their duouYcry. with uhat

of 500 nioTe rifles which were round at another placf,
hikI vera to ba brought in at a late hour urn night,
gives color to ttio Miory which was current at the
time that an expedition wus fitting out here lor ope¬
rations to tliu adjacent parts of (Canada. It will be
remembered that at that tune pretty definite details
ol the proposed expedition were known. The United
States authorities then received information an to

t ie phiire where the arms were stored; but the Fe¬
nians eluded their vigilance and removed the arms
before search could be made. In all probabmty the
Miles seized yesterday were part of the same lot
which wore then reported to be secreted in a certain
barn In the Eighth ward.

IEWEHEXT UOl'SHS 0.1 FIBE.

At twenty-live minutes pan twelve o'clock this
morning lire broke out in one of the two four Btory
tenement houses over the 1'benix Plaster Mills, Tenth
avenue and Thirteenth street. The Jlames soon

spread through both buildings and completely
gutted them. The consternation produced among
the occupants of the houses when the alarm
was llrst given was extreme, and the shrieks of the
women and children, crying out for help, soon

brought a large number of persons to the street in
front of the burning buildings. One of the
houses was supplied with fire escapes, by
means of winch the inmates were en¬
abled io get down without serious danger;
but lu the other, it having no lire escape, were It not
for the extraordinary exertions of the llrcmeu In
using the ladder there must have been loss of life.
