A Pretext for King Willlnm,
| Now that King Willlam has a firm grasp
¥n France it does not seem likely that he will let
if he can help it, Although he came to the
with only a bare hope of saving his side of
Rhine frontier from French encroachment,
e Isnot very likely te be satisfied with that con-
E:m.ﬂan alone. He has tasted victory and
appetite of conquest is upon him, and it is
ordinary human nature te satiefy it to the full.
Jt Is German human nature especially. It is
one peculiarity of the national character to
boM on with bulldeg tenacity to ‘what they
get. With the rich empire of France in his
grasp; the palaces of Versailles; the pleasures
of Paris; the wine countries of Champagne,
Burgundy and Medoo; the grand fortresses of
Strasbourg, Metz, Havre and Paris ; the rich
mmanufactories of Ronen, Lyons and Bordeaux ;
the immense granaries of good things repre-
gented by the name of France, and, hesides all
these, with the entire military resources of the
pnly enemy he had to ®ar in his power, is it
likely that King William will put them all
awsy on tho return of peace? Will he give
up all France for Alsace and Lbrraine, or will
he give back all the conquests he has made for
an indemnity? Not if he has any pretext
whatever upon which to hold his spoils against
the outerying voice of Christendom.

The pretext already presents itself. Louis
Napoleon is im Germany a prisoner, at the
head of nearly three hundred thousand of the
flower of the old French army, all prisoners.
They love France, but they scorn the re-
public. It may occur that King William
will insist upon the restoration of the Bona-
parte dynasty, and Napoleon himsalf, or at
feast his Empress and her son may march into
the capital of France, escorted by these three
hundred thousand soldiers and their marshals,
MacMahon, Bazaine, Canrobert, Lebeeuf, and
re-establish the power and pageantries of
the empire, With this restoration King
William can very reasonably insist upon
keeping at least one hundred thousand Ger-
man troops in France, and the Regency
would very readily accede to the proposi-
tion? These hundred thousand Germans,
pupported as they will be by the whole military
power of the German empire, within a day's
march of the French capital, would be the
arbiters of peace among the French people.
They would protect the Regency, repress the
“‘reds,” curb any alarming growth of military
power, and, ina word, under pretence of pro-
tecting Germany from another invasion and
reconstructing France, they would render
erippled France marely a tributary of victo-
rious Germany,

Furs and the fur Trade.

We publish to-day a very interesting account
of the regions from which come the costly
furs which supply onr market and decorate
the besutiful forms of our ladies. The rough
story of the frapper's life, the dangers and
hardships involved in procuring the skins of
those thousands of tiny animals like the mar-
ten, for instance, a dozen of which is required
to make one muff, is well told. The hunter,
too, must follow the meose, the elk, the musk
ox, the bear, the woll, the otter, the ermine
and the black fox; for the skins of all these
animals enter into the fur trade. Some of
them command large prices, and, as we know,
to clothe a lady in the most expensive snit of
these articles makes a bole in a respectable
fortune,” Our fur trade has been wvery dull
this winter, owing to the pleasant temperature,
and the fur merchants are complaining sadly.
TIn fact, there has been up to this time no
retail trade at all in furs. DBut the present
¢old snap will probably brighten the prospect
for the fur dealers. The history which we
give to-day of the Hudson Bay.Company and

e whole fur-producing country of the North-
wost will be read with interest, coming as it
does from our correspondent, who writes in
the midst of the snow and the haunts of the
wild animals and the lodges of the trappers
who supply our market with this indispensa-
ble article.

Disaster to a Britivh Vessel of Obsorvation—
Foundering of n War Steamoer.

Buceess of the National Loan—Four Times
the Amount Subsoribed.

The new loan has met with great sucoass.

Terms ot the Lonn. 4

The arrangements for the tssae of the new German
loan were completed in Derlin on the 20th of Novem-
ber. With the consent of the Prusian Parlia-
ment It was decided that of the loan of 100,000,000
thalers 50,000,000 were to at be once lssued
at five per cent. The Prussian government 1s bonnd
to redecm the notes In five years; but it reserves to
Itself the right of gradually paying off the debt at
an earlier date, Besides the ordinary thaler notes,
some are issued at a pouna sterling to suit the Eng-
lish market. The loan instead of being taken up
entirely by one banker, is divided among several
houses, neluding the Seehandlung—a semi-oimiclal
Institution, which dates 1ts origin from Frederick
the Great. Thirty-four million thalers were allotied
before December the 1st, and 17,000,000 reserved
for the same purehasers. The loan i lssusd to the
public at 95, the subscribing bankers paylug 02 .

It nppears from the diplomatic ecorrespondence
recently transmitted to Congress that In February
last Baron Gierolt sent to Socretury Fish tho contents
of a contldential note from Count Bismarek, wherein
he urged the importance of combined measures on
the part of the maritime Powers for the exterming-
ton of piracy In Cninese waters, The Baron also
Atated Wist the Britsh Admiralty had given orders
tothe naval commander in Ching to co-operute for the
object mentloned, secretary Msh, on March 81, in-
formed Buron Gerolt that the President had taken
great pleasure in complying with the request of
Count Bismarck, by durccting instructlons to be
Isaned  from the Navy Depariment to  Admirnl
Rogers, The co-operation of Admiral Rogers ana
the forees under s command wonld, however, be
Hnuted to eases of recognlzed piracy. He was in-
gtrucied o proceed tn such o way ad not to wound
the seustillitiesol tho governmens of China or to in-
terfere with the peaceful puoliey toward China In
Which the government of North Germaoy and tuat
of the United States so happily agree.
