It was the oviglaal Intentton of the party, an la-
toution subscqnently carried into effect, to make the
Unton Pocele Mairowd the base of thor operations
and to pursue thelr mvestigations by several expes
ditivns of one or two hundred miles north aud south
of tho road 1o the Docky Mountmn country. The
firkt o these Journeys was nndertaken early in
July Irom Fort MePhersonm, Neb., to explore the
Loup York sod Niobrara river region, where the
recent ertlary deposdis are well deyveloped and
abournil in the remalus of extinet aonimals, As the
country 1o be wruversed hao pever been visited by
‘white men and was in the begrs of the bostile Indien
region, 11 wits necessary Lo provide w strong esvort,
with efictent guldes.  The escort consisted of a
company of the Fifth cavalry, uoder Lientenant
Redlly, and the guides were the Pawnee Indians and
