AN ACCUSED MILLloNNAIKE.
After a number of small cases had been disposed

of the case of the "People vs. Mrs. l'fielps" came

cases that probably ever came up oeiore this Court.
011 Tuesday afternoon last Mrs. Elizabeth Phelps, of
4t> Kast Twenty-third street, the wile cf one or the
richest residents in Now York, and who has been re¬
puted lor her wealth as well as for Her benevolence,
and charitable Inclinations, entered Macy's store, in
Fourteenth street and Sixth avenue. At this timev the store appears to have been crowded almost to
excess. Wnile in Here she was charged by Margaret
iiroity with

STEALING A QUANTITY OF CANDY
of the value of about thirty cents. Mrs. Phelps, as
the wife of a milllouualre, as might naturally be sup¬
posed. repudiated the calumnious charge, but despite
this she was compelled 10 appear before Justice Cox,
at the Jefferson Market Poiice Court, before she
could obtain a release from custody, as already
siuted in these columns.

Mr. Havid Dudley Field and his son attended on
behalf of Mrs. i'helps more as mends than in the
capacity of her legal advisers, Mr. Macy oeing rep¬
resented by Mr. Knox.
The nrst witness sworn was Margaret Grotty, a

handsome. Intelligent looking brunette, who stated
that Mrs. i'helps came Into the store 111 the depart¬
ment in which she was engaged and took up a
quuutity tws packets--ol candv, and after nrst
placing it on the counter before her she covered it
up with another parcel and her muff. Subsequently,
continued the witness, Mrs. i'heips took two bon¬
bon boxes and avked the price of them alter they
were tilled, and while she was puttiuir up the
bonbons Into the boxes she saw Mrs. Phelps stoop
down, pick up u piece 01 white paper and wrap the
candy in it; she next came to Mrs. Phelpsand told her that she had taken the candy in
question; but this the other denied; after 11 short

I time, sue maintained, she saw Mrs. i'helps drop me" package of candy from her person, where she Dad
secreted It; li dropped three iect from the counter;

¦ha went to the superintendent and told her that a
lady bad stolen some candy and requested her to see
to the matter.

MRS. PHELPS WAS VKRY INDIGNANT,and told her who she was and where she lived; on
consulting -the 'Directory she found that this In¬
formal Ion was correct. witness suggested to sendfor some one, arid Mrs. Phelps mentioned several
names, bnt afterwards said she would prefer to gobeiore a police justice, which she did. in cross-ex¬
amination tnls witness admitted that a great
many ladles were sent to the police station
on charges or theft, and that It was the
practice In Mr. Macy's business to arrest
any one found stealing goods; she had a certain In¬
terest in (tie business, was uot a partner, but had h
commission troin the Arm. Sho wouid not swear
that the store was not crowded at the time or ihatthe carriages were uot three deep outside the store.
On the wUole, couflltlfrfhg Luc extent of the ex aim-,
nation cyndfltted by Mr. Field. Sr., lor noarfyhull an hoar, Mrs. i.aforge maintained her seil-pos-sc.-sion and made but few mistakes,

Mr?. Phclns was next placed upon the stand and

fave her evidence with coolness and determination,
went out, she sain, on the day mentioned, with

the Intention of purchasing a tew pieces of box
edglug, or "box," as li is generally termed, and for
this purpose I visited a Mr. Wuson, a florist tu Fqilr-
teeuth street. Alter seeing several sorts I took h tow
sprigs, which he wrapped up In paper for ui^.

seeing a piece of nice while paper on he floor, I
stooped to pick it up, hud re-wrapped the evergreenin it. Holding my mull' in one hand, and trying to
hold this p.trc<l also. 1 took out my pocketbook to
pay her lor the rionbons, when this package
dropped; and before I knew anything about l no
matter In question bite

ACCUSED ME OF STEALING
a package of enndy. I w»- very indignant, and

asked for Mr. Macy. She took me to au oillce and
toid another person that she had seeu rue take ii off
the counter. After this Mrs. Phelps staled that for
the time being sue was so thoroughly taken by
surprise that she could not remember to w horn to
send for the moment, she was told that if she did
not send for some one she would hav* to accompany
an officer to Jefferson Market, and that if there bail

Judge.Mrs. Phelps, did you take thocandy ?
Mrs. Phelps.If I am in my right senses I never saw

it nor touched it. I have no doubt tnat tins w nuess
Grotty believes what slio has said, nut it was doubt¬
less owing to the falling <»f the package of sprig i
that tne whole mistake had arisen.
Judge Dowtmg said that iroin tho evidence ad¬

duced before h:in there was uo doubt that the mat¬
ter was a mistake, but thai in the disposition ho
was about to make of the case lie Wished It to be
clearly understood that it ought in no way to reflect
upon the character ol the witnesses. It was a case
in which the principal witness oolievcd in her mis¬
take, and as her reputation was her capital he
would ruther, If there should be a toss, that it tell
upon Mrs. Phelps, who could afford It better than
the others. In his opinion the witnesses, though
mistaken, believed thev were in the right; out iroin
the evidence taken, cimpiiug it witn tho high cha¬
racter or Mrs. PhelDS and her charitable and benev¬
olent teadencles.and character always spoke in
favor of a person in court.the only conclusion he
could arrive ui was a full dismissal of the case.
Mrs. Phelps, who was splendidly attired in a deep

velvet costume and wearing heavy furs, then leit
the court, accompanied by her friends.

IKE HICK WALL HOEROH.

Peril* of the Itbutiniippl.Nuagffing of the
Steamer Kick Wall.Over Oue Hundred
Lives IiOHt.(iraiihic Account of the Ulaaxtrr.

[Memphis (Dec. 22) despatch to the lio.ston Evening
Times.]

Passengers who arrived here lo-nlght from below,
among whom is one of itie passengers of the Nick
Wull, fgive t lie following details of the accident to
that boat on Sunday night, which resulted in the
death of over oue hundred passengers. lhe Wall
si ruck the snug at half-past ten on tne night named
and .sunk in less than ten minutes 111 lorty leet of
water. Her hurricane roof lading in from the Im¬
mense weight thereon made prisoners or the cabiu
passengers, thereby preventing their es¬
cape. Mr. Montehutclier, tho passenger men¬
tioned, states that at the time named eight
or teu passengers'were sitting about the stove whea
they felt the shock. He then ran out of the door of
the cabin, and was about to return when the cabin
roor caved in, dashing barrels, wagons, ploughs and
other articles mio the cabin, where everybody had
rusfced wno could get out of their staterooms.
Mr. Moiitenntcher's further statement is as lol-
Iowh:.I was thrown against the smokestack on
sutrooard, as tue steamer was then lading on her
larboard side. I was twice pulled back by tue hair,
and, In the tnird attempt made, sume one caught me
by the leet, in the struggle to save himself, and pulled
my shoes olf. 1 linaliy managed to gain the hurricane
deck, and then saw no eartnly chance for escape, as
the roof was by this time crowded, and every oue was
seeking for something on which to float. The boar,
was by this time under the wat^r; nothing remained
out but the hurricane roof and the pilot house. Tho
wreck was still floating down the river, and we did
not know what moment she would sink. Women
were screaming for husbands and children, and
children for parents. Just as we thought all hopes
were gone we saw the lights oi a boat coming
up the river, and every one that could shouted
for assistance. James Vandervorst, assistant
pilot, lighted a piece of paper in the pilot house,
snowing it as a signal of distress. In uoout fifteen
minuies the lriendl.v boat floated alongside and
made last to the wreck, when a staging was thrown
out and all that were able got on board the Semi-
hole. Alter she came alongside Vandervorst and
Richard Dill, the porter of the ill-fated steamer, cut
through tiie hurricane roof and found Mrs. Roe, the
captain's wife, weuged In among a lot of barrels,
boxes, Ac. She was brought Into the cabin of the
Seminole, and after great exertions showed signs of
liie and is now doing well. The dead were then
brought in. The scene beggars desjrlpt.on. There
were uliout twenty five killed, but 1 cannot tell now
many were wounded. Mr. Taylor, from some part
of Missouri, who was rooming with me. is among
the dead. He had retired about Ave minutes before
the accident happened. A gentleman, with his
daughter and son-in-law, the last two just married,
are among the dead. They intended to get oil' about
one mile below the wreck. The Sick Wall lies
aground about four miles below Worlhon 1'oint,
where she struck. The number of lives lost by
the accident cannot be ascertained. Sixty or more
deck passengers went on board at this place. Seve¬
ral of these, in the midst of the terror oi the scene,
leaped overboard and were drowned. Many were
taken from the water by life bouis. The Seminole
passengers say that Captain Montgomery came up
to the wreck and touched It so lightly and gently
that there was not the slightest perceptible shock.
Then the lifeboats almost immediately surrounded
the Nick Wall. Captain Montgomery not only ex¬
hibited coolness and skill, but nis kindness was un¬
bounded. The steamer Paragon passed the wreck
of the Nick Wall about two hours alter the accident
occurred, and the captain, ollicers and crew ten¬
dered the unfortunate people taken from the wreck
every possible kindness. Those going down the
river were taken by the Paragon to their destination.

Economy, Aernrery and Despatch in Trani-
mitt in? Mcasagei.

Major Bolton'a Numeral Code-Its Advantage*
Over the Xorse System.Saving to

Bonder* of Messages.General
Economy and Despatch.

Major Frank Bolton, of the lloyal Engineers of
Qroat Britain, Superintendent of the Army and
Navy Signalling rorps, and Inventor of the flashing
lights for night signalling, baa, after many year* of
arduous labor, aided by some of tho bent minds of
England and a large staff of clerks, Invented and
perfected a complete telegraphic code of the English
language, which compresses telegraphic epistles
Into sentences and sentence* Into words. When we
reflect upon tho extent to which telegraphic com¬
munication ban superseded the Pout Office for all
business purposes, snd that In process of time Uio
Post Office will be us;d exclusively to convey domes¬
tic and sentimental news from one |>oliit to another,
we can begin to understand the boon Major Molton
has conferred upon mankind In coinpreaslng nil onr
telegraphic "says" into ho small a compass that
rrom 60 to 4oo per com can be saved upou each mes¬
sage.

This, when translated Into tin- language which la
said to be most appreciated by our nation, means so
many dollars or cents saved upon each message,
which reduction, however, win in no wise diminish
the legitimate income of tho companies, because,
like ail genuine improvements, it is twice blessed.
"It blesseth tit in that give* and lilm that takes."
The telegraph wires will be more used because the
cost of using them will be lessened to consumers,
and therefore reach a large circle of people who
could not avail themselves of so expensive a me'-
<1 lum (if transmitting their thoughts until Major
Bolton with his telegraphic code placed It within
their power do so. Now, how is this twofold ad¬
vantage to be given.reduction of price to tho
sender without lessening the incomes of the com¬

panies ?
By tins code, which enables tli » company to effect

a saving In the time occupied in the tinnsuussion of
a ruessiige of from 60 1<> 400 per cent, thus giving Hie

o; three letters, groups of two letters or groups ol
three tlgures. I'art two Is a private code consisting
ol loo pages, Willi loo blank lines on each page,
to be tilled up at the option of the owner, and is ex¬
pressed by words of four letters, groups of three
letters or trumps ol four tlgtires. i'art three con¬
tains vocabulary and sentence code. It comprises
every woi (1 of the Knglish lantruage alphabetically
arranged, the sentences being selected from various
message lorma extracted from the best signal
books. All words, letters and sentences tcinit
alphabetically arranged of course reference
to these is easv enougn. Hut it may
he asked, how about the groups of (1k-
uresv They are just as easy of reference as
words. I.very page contains two columns ol llfty
lines each, from ti. '..» inclusive. Thus, for example,

a group of lour flaures, sav 0470, Is received: It Is at
once seen that It Is sevcnty-sixtu line upon 04 page,
and being a group ol only four figures belongs te
the private code. Again, 1 7046 is the forty -fifth line
upon page I7tf, an* being a group of five figures tne
receiver knows at once tnat lie Is to look for it iu
the general code. A trial of the system was made
on the line between Birmingham and I.ondou, when
100 messages were despatched, averaging 12.20
words. By Worse's system they occupied two
hours, twelve minutes and twenty.flve seconds;by the code one hour and tl tee n" seconds; the
average of errors at the same time being with tne
code system one per cent, with the Morse system
seven pet cent, uud this by operators well ac¬
quainted with the Morse alphabet, but who wero
trying the coda numerical system ior the first time.
So lai we have shown the benefit to the compa¬

nies. Now let us see how this code will operate to
the advantage of tli sender. There are many groupsol n-f^-ages constantly in use among banners, mer-
ciitiu e and business men generally thai are bo con¬
stantly recurring thai by the exercise ol some iuge-
Dwtj tbei o a v 0 codified Mid expressed in one
word. By the use sf Kol ton s code groups of these
messages may be unite I. and ihus a letter may be
condensed Into a lew code words or figures. It is
easy to see how this beneilts the sender. For in¬
stance, a merchant in New ^ ork ^vtshes to tele [rapbtwenty words to sau Francisco; the price it tno
present tariff is live dollars lor ten words, and thir¬
ty-three cents for each exceeding word, making
client dollars and thirty cents. Taking the
smallest possible amount of .-a |ig > tin- code
this message would be condensed into tell words,and sc go tor live dollars, leaving a gain of (3 30 on
the sinnle message. We have lieA lukeii flic smallest
possible amount of saving by the code, but It is
much mere likely thirty words would be easily sent
lor the same amount. 'We could easily multiply in¬
stances. tint one win suffice. Accuracy is also secured.
It is not too much to say that, lu every telegramwords, and oiteu important words, are left out to
reduce the expense as much as possible, trusting
thai i he receiver will fill tumu in correctly, widen
mayo may not is? the case; hence errors so cou-
siautiy occur; whereas in tne code every sc tence
belli/ com iiete in itscP, the code word for that sen¬
tence b lag transmitted, there can be no possiblemistake.

Hut secrecy Is, perhaps, the greatest ol all its
recommendations, as t».v in use of a very blmoie
key me <ages are made utterly unintelligible exceptto the sender and receiver. A tnird party may be in
pos e.-sion of the code and perfectly aware of the
code words 1 se and yet totally in the dark us 10
the meaning of the message. This is one ol those
grea. advantages connected with the use of the
code hat cannot fail to be universally appreciated.
A mo lifted form of this code has been some time iu
use iti the British army and navy service, and ren¬
dered signal service during the Abys-mlau war, and
the code it elf Is to be adopted by tho iiritisti gov¬
ernment as soon as it Is is*U"d. It Is hoped this
code win be before the American people in thj
c mrse of a week or two, and they will then have a
pra< ileal oppor unity of Judging Its merits.
