The verdict or "Not guilty" rendered bv the jury

y«siorday in the trial of Jacob Cert lor he killing of
William L. Smith last May Is suggestive of a r«*w
reflections. The man whom Cerl i-.o suddenly dc-
prived of life wan a colored man of Rood social
standing, a church elder, and rejected by lit*
friends and neighbors, lie hud been in tnc liabit of
buying bis cigars at the saloon where Ccrl Maseru-
ployed as barkeeper, and passing t lie turn'
of day wllh the proprietor, on the occa-
sion in question he visited the house fbr
the purpo-m of drinking a glass of beer
wall a mead. This laiiiillariiy was refused him,
ami lie learned that "niggers" were not allowed to
drink at that bar. On Ins expostulating auain.st.
such an indignity to Ms cllizeusbip and ins man¬
hood he was driven out into the street with
vile Invectives and with a hatchet wound in his
skull. Wo can understand what a man s feelings
must be uuder such treatment, lie went, to his
friend Brooks' store, sat down awhile, but could not,
be quiet uuder tnc indignity. Tho deceased was
eminently a peaceable man, but here was an outrage
Inflicted upon lilin which aroused all his manhood,
lie must return to the saloon and have a lalk wlin
the proprietor and get apology from turn lor an In-
Jury inflicted in a moment of hn.sty feeling.
While about to enter the house with this in¬
tention the discharged prisoner, Cerf, 11 red lus
revolver twice at lilm, and his victim went away u>
die. The question for a fair-minded public to deter¬
mine is, Is such blood-shedding Justifiable ? it is
not a question of politics or of color. The deceased
lived among us as a fellow cltl/.eu, gave the com¬
munity the benefit of Ins Industry, contributed liis
fair proportion to the expense of governmeut; all
ne asked in return was to be proteelcd against in¬
jury by the a-gls of our laws. He gets Into an alter¬
cation wllh the man Cerf oil a qucstlou or sodal
standing, and, without any color of necessity, tho
latter shoots him down like a dog. The jury, alter
hearing the evidence and duly deliberating on the
case, declares him "Not guilty," and he Is turned
over into society to repeat tlio offence whenever he
thinks right.

AN IRON HOUSE.
«Mi ingenious mechanic in Auburn, N. Y., says tbo

News of that city, for nearly a j far past lias been
employing Ins leisure hours I11 studyiug out some
plan to nmko a self-supplying chemical power to
take the place of steam, and to make It move 11 piece
of machinery uavlng the motion of a horse. He
claims to have brought that also to a degree of per¬
fection which Indicates success. That he has dis¬
covered a motive power iu certain alkalies aud
acids, which has never been brought into practical
use lor agricultural implement*, there is nodoubu
Whether he can make it work his machine horse
over soft and uneven ground seems to bo thounly
point to be tested. He appears to be very
confident himself that it will do so. We give
his description «f the machine as he has
lurnlshbd It to us for public information, not to ad¬
vertise it, but as a matter of news:.
The machine does not go ou wheels, Iiko an en¬

gine, but walks like a horse, ou four legs, wnlcb rise

eight inches ana make a torward move of eighteen,
at every revoluDou of a centre shaft which works
them. The shatt Is ti n feet long, tho length Of the
machine. The legs are ten feet apart; fore and aft,
and sidewlso live feet apart which enables the
machine to preserve lis balance ou nneve* ground,
it Is so constructed that it will go up and down a

heavy grade with the greatest ease, and Is cal¬
culated to walk aud draw on solt and tilled laud
with more ease than any team of horses. It turns
round in its own length to any point needed. As to

speed, it will gout any rate from three to nrteen
miles per hour. Tho concern can bo reversed. II
can be employed for all tno purposes that u team ol
horses are useful, suctt as ploughing, reaping ul
drawing wwrona. street cars aud canal boats.
