In (he Public Institution*.
The day win long be remembered oy the Inmates

of the public institutions on Ward's, Randall's and
Hlackwell's Islands, Judging by the rays 01 gladness
that lighted up the races of the reccplcnts 01 tho
good cheer so bountifully provided by the Commis¬
sioners of Emigration and Charities.

ON WARD'S ISLAND.
The Commissioners of Emigration proceeded to

the island at an early hour 111 the morning and pro¬
vided a superb dinner for four or live hundred
children and adults. The litUe ones In addition
were rendered happy l»y the reception of toys
ami other articles calculated to gludeu
their little hearts aud remind them that
there are some who on each returning anniversary
or the blrtli of the havionr of mankind remember
ttieiu with feelings of love and kindness.

ON KAXDALL'S ISLANI1.
Commissioners Crennun, Howen, Nicholson, Frear

and Hell, and Warden .Stephens provided the usual
spread to me children and uaults on Randall's Is¬
land. Beside the generous supply of poultry and

Elumb-pudding the Commissioners furnished a nuiu-
er of Christmas trees which were ladeued with

sweetmeats and bon-boas. that made their youngh» arts rejoice. Mr. John Duff, of the Olympic theatre,
g< nerousiy contributed handsome collar* aud bows

lor the girls who received tbem wltli demon¬
strations of unfeigned pleasure. Amoutr the most
pleasing features of the day's proceedings were
recitations, dialogues and songs by the children,
over a thousand or whom mingled Uielr infantile
voices in song* of praise and thauKlulnoss to Cod
for bis bountiful blessings to them.

Many friend') visited the Asylum in tae course of
day, and the children received numerous Christmas
presents.

Dnrlng the past few days there have been very jolly

times in the Newsboys' Lodging House in Par* place
and Its kindred institution of St. Vincent de Panl in
Warren street. Christmas week has been prolific of
irifts anil good cheer to tie wild street Arabs of our
city, who have so often to suffer hunger and cold in
disseminating the news to their many thousands of
patrons. In the Park place Uouse there are four
Poors, 60 by W feet, In wutcb are bathrooms,
kitcheits, laundries, dining rooms and large, clean
and well ventilated dormitories, in the dormito¬
ries are -M) fine, comfortable beds, and there
is a large gymnasium attached. Mr. O'Con¬
nor, the superintendent, paid a visit to tne
establishment in Park place rer the purpose of
purchasing tlve cases of .--noes for Hie boys as
Christmas gifts, and ou offering to pay lor tliein the
tii u generously refused to lake the money, aud
donated tnem to me boys. The regulations here
are very simple. Rreukfa^t at. six o'clock und sup¬
per hi seven; uiglit school i.omni> rices at hair-past
seven P. M. During ten years ;:6.4o» boys have been
cared tor oy this institution and i.oou truants have
been returned to their friends. Tiiere is a savings
banik tu tin- House, and each boy has a box of his
own imo it inch he drops pennies and stamps, and
ai tut cue ol tae month the total amount Is returned
U> hlfll. nu<- thousand one hundred and four boys
lm\e used this bank during the year, their deposits
amounting to 60. one hid oi a turifty spirit
lias $hoo in bank. The cnarges are six
cents each tor supper, ledglug and breakfast,
iiinounting in all to eighteen ceuis a day. Tne boys
have contributed $4,214 towards the expenses of t tic
house, and ih<- outlay on each lad. given by volnn-
thfy cvutrtbutvw, la a year ilwsiivi average wtfje

than $1 76. Do ring tho year 56,128 metis and
63,3436 lodging* have been furnished, and the aver¬
age number who uave loand sleeping accommoda¬
tion* is 166. For seventeen year* the Newsboys'
Lodging House has existed, and during that time the
total expense has been $io9,3.>6, of which amount
ttie ooys have coutrlbutcd $..'«,»&«. Heading,
writing and tho elementary branches are taught in
tho night school, and addresses are made by pro¬
minent persons. When Htrace Greeley sp»ak.s to
ttie b«yn the strloteHt discipline Is needed to keep
them from leaping <>ir tho benches.

Is snouted in Warren street. where a large bullriiug

Christmas, aud little eyes sparkled with
unusual brilliancy as the little hands
de.ved down even to the toes of the stockings, and
brought forth Innumerable toys of all descriptions,
aud little cheelu were inflated with wind in efforts

| to bring music out of small horns, harmonicons,
whistles, Ac. Tho appetites ol the urchins were not
as voracious as usual when the break last table was
spread, and Nome boldly asserted that they did not
want anything to eat. At nine o'clock the little
ones repaired in large numbers te the Sunday
schools, which presented a holiday appearance, being
tastefully deo rated with wreaths of evergreet »
and Christmas trees and flags. At these schools the
superintendents, teachers and others made and re¬
ceived presents, and the scholars received
their usual Christmas boxes ol cuddies, or¬
anges, New Year's cakes, Ac. There were
addresses in the churches, and hymns
were sung, and then tho scholars were
dismissed and returned to their homes. The news¬
boys had a glorious time at their lodging House til
I'oplar street, aud succeeded iu demolishing a num¬
ber ol turkeys.

All the stores and public offices were closed, and
the streets presented a quiet, holiday appearance.
There were no public celebrations, but, judging

from the numbers of brilliantly lighted parlors, from
which the sounds of laughter and of music stole
forth into the quiet, out of doors air, Christmas was
celebrated In true, old rasinoued family style in the
goouly City of Churches.

Some New Revolutions I'or ibe Coroner's Rar
Only.Tbe liriuid .fury (<> Inquire Kigli.ly
Into tlic 'latter.
The public, through the columns of the Herald,

have already beenruily informed or alt the essential
facts In one or Newark's most mysterious of mys¬
teries. ttie llgen garret mystery. Since the group

of intelligent Newarkcrs convened by Coroner Chase
to inquire into the csuses of poor Frauz llgcn's
death brought in, after six days' arduous labor, the
remarkable verdict of death "from apoplexy or

some otber cause unknown," regardless of the fact
that not a word in tbe entire one hundred and one

pages of evidence was there to warrant the" dragging
iu of "apoplexy".siuce then Coroner Chase has
kept a strict watch on the case, and has stumbled
on. he believes, some highly Important links of evi¬
dence heretofore sotight for in vain, it is his
intention to bring i lie entire matter before
tue Grand Jury or Essex county, which
meets in another week, when it will receive all the
attention thegrav u of the oase demands. Tbe action
of certain county ©ulcials In declining to agree to
the expense of an analytical examination of the
stomach 6h the score of public economy is very
severely criticised on all $des.
