THE FISHERIES QUESTION.

Omcial Report of American Vessoln Selzed
by British and CUnoudian Craivers During
1870.

OrTAawA, vntario, Dec. 80, 1870,
The Minister of Marine gives the following expla-
naton regarding American vessels selzed by the
imperial and Canadian ¢rulsers during 1850 for {lle-
gal sning:—

The Womfutuck was seized June 27 in Aspy Bay,
Nova Scolis, sactually fishing close in shore. The
capiain of the vessel admlited having eaught Oxn
within the prolibited Nwits during tthe day, and
that he wae aware he was fisbhing 1legnlly.

The J. H. Nickerson was seized June {0 ak Ingos
nigh lsland, Nova Scotla, actually fishing Inside the
tsland, withan & mile (rom the shore, She had veen
previously warned three times—on the 26th, 20th
and 27th of June—with notice that the vessel would
be selzed. The captain was persogally mfermed
that e had aiready violated the law by remaming
In shore without leave. He was supplied with a
copy of Mr, Boutwell's clriular (o Amercan
fsherien.

The G. Marshall was selzed July a1, ar Sandy
Beach, wuside ol Gaspe Hay, Queber, actually Gshing
and drawing a8 selue ashore. She had been pre-
viously bowrded and warned,

The Albert was selzed Angust 20, at Charlottetown
Prince Edward lsiand, violating the Merchants
Shipping act.  The owuer, wmaster and crew, hy their
own plea, scknowledged ihe oflence,

The Qlura F. Friend was selzed at Broad Cove,
Cape Breton, Nova Scotia, actually fishing within
three milea ol the snore, having been previously
wﬂed. Bhe was rescued by tne crew, but reepp-
tured.

The three selzares last above nemed were made hy
her Britannic Majesty's cruisers,

‘The Lottie was selzed August 18, Inslde of Gaspe
Bay, actually fishing, having fished for seven dayvs
within the prohiblted lmnlf, She bad been pre-
viously warned,

The Lizce A, Farr was solzed August 27, at Seven
Islands, Quebee, aliout one hundred miles jnside the
mouth of the river Bl. Lawrence, actually flshing
one-fourth of o mile from shore. The master was
aware thal the vessal was tmansgressing. The owner
subseguently pleaded for release on the ground Lhat
he had speclally directed the master not to dah at
that place. The master and crew were flshjug on
shares with the owner,

The A. N. Monson was selzed September 3, near
Broan Cove, SBea Wolf Isiand, Cape Breton, N, 8.,
actually fGsking between the Island and mainlend,
distant about ene and one-fourth miles from eishor
shere, She had been previously warned,

The A, F. Frankiilm was seized October 10, at
Broad Ceve, Cape Breton, N. S, having fished
within the probibited limit, after warning on the
7th of that month. The captaln swrongly denled
having tahed, aud mithough the b offlcer
Telt satisfied fthat (respass been commitied he
desisted ler the time m!nl;lrrom muking the seizure;
but afterwards he obtgine { that the vessel had
flsbed extensively en the 10th and 11th, within the
ggglt;l:cd limite, aad the weizure was effected Uc-

N. B, for smuggling.
