Undeniably a fat man ami a tall <me, is the nato-

ral suggestion on entering the presence of Don Bias
Vitiate, Count Valmaseda, Captain (Jeneral ad (nte-
rlm 'aland of Cuba; he who took the field
¦carnal me InsurrerUon upon lta first outbreak and
fcws made a name and lame connected therewith
which, whether enviable or otherwise, extends
throughout Christendom. On nearer approach it is
observed that he Is nearly fortj-flve years of age,
with a clear olive complexion, hazel eyes, black
fcair, with mnstache and Imperial, and heavy, over-
banging cheeks, justifying the charge of sensuality
¦o often brought against him. Something of the air
.f a bon uttxmi u apparent too, yet there Is that
about the man which indicates a powerful will and
Steal tenacity of purpose. Educated in France, he
has rulher the easy, affable manner of the French,
man than the staid, formal dignity of the Spaniard,
fttili he assumes the first place very naturally and is
evidently accustomed to command. One hesitates
to believe m the stories of cruelly told ol him while
observing his genial, pleasant ways. He had occu¬
pied several important positions In the island pre¬
vious to tne insurrection, such as Hegundo Cubo and
Governor of I*uerto Principe, and has had the repu¬
tation of being lond of sports, an attendant on boil
and oock fights and addicted to all athletic exer¬
cises. He is of great physical strength, a magnifi¬
cent, horseman. an expert swordsman and a dead
shot, These things, while making him extremely
popular with tne ma-sses, have created
the impression that be is not a man
of much intellectual capacity, by no
means a student, and that the prominent
positions he has occupied resulted rattier from acci¬
dent of birth and the iaOneuce of friends than irotn
any merits or capabilities of his own. 1 am satis¬
fied that tins is an Incorrect view of his character,
and thai he is a man of uuusual capacity and great
ambition. From the time he assumed command of
the Spanish troops, soon alter the outbreak of Yara,
until his arrival in Havana to assume the chief dig¬
nity or the Island.now more than two years.he has
never leu his work for a moxeit, but wits all the
resources afforded him constantly combated the
insurrection. Though a liieiong supporter of
tie bourbons, he has, while maintaining a
constant reticence In reference to affairs at home-
though practically recognizing the new order ol
things by his labors for Spam retained himself in
position and bien advanced to the highest dig¬
nity by his political opponents. With ready foresight,
appreciating the powerot the Spanish residents here!
who had been formed Into armed organizations by
Lersundi, he has dopted such policy as was likely
to be most pleasing to them, and has so successfully
pursued it as to acquire the most unbounded popu¬
larity with them. By them the Intrigues for his ad¬
vancement nave been carried on for more than a
/ear past, during which time he has so conducted
himself that no fault oauld be found with him, even
by those whose place and power he desired to usurp.
He has accomplished the object or all hia labors-
yet, in so doing and in pursuing the policy referred'
vu, he nas acquired the reputation of being the most

Seven Cuban gentlemen or Ba.vamo volunteered to
accompany them, and thty were placed under the
escort of Colonel PalacloB. who was the instigator
ot the accusation against the Santiago prisoners.
They left on the morulng of the iut, and at three
P. M. the escort of about fifty men fell upon ttieru,
shot them all. both prisoners aau mends, mangling
their bod lea with their bayonets after rifling their

K'.keta 01 $1,500 in money and Jewelry. These
ts, as thus stated, were officially reported to tne

Culled States government, together with the protest
of the Santiago prisoners, against being sent away
n-om their homes to a small ooscure town, held by
troops, for trial. The statement made by Colonel
Palaclos was that his prisoners revolted on the
road, attempted to escape, and to *ave himself and
men, as wetl as to prevent the escape of
prisoners, he had to anoot them. A8 tin*
report says, otitis satisfied Valmaseila, and. all
thinirs connected with u show Uiai it was
premeditated even before the arrest of tho unfortu¬
nate Cubans at Santiago de Cuba." Pour o>'the vic¬
tims were wealthy gentlemen of BayaAO, whose
property, like Lliat 01 the others, was (.ouhsoated t>y
the officials, who are believed to have connived at
their death. A servant ol one of them, an innocent,
harmless person, was also shot down. In despite of
the efforts to conceal this most atrocious deed the
truth leaked ont at once, and so great was the ont-
orv made that Palaclos was placed under arrest and
ordei ed to Havana, whence he called for Spain aeon
after to reoert hlmseif to the supreme government
for trial. Nothing more was heard of It, and so the
Spanibh government, by ita silence, assumed the re¬

sponsibility of tne deed, and the world still believes
it the work of Vaimaaeda, now Captain General of
Cuba.
In the administration of affairs here h? continues

the politic course which has made him ho popular
with the Spanish residents, and is selecting hm ad¬
visers and officials from among those who are in
enure sympathy with the Casino EspaAol. Thongh
in his proclamations and addresses to the vol¬
unteers he affects to treat the insurrection lightly,
In private he freely admits the difficulty of its sup¬
pression. and that it is the work of long time. He
will, if practicable, send some of the Havana voluu-
teers to aid In tne work, and to this end recently
called a meeting of the officers, to whom he stated
that the Insurrection was nearly vanquished, and
that it only ueeded one strong blow to destroy what
was left. He stated that he should go to the lnte-

| nor himself and asked for their co-operation, to
which the responded, offering in the name 01 all the
volunteers to follow wherever he womd lead them.
Oue of the Journals here recently stated that lrom
credible sources it had learned that the volunteers
of this city are to garrison somo of Die more impor¬
tant towns of the island.the object being to relieve
the troops there, that they may be sent to the field.
Efforts will be made to mobilize a bat ta lon or more,
to oe sent to the Held. But the horrible stories of
euffcring and neglect or their wants told by those
who have returned will make this very dimcult.
The Count is drawing the reins of military disci¬

pline closer, and the officers and soidiers who have
been accustomed to wander about the city at will,
Irequentlng places of public report, arc now required
to show ineir licence for ao doing.

In closiug this account ol the present distinguished
bond f tne island, in which I charge nothing, but
give the iacts as they were at the time reported, I
may mention tnat he is an Intelligent student ol the
situation of affairs in his own country and in
Europe. his rooms containing many maps of the
present scat of war, to which his attention often
turns, and that lrom his character and abilities, as
they seem to me, hem calculated to take a prominent
part in the uncertain future of this country.

The French Man-of-Wor Talisman.Her In¬
tentions) In Cuban Water*.t.erm in Vessels

Havana, Dec. 23, 1S70.
The statement recently rorwarded Iroin here to

some of the New York journals, to the effect tliat the
French man-of-war Talisman Is cruising in these
waters tn wait for German steamers, has called out
from the Viartoa denial of this, as these steamers en¬
ter and leave the harbor with perfect freedom and
without being molested at ail at sea. In concluding
its article the Journal mentioned says It has good
authority for saying that the object of the Talisman
is simply to protect French commerce against
the Prussian gunboat Meteor, still lying in
Havana harbor. Thereupon, in a succeeding
issue ol the Voz tie Cuba, appears a letter
from Luis Will, Consul of the North German Con¬
federation, stating that King William bad decreed
that the private property of the enemy on the sea
should be respected, and that this had been strictly
complied with, notwithstanding the frequent
attacks of the French on German vessels. He
affirms that the commander of the Meteor is aware
of the decree, it having passed through the hands of
the Consul himself. He further adds that the
Meteor has not been reduced to inaction by the
simple presence of the Talisman in these waters,
but that she will go to sea as soon as the repairs
upon ner are finished. Your correspondent can
safely add that tho Meteor will probably go to the
bottom or change her nationality, as the Talisman
Is a much larger and more formidable vessel.
His Excellency Count Yaliuaseda is demonstratingthe old saying that "a new broom sweeps clean,"

and is Infusing much energy Into the operations for
putting down the Insurrection. He Is nurrylng off
the convalescents and shirkers. of which last there
seems not a few.to the front, leaving the volunteers
to do irnard duty. During the p.iat week there have
arrived here the steamers Antonio Lopez, with 600
men, and Guipuzcoa with 1,037, ad of which have
been armed and sent to the Held.
Information Mas been received here from Santiago

de Cuba and Uuantanamo that the insurgents are
burning estates in that vicinity and have succeeded
in destroying a considerable number. The official
report of the commanding general of the eastern de-
partment states that on the 3d and 4th, in
the district of Ti-arriba, they attacked the
estate Sauta Arta de Guifian, destroyingthe houses and machinery and burning the
houses on the coffee plantations Canuelavia and
Recourfrusa and on the estate San Aleiandro. The
Fuval, of Puerto Principe, mentions havinu seen a
supplement to the paper Cu '>a Littrr, published by
the insurgents, which calls upon Jose Lino, Fer¬
nandez Coca, Francisco Socarraa Wilson and Juan
N. Boza to present themselves within three months
to answer the charge o.' desertiou.
Immense numbers of women and children are

ponrlusr into Paerto Principe from the insurgent
lines, the result of the destruction ot crops and
houses by the troops.
Following the arrival #f the Spanish mali steamer

Porto Rico, it was rumored that Francisco Aguilera,
Cuban Secretary of State, had been captured, having
been driven on to the island of Porto Rico iu his
attempt to escape from this island. The papers
stated that the report was brought by the "last pas¬senger-' which had come on board the steamer, but
It is too mauliestly absurd for belier.
The deatn of Pollcurpo Rustaw (Colored), a general

In the Cuban army, from wounds received In tne re¬
cent attack on Mayan, is retried.
In the Ciuco Villas the Chief Jose Cayetano San¬

tos has been captured, taicen to Ciepfuegos, tried
and shot, as is the manner of Spaniai.ls. Great fears
of the destruction of estates in the Ciuco Villas are
eutertalned, aud troops are being ser.t thereto from
Havana.
Dr. Howard, an American physician, residing and

practicing iu Cieufuegos, has been imprisoned in
consequence of the tlndlag of a medicine box in an
lustirgent camp marked with his name. He states
that the box and its contents were such as origi¬
nally sold by him more tnan two years ago, and
that he knows nothing of it. The matter is in the
hands of the American Consul General here, Mr.
Biddle, who has brought the matter berore Valma-
seda and received from him promise of immediate
attention thereto. Dr. Howard is related by mar¬
riage to German Barrios, recently shot In that cltv.
Commercial letters from Cienfuosos say that all the
estates in that Jurisdiction are grinding, but the cropwill not be as great as in former years, owing to
the want of hands and unfavorable weather.
Large numbers of Insurgents are making their ap¬

pearance in Santl Espiritu, influenced, as in. nip-
posed. by the large supply of cattle in that jurlsdic-
(tic'.ion.

Trinidad, Dec. 14, 1870.
On the night of the l'2th a man named Juan Rod¬

riguez presented himself to the troops outside of
this city, stating that he belonged to the Insurgent
band commanded by the mulatto, J«tf Maria Torra-
do, from whose encampment, situated two leagues
from tkc city, he had been able to escape. Guided
by him a rorce was immediately sent out
to attack the encampment, which was situa¬
ted In the mountains known as Klnoon de
la Luna. The Insurgents were fonnd ready to move
at a moment's notlc«, having doubtless been ren¬
dered suspicious by the absence of Rodriguez. The
troops came upon an advance guard, who gave the
alarm, and on reaching the encampment found no
one. A man named Josi' LWUNO Orteira whs
taken prisoner umi *hot. There were lonnd in the
camp some provisions and other supplies, which
indicated that the laborante* in this city and

4 usilda are in communication with the insurgents
and are furnishing them with many necessaries.
Od the morniug ol tlie mh was louud nr.njr in his

cell with a sheet Don Juan de bins Tunno, recently
Imprisoned for disloyalty in furnishing supplies to
the Cubans in arms.

A HAv®l Method of Swindling.Arrast at ft Bogus
; ,/Book Canvasser for Defrauding the Mer¬

chants of the City.Highway Bob-
f bery.Crime Calendar of 1870.

.'I would almost stake my life It was him."
i This assertion was mado in tbe Police Court at
the Tombs yesterday morning by a gentleman con¬
nected with the Oceanic Steam Navigation Company,
and referred to the wholesale swindling which, for
tbe last three months, has oeen perpetrated upon the
merchants In this city by a young man named George
Hughes. George, It appeare, has been for a long
period employed by Mr. Gouldlng, a publisher
doing business at 132 Nassau street. About three
mouthB ago Gouldlng ascertained that in canvassing
lor advertisements for his (Gouldlng's) directory
and ether books, George had been making a heavy
purse for himself. It was the defendant's duty

TO CALL UPON MERCHANTS
and others in New York to solicit advertisements
for various publications, and, on receiving an order
was required to receive tbe money for It, giving
each contributor a receipt for whatever they had
paid. But his employer found that Hughes was
not either honest or truthful. George would g et
bogus receipts without counterparts, and, instead
of giving the receipts of the firm, he would give the
others ana pocket the money. In some cases be
passed these advertisements into the books for
which they were Intended, but in a great many
cases he did not get them in. Tbe consequence
was that the parties applied for an explanation
from the firm as to tbe cause of their notices being
omitted, ana hence the expose.
On tho 22<i of October, 1870, Mr. Gouldlng in¬

formed George that he had learned from several
sources of his roguery, but if ho would leave tbe
city the firm would not prosecute him: also on tbe
condition that bo should give a list of the firms
from whom be bad received money.
Tbe defendant agreed to this arrangement, and

the next day wrote a letter to the complainant, in
which

HE ACKNOWLEDGED THE SWINDLING
he had been currying on; thanked Mr. Gouldlng for
llie kindness and leniency with which he bad
viewed the matter, and gave a list of some tweuiyfirms from whom he bad received moneys, amount-
lug in the aggregate to a considerable
sum. Instead of leaving the city, as he
had promised, Hughes Instituted a systemof swindling which, to Hay tne least, bad the
greatest plausibility upon Its face. He obtained
a numoer of false receipts, and, knowing that
Uoulding would issue a hook at a certain time,
and availing himself of the connection helhad formed

w bile in the latter's employ, went round to the va¬
rious merchants and shloping and insurance ofllces
where he was known soliciilng advertisements. As
the hook was not to appear for a considerable time
he had ample opportunity for making a great manycalls before it could possibly be discovered that lie
was defrauding all tnese people, as no question
could ariso until tho Look was puollshed..Two da\s ago, however, ho was caught,'though then only bv an accident. Calling at the
office of the Oceanic Steam Navigation Co upany, he
at once received an advertisement and tbe money to
pay lor it. No sooner had ho gone from the oitlce
i him Mr. Osboru ascertained irom an employe in the

service of tbe company that a similar advertisement
had been sen: to Mr. uoulding s office and paid for,for which a totally

D1KFEHEUT RT.CETPT WAS PRODUCER.
On arriving at the publisher's office, Mr. Osborn
described the man so minutely thai Mr. Gouldingat once recoguizt-d his iormer canvasser, Hugnes.Mr. osboru wrote to a moruing paper and detailed
tbe appearance of the man, and as soon as this ap¬
peared a great number oi merchants wrote to the
publisher, stating tbey had also been victimized by

a man answering exactly to that description. See¬
ing Hughes in a lager saloon in Beekumn street on
Friday mghf, he obtained a warrant and had bun
arrested. Hughes begged to be let off, promising
again to pay whatever moneys he had collected; but
a» he hail kept bis former promise "so well," the
complainant could not see the force of bis pleading.He was held in S3. ooo ball to answer.

A CASE OK HIGHWAY ROBBERY.
William Anderson, a gay-looking individual, who

is now held In the House of Deteution, made an affi¬
davit to the 'court, charging a repulsive, squinting
man, named Jauics Gaerln, of 29 y. Cherry street,witu having knocked him down in the public high¬
way and stealing Irom bis person money to the
amount of sixty dollars. William did not say tnat
he was sober on Friday evening, when the robbery
took place, but the Inference is that if he
had been so it would have been diffi¬
cult lor tbe prisoner to have accomplished
such a feat oy himself.

(laerln could not produce such an amount he was
led to a cell uutu tbe City Judge should cad lor him
to give au account of himself.

Bereavement.Death of tbe Rev. Albert

Barnes.
The dall v papers have contained accounts of the de¬

mise of this eminent divine. This melancholy event,
occurred m the city of Philadelphia on Saturday
afternoon, December 24. He was aged seventy-two
years. He had walked a considerable distance, ac¬
companied by his daughter, on a visit of condolence
to a bereaved family, and had hardly taken his seal
In the house when he suddenly complained of a
difficulty in breathing, threw his head back, and
soon expired, apparently without any pain. It is
supposed that his death was caused by heart dis¬
ease.

Mr. Rarnes was a native of Rome, N. Y., born De¬
cember 1, 1798, graduated at Hamilton College in
1820, and at Princeton seminary in 1624. lie was
ordained pastor of me Presbyterian church at Alor-
nstown, N. J., in February, 182A, when he began his
great life-work of preparing Scripture commentaries
fur the aid of Sunday schools, lu 1830 he was called
to the First church of Philadelphia, where he 6rent
tne remainder of his diligent and nonorable "hie,
only giving over the responsible charge of the
church to a colleague two years ago.
The first ten years of his service In Philadelphia

was a time of general revival In religion. Into winch
he entered with his whole soul. In analyzing the
methods of presenting Divlue iruth most lavorabie
torevuals ne adopted views of theology decidedly
iu harmony with those prevallng m New England,
which were objected to by the more rigid Presby¬
terians, who, under the lead of Dr. Junkm, com¬
menced a prosecution against him for heresy ad¬
vanced in his book on Atonement. The case was
carried by appeal from tbe Presbytery to
the Synod or Philadelphia, and thence to
the General Assembly, ilieu meeting at Pitts¬
burg. Here the sentence of suspension was re¬
versed, and he returned lo nls work, after an en¬
forced silence of a whole jear, winch ne nad en¬
dured with great patience lor the sake of Church
order. This prosecution had much to do with the
division of the Presbyterian Church, and it was a
high sailslartion to Mr. Barnes that he lived to take
part in the reunion, and to be welcomed to the fel¬
lowship of those Irorn whom he had been causelessly
separated lor above thirty years, without any humi¬
liating concessions or changes on either part.
la addl.ion to his "Commentaries" and several

Important religious works he wrote much lor
periodicals.
