STRIKE AMONG LABORERS.

Riotous Proccedings on the Spuyten Duywil
oud Pori Morris Hailroad=Some of the
Ringleaders Arrested.

The laborers employea on the Spuyten Doyvil and
Port Morris Ratiroad, now in process of construction,
having been notified that on and after the 18t inst.
thelr wages would be reduced from £1 50 to $160
per day for nine hours’ work, evinced open dissaris-
raction on Monday, which ultimately cnlminated in
a sinke on the part of about seventy-flve men,
Having evidently determined to bring about a cessa-

tion of work along the entire road, the dlzaffected
party took the various gangs of men in
detall yesterday morning amd by persuasion, fn-
timidation and toreats of bodily Injury, succecded
in driving tue entire force of laborers, numbering
some five or #ix hundred men. from their work.
The conditton of affairs having been made known
in Yonkers a posse of pelice officers proceeded at

once 1o the scene of disorder and  suc-
ceeded 1o arresiing  three of the ring-
leaders, who were lheld 10 answer o
charge of Inciting a riof. The pelice were still on

the gromnd ot a late hour yesterday afternoon, and
hopes were entertained that all of the rioters would
be seeured, I1tis understood that a majority of the
men express aodesire o resume werk If assured of
protection from their tarbulent companions,
